PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

December 20, 2006

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in special session on December 20, 2006, at 1:00 p.m., with Robert Mallow, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  Commissioner Wink absent.  

Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came before the Board along with Ralph Carlson to discuss the Viewfield Rural Water Association, Inc.  Viewfield is requesting easements to install water lines across various Meade County roads and within road ditch right-of-ways, and to also request permits to occupy unimproved section line right-of-ways.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the road crossings, cuts and boring that have been detailed for the project identified as the Viewfield Rural Water Association, Inc. and that we supply a copy of said resolution to the Viewfield Rural Water Association, Inc.


Bid letting was set for 1:15 p.m. for the roof upgrade of the Meade County Courthouse.  One (1) bid was received from Ainsworth-Benning Construction, Inc. as follows:

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to table the matter until later in the day so Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester could examine said bid.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following proposal and contract for New Underwood Road between Meade County and Brosz Engineering:


Priority One- West Elm Springs Road to Curlew Road – 2007 Construction


Priority Two – Curlew Road to County Line – 2008 or 2009 Construction

and the Proposal/Contract for Mill Road from Aldren Road to N. Deadwood Avenue to the Meade/Pennington County Line.

Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin came before the Board to discuss the replacement of a correction officer.  Merwin discussed the possibility of hiring a nurse part time to go over sick call requests.  Merwin will come back in January before the Board to discuss the nurse position in further detail.   The Board informed Merwin to go ahead with the replacement of the correction officer at this time.

Discussion was had regarding the creation of an ice skating rink below the Red Owl Dam.  The Dam is owned by Meade County.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the use of water for creating the skating rink, contingent upon a sign being placed at the rink stating “skating at their own risk”.  

Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester came back before the Board to discuss the roof upgrade of the Meade County Courthouse.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to take the matter off of the table.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to reject the bid of Ainsworth-Benning and that the matter be reconsidered in the future.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to personnel matters. 

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to special session.
