AND that all interest earned, be deposited into the counties general fund.

Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


City of Faith Mayor Glenn Haines came before the Board to discuss the gratuitous transfer of property to the City of Faith.  Meade County Treasurer Susan Boadwine sent out letters to the two (2) other interested people regarding the property for feedback on the same.  Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad discussed with the Board that if the property is transferred to the City of Faith the City would take the title “as is”.  Motion was made by Hammock to transfer the property to the City of Faith with the title “as is”.   Motion was withdrawn.  Boadwine asked that if the property is transferred, who would be responsible for the real estate taxes and special assessments.   Motion was made by Nupen,  

seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to transfer the property to the City of Faith, which said legal description is as follows, 


City of Faith, Lot 13, Block 24

and to abate the real estate taxes for the years 1998, 1999, 2000, 2001, 2002 and 2003 in the amount of Eight Hundred Fifty-four Dollars and Ninety-six Cents ($854.96) in exchange for the removal of the house and cleaning up of the property.  The City of Faith will then be responsible for their abating of special assessment taxes on the same.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to personnel matters.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Meade County Extension Officer Stacey Hadrick came before the Board and presented a Memorandum of Understanding between the Cooperative Extension Service and Counties of South Dakota.  The Board took the same under advisement and will revisit the same this summer when it needs to be renewed.    


Hadrick then presented to the Board a letter from Karla Trautman, Horizons II Supervisor regarding Carolyn Hendricks and the Community Coordinator/Horizons II position support.  Discussion was had on west river educators and who we have in our region for training and education.   Commissioner Nupen asked about courses that are on the internet.  Hadrick said there are courses available.   The Board asked that the Dean of SDSU and Karla Trautman come before the Board at their next regular meeting to discuss said program.


Hadrick explained to the Board that Martin Lempke, Meade County 4-HCoordinator, has completed one year at his position.  Hadrick handed out Lempke’s goals for the next year to the Board.  


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to personnel matters.


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to accept the resignation of Connie McPherson on the Meade County Fair Board and to replace her with Cathy Fredrickson.   


Hearing was set for 11:45 a.m. for the First Reading of Amended Ordinance #25 – An Ordinance Providing for the Licensing and Regulation of Adult Oriented Businesses and Employees, and Providing for Additional Miscellaneous Regulations for Adult Oriented Businesses in Meade County.   Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to table the first reading until 3:00 p.m. today.


Meeting recessed for lunch at 12:05 p.m. and reconvened at 1:05 p.m.


Human Resource/Commissioner Admin. Assistant Joell Beck came before the Board to discuss human resource matters.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the purchase of a HR Operation Guide Book.


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the new employment application for Meade County effective February 6, 2007.  


Lisa Schieffer came before the Board to discuss the Sly Hill/ Northern Loop.  Schieffer handed out road counts from 2001, 2002, 2005 and 2006.  Schieffer also handed out an accident report for information dates of January 1, 2000 to December 31, 2006 indicating the number of accidents that were Signal 2 and Signal 1 in regards to Sly Hill, Bear Butte, Bear Butte Lake Road, and old Hwy 79.  Schieffer asked that a committee be formed and the same take place at the March 2007 meeting.  The Board also took input from the public.  Craig Shaver discussed additional input from Game Fish & Parks and the Bureau of Land Management regarding the same.  Said meeting will continue to Tuesday, March 6, 2007 at 10:30 a.m.


Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester came before the Board to discuss three (3) training related items.    Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve on-site training of the New World Administration for Rick McArthur March 7th, March 21st, and April 11, 2007.


Forrester also would like to attend the IWCE Conference March 26th – 30th, 2007 in Law Vegas, NV.  The registration fee is $1,200.00.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve two (2) persons attending the IWCE Conference and to supplement the budget with additional funding if said need arises regarding the same.  


Forrester discussed training for himself and Ben Petrocco for the SD Electrical Council Training to be held in April 13th & 14th, 2007 in Aberdeen, SD.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve Forrester and Petrocco attending the training in Aberdeen, SD and to supplement the budget with additional funding if said need arises regarding the same.  Said purpose of training is to maintain the state electrical licensing they both currently hold.  


