PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

March 6, 2007

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on March 6, 2007, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin came before the Board to discuss a paging system for the County for emergency services.  

Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to call for bids April 3, 2007 for 9:30 a.m. for a county wide paging system.


Merwin presented to the Commission a job description for a Jail Medical Advisor.   Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize Merwin to proceed with advertising for a part-time Jail Medical Advisor.

Merwin presented a letter to the Board that was sent to Mayor Brad Shelly of Summerset City.  Discussion was had on budgetary figures for the costs of service for the City of Summerset if the County was contracted to provide services.  


Merwin would like to make a request to upgrade the department’s firearms.  Merwin would be looking at upgrading twenty (20) handguns.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the trading in of the current Sheriff’s Department handguns for the prescribed new equipment per the quote given by the Meade County Sheriff.  

Merwin discussed with the Board the hiring of a summer temporary deputy.  Merwin explained to the Board that three (3) of his deputies are in the National Guard and will be gone this summer.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize the Meade County Sheriff to hire a seasonal position through the end of August 2007 to assist in covering the personnel that are gone during their National Guard duty.  Said pay rate to be determined by the Sheriff to be taken off of the deputy scale.    


Merwin discussed blood alcohol draws.  Currently the County is paying Thirty Dollars ($30.00).  Merwin would like to see the same increased to Thirty-five Dollars ($35.00).  Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to increase the blood alcohol draws to Thirty-five Dollars ($35.00) effective March 1, 2007.  

Lisa Schieffer came before the Board to discuss forming a committee pertaining to Sly Hill Road and northern loop road project.  Also in attendance were City Council Members Mark Chaplin, Bev Patterson, City Public Works Director Randy Nohava, Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr and Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee.   Schieffer asked that both entities form a committee along with members from the public to work jointly together in efforts to possibly look at alternatives for road improvement.   Council members Patterson and Chaplin offered to be on said committee and suggested City Engineer Bob Kaufman and Nohava.  Commissioners Jim Schroeder and Curtis Nupen, along with Chaffee and Ken McGirr would represent the County on said committee.   Superintendent McGirr suggested that Nohava and he be more of a resource than be committee members.   Schieffer asked that there be members of the public be appointed as well to the committee.   Discussion was had on how large of a committee was needed.   Both City and County members will get together to set a time for a meeting and then discuss additional committee members. 

Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer presented to the Board a letter written by Natural Resource Committee Chairman Craig Shaver.   Auditor Schieffer read the letter aloud for the record.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to accept the resignation of Craig Shaver as the Natural Resource Committee and to acknowledge said letter for the minutes. 

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to accept the recommendation of the Natural Resource Committee to appoint Robert Heidgerken as Chairman of said committee.
Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to accept the following list of volunteer firefighters for worker’s compensation purposes for Meade County:

Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon and reconvened at 1:15 p.m.  

Loren and Aida Charnholm came before the Board to ask for an abatement on their 2006 taxes.  Charnholms’ presented a letter to the Board which stated that the residence was not 100% complete as of November 1, 2005 and was only 60-65% complete. Chairman of the Natural Resource Committee Robert Heidgerken, and committee members Anita and Ken Lee came to update the Board on committee matters.


Hearing was set for 2:30 p.m. for second reading of proposed amended Ordinance #25 – An Ordinance Providing for the Licensing and Regulation of Adult Oriented Businesses and Employees, and Providing for Additional Miscellaneous Regulations for Adult Oriented Businesses in Meade County.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the second reading of Amended Ordinance #25.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to adopt Amended Ordinance #25.  

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the meeting expenses of the Moving Forward with Ellsworth Committee.

Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came to update the Board on State’s Attorney matters.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to set a First Reading for Ordinance #30 – An Ordinance Regarding Pawnbrokers in Meade County for Tuesday, April 3, 2007 at 3:15 p.m.   

Senior Appraiser Garet Hunt came before the Board to discuss the request for an abatement regarding Charnholms.  Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Nupen, to approve an abatement of assessed value of Thirty-eight Thousand Three Hundred Twenty-seven Dollars ($38,327.00).  Voting yes:  Wink, Nupen, Schroeder and Hammock.  Voting no:  Mallow.  Motion carried.  

David Lems came before the Board to discuss dust control on Pleasant Valley Road.     


Meeting recessed at 4:30 p.m. and reconvened Wednesday, March 7, 2007 at 8:30 a.m. with Mallow, Wink, Nupen, Schroeder and Hammock present.

Meade County Highway Department Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board of highway department matters.


Discussion was had on posting weight load limits with the frost.  Superintendent McGirr felt something could be worked out with residents that are trying to get hay to their cattle.  The Board agreed with McGirr that routes could be looked at so citizens could get their hay to their cattle.  McGirr will issue a permit regarding the same on alternative graveled routes.

Monica Heller from the SD Department of Transportation and Gary Engle, Rapid City Region Engineer, came to update the Board on DOT matters.   Heller provided an amendment to the Financial and Road Transfer Agreement #613043 between Meade County and the State of South Dakota.  Said change consists of the date of 2011 changed to 2012.   Abstaining from discussion were Commissioner Hammock and Commissioner Schroeder.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, to take the matter off of the table regarding said Amendment Number 1.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Wink and Nupen.  Abstaining:  Hammock and Schroeder.   Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, to approve the Amendment Number 1 to the Financial and Road Transfer Agreement #613043 between Meade County and the State of South Dakota.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Wink and Nupen.  Abstaining:  Hammock and Schroeder.

Engle gave an update on the service road and Exit 51.  The same will be going out for bid in the near future.
