PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

April 3, 2007

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on April 3, 2007, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to sign the Agreement between the Meade County Register of Deeds and Meade County Title Company.


 Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin discussed with the Board the possibility of hiring an intern for the summer who is a graduate from Chadron State College.  The Board asked that Merwin get together with Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Joell Beck and work out the details and then come back to update the Board on the same.   


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the minutes of the March 2007 Commission meeting.


Meade County Weed & Pest Supervisor Nathan Jagim came before the Board and presented a job description for an Assistant Supervisor.  Discussion was had with the Board regarding the same.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to table the matter for further review.


Hearing was set for 9:30 a.m. for bid letting on a paging system.  One bid was received from Western Communications, Inc.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to table the matter until Wednesday April 4, 2007 at 1:15 p.m. for further review by Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin and Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester.  


Jerry Davidson came before the Board to give a demonstration of the automated external defibrillator (AED) system, which has been placed in the lobby of the Meade County Courthouse.


Senior Deputy Appraiser Garet Hunt came before the Board to present an abatement for Terry Sharkey.   Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to abate the following taxes for two years (2005 & 2006) due to updated square footage on the building: 

2006 - $320.88

2005 - $294.84


Hunt also presented to the Board an abatement for Clifford Deschamp regarding owner occupied status.  Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Schroeder, to deny the request of Clifford Deschamp for owner occupied status.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Wink and Schroeder.  Voting no:  Nupen and Hammock.  Motion carried.


Marian Atkins from the Bureau of Land Management came before the Board to present a Memorandum of Understanding Between Meade County and the South Dakota Field Office, Bureau of Land Management United States Department of the Interior.   Atkins explained that this is basically a template and the County and BLM can change as needed.  Atkins gave an update on BLM matters.  


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the acceptance of the refund from the Western South Dakota Juvenile Services Center in the amount of $72,148.44.


Meeting recessed at 11:35 a.m. and reconvened at 1:15 p.m.  


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to personnel matters.


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Jesse Jurrens from Independent Cycle came before the Board to discuss stationing an off-road vehicle rally.   Jurrens has filed the proper applications with the Forest Service and has been working with BLM.  Jurrens explained that they are also currently working with Alan Aker to use a route to get to the trails without having to ride in the ditch.   Jurrens was asking for suggestions or alternatives as to not have to ride in the ditch to get to the trails if an agreement could not be worked out with Mr. Aker.  Jurrens proposed the possibility of maintaining and financing a direct path to get up to the trails.   The Board informed Jurrens there could be a huge liability issue on his part.  The Board suggested that Jurrens work with Mr. Aker and keep the Board updated on the same.


Mr. and Mrs. Robert Ruff came before the Board to discuss dust control on 194th Street.  Mr. Ruff showed pictures of the dust that comes off of the road.  Mr. Ruff asked that Commissioner Wink come out and drive the same.  Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr via telephone expressed his concerns of the County providing mag water service and that the same would set precedence with their policy of the private owner paying for the same.    


Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin and Emergency Management Director Kathie Grant came before the Board to discuss the Continuity of Operations Emergency Plan.


Discussion was had on CMS software for budgetary purposes.


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.  


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Meade County State’s Attorney Jesse Sondreal came before the Commissioners to present over the past year the donations that have went into the general fund in the amount of $68,314.00.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve acceptance of the same.


Hearing for First Reading of Ordinance #30- For the Licensing and Regulation of Pawnbrokers was set for 3:15 p.m.  Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the first reading.  


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to set a hearing for the second reading of Ordinance #30 for Tuesday May 1, 2007 at 3:15 p.m.

Terry Olson with Lamar Advertising came before the Board to discuss the replacing of billboards that are dilapidated.  Olson would like to rebuild the same. The Board suggested that possibly Olson and Chaffee & Rich look at the same and come back with suggestions to the Board that comply under the ordinance.  


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to give the State’s Attorney’s Office authorization to foreclose or enforce on a county poor lien on the following described property:


Lot C in the NE1/4 of Section 6, Township 2 North, Range 7 East, BHM, Meade County, SD.


Robert Heidgerken, Chairman of the Natural Resource Committee, came to update the Board on committee matters.  Heidgerken explained to the Board that he would like to send a letter relinquishing the easements back to the SD Game, Fish & Parks to continue to manage the area as part of Bear Butte State Park. 


Nancy Kile stated for the record “that as a Meade County resident and a person concerned about the value of the land around that area that I would like to see the wildlife continue there, and culturally I understand that Meade County does not see the value of the protection of wildlife, but I just want to go on record stating that.”
 
Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes that a letter be sent under Commission letterhead, along with Meade County Natural Resource Committee favoring Option B wherein the US Fish and Wildlife Department relinquish the easements regarding Bear Butte Lake and the SD Game, Fish & Parks continue to manage the area as part of Bear Butte State Park. 

Commissioner Wink left the meeting.

Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the training bill for Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr not to exceed $60.00.


Meeting recessed at 5:00 p.m. and reconvened Wednesday April 4, 2007 at 8:30 a.m. with Mallow, Wink, Nupen, Schroeder, and Hammock.   


Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on highway department matters.

Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following Utility Installation Within the Public Right of Ways:

Bid letting was set for equipment rental for 10:00 a.m.  One bid was received as follows:

Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to table the matter until further review of the equipment rental bid.

Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve accepting the bid of Z & S Dust Control Systems Zieg Trucking.

Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, to take the matter off of the table regarding the equipment rental bid.


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to accept the bid of Gossard Dirtwork, Inc.


Discussion was had on an amended petition for vacation of section line regarding Warner Ghere.  Attorney Bob Haivala, represents Warner Ghere, asked that the Board consider the petition and act upon the same.  Attorney Travis Jones, representing Gerald McFarland, informed the Board that no deal could be worked out with Haivala and his client at this time and would suggest to the Board that they deny the petition.  Mr. Jones requested that the March 5, 2007 letter be placed on file from Attorney Robert A. Haivala to Attorney Travis Jones.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.  


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad gave an outline of the statutes and case law regarding the subject at hand.  


Attorney Jones stated for the record “that I think your minutes will reflect that if you are looking at first in line here for a request to remove obstructions with in the section line the same was first raised by Mr. McFarland years ago prior to any petitions to locate a new highway.” 

Attorney Haivala was given a rebuttal.   The Commission then closed off comment to the public.  

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, to deny the amended petition of Warner Ghere.   Voting yes:  Wink, Nupen, Schroeder and Hammock.  Voting no:  Mallow.   Motion carried.  

Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to give Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr the authority to buy out the phone system at the County Shop. 


Discussion was had on Lance Lane Road.  Present was Deputy Planning Director Bill Rich, Gene Albright, and Engineer Joe Hilt.  The bottom of the road is starting to crack and there is a concern regarding erosion control.  The road should be engineered to county specs, said slope does not meet specs.  If compaction could be completed the road would possibly hold.  The Board suggested that Albright get in contact with Fisk Engineering regarding the same.


Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon and reconvened at 1:15 p.m.


Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester and Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin came before the Board to discuss the pager bid.  Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to take the bid for the pager system off of the table.


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to reject the bid of Western Communications, Inc.


Meade County Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee, Deputy Planning Director Bill Rich, and Planning Secretary Shellee Kuper came before the Board to present plats and variances.