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came before the Board to discuss legal matters.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session. 


Commissioner Schroeder presented to the board a bill for One Thousand Six Hundred fifty-four Dollars and Forty Cents ($1654.40).  Said motion was passed at the Meade County Commission meeting in December 2006 as follows:

“Commissioner Schroeder presented to the Board the need for an automated external defibrillator (AED) to be stationed in the Courthouse Building for emergency purposes.  Motion was made Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to take money out of contingency funds not to exceed $2000.00 for the purchase of an AED.

A demonstration of the same will take place later in the afternoon.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to take the matter off of the table regarding Ordinance #25.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the first reading of Ordinance #25 with an amendment regarding the distance to child care centers from the adult oriented business, and to set a second reading for Ordinance #25 for Tuesday, March 6, 2007 at 2:30 p.m. 

Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to surplus three (3) election ballot boxes.  The same will be given to the City of Summerset.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to take the matter off of the table regarding the Courthouse roof bids.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the bid of SECO Construction Inc., in the amount of Two Hundred and Forty Thousand Eight Hundred Dollars ($240,800.00).


Hearing was set for 1:45 p.m. for Second Reading of Proposed Ordinance No. #29 - GIS Ordinance.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the second reading.  

Nancy Kile posed the question if the Meade County Natural Resource Committee could have access to this data base.  Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee will take the same under advisement and will get back to the Board regarding the same.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the adoption of Ordinance No. #29 – GIS Ordinance.  


Sheriff Ron Merwin came before the Board to get approval to surplus the drug dog and to retire it to its handler.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to surplus the drug dog and retire the same to its handler.

Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the paying of the bill to Jacobsen Ford-Mercury, Inc., in the amount of Seventy-one Thousand One Hundred Sixty-six Dollars ($71,166.00) for three (3) 2007 Ford Explorer 4 x 4’s for the Sheriff’s Department.  


The Board then had a demonstration of the automated external defibrillator (AED).  Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve buying a cabinet for the same not to exceed One Hundred and Eight Dollars ($108.00).  


Mike Deutsch came before the Board of Commissioners to discuss an agreement of understanding between Meade County and himself.  The Board asked that he work with Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr and have the removal of the trees and debris/waste taken care of by April 1, 2007.  If it cannot be done by that time, Deutsch is to let the Board or Superintendent McGirr know about the same.  


Discussion was had regarding an abatement for Virlane Lang.  Commissioner Wink asked that they come back before the Board.   No action was taken.


Judge Jerome Eckrich came before the Board to give an update on the drug court.  


Discussion was had regarding the Erskine/Primary Building.  In attendance were Dr. James Heinert, Superintendent, Kevin Forrester, Kay & Dean Snyder, Judge Jerome Eckrich, Janeen Norstegaard, Ron Merwin and Michelle Grosek.   Commissioner Hammock informed the group that the Board would like to make an offer on the Erskine Building as well as the Primary Building.  

Janeen Norstegaard asked the Board if the County would need all the space and if possibly some could be rented out or leased, and if the historical value of the building be kept.   The Board informed the group that a space needs study just went out to the Department Heads and that information would be coming back to the Board in the near future.  Judge Eckridge informed the group of his needs of space as well for the existing Courthouse building.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to offer the Meade 46-1 School District Four Hundred Thousand Dollars ($400,000.00) for the Erskine and Primary Building.  Said monies are derived from the sale of the 2006 liquor license.  The Board would like a response from the school district by June 1, 2007.  It is the Meade County Board of Commissioners’ desire to keep the historical exterior of the buildings.  Said removal of the asbestos will be done by the County.   


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Meade County State’s Attorney’s Office hiring a full time employee to replace the contractual employee that left the County’s employment.


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the purchasing of a new ambulance at approximately One Hundred and Twenty Thousand Dollars ($120,000.00) to be delivered in the fall of 2007.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.
