PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

July 5, 2007

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday July 5, 2007, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  Commissioner Curtis Nupen absent.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the May 2007 Commission minutes, June 2007 Commission minutes along with the correction of a motion missed in the June 2007 minutes which was published at a later date.   

Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin came before the Board to discuss the siren located in the City of Faith.  The city would like to be able to set the siren off by radio.  The Board discussed local control and did not have a problem as long as the County could have some type of record of when the siren is set off.

Merwin also discussed with the Board associated costs with prisoner housing.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes that the daily charge for housing a prisoner be increased to $55.00 effective January 1, 2008.

Merwin discussed juvenile care for the County and the costs associated with the same.  Merwin suggested that possibly the County charge $55.00 per day which is significantly less than what is being charged per day now for juveniles sent to JDC.   The County currently is spending $200.00 per day and charging the same out to the parents.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes that the daily cost to be billed to the parents for housing juveniles in JDC be $55.00 a day effective July 1, 2007. 

Merwin discussed radio programming for the rural fire departments.  Merwin projected the costs could be somewhere between $3,000.00 and $5,000.00 to reprogram the radios.   Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve up to $5,000.00 for reprogramming of the radios for the rural fire departments to be taken out of the Meade County Commission budget.


Merwin discussed Homeland Security monies available in Region II.  Merwin updated the Board on said regional meeting.   Merwin said Meade County would be receiving $58,404.42 for designated projects throughout the County.

Merwin asked for approval of additional rally help.  Merwin would like to hire 5 additional dispatchers, 35 additional employees for the jail and 15 additional employees in the Sheriff’s Department.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the number of additional staff for the rally, up to the following rates, at department head discretion:


Dispatch $10.50


Correction Staff $10.50


Kitchen Staff $10.50


Deputy Sheriff $14.25


Joell Beck Meade County Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant came to update the Board on human resource matters.

Beck presented a change to the travel policy to the Board.  Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the change to the travel policy, to be placed in the handbook, effective immediately.


Beck presented a template of a newsletter that the Board reviewed.  Said template would be a newsletter for the County.  The Board thought the same could be distributed quarterly.  

Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to personnel matters.


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.

Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee came before the Board to present a resolution regarding “discretionary formula” for all newly constructed commercial improvements.  The Board would like to continue discussions on the same and would like to have the cities that are in Meade County to respond to the same.  No action was taken.

Meade County Emergency Management Director Kathie Grant came before the Board to present a resolution.   Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following resolution:
RESOLUTION

RESOLVED: That in order to provide a coordinated effort and response to an emergency situation, the Meade County Board of Commissioners deems it advisable and in the best interest of Meade County to approve updates and revisions of the Emergency Operations Plan for Meade County. These include the addition of the Continuity of Operations Plan.

WHEREAS the state legislature in the 2007 legislative session amended SDCL 10-23-28.1 to allow the board of county commissioners, by resolution, to allow the sale of tax certificates by waiving the provisions of SDCL 10-23-28.1; and

WHEREAS the board of county commissioners determines it is advantageous to the government of Meade County to reduce debt owed to the county for delinquent taxes by the sale of tax certificates; 

NOW BE IT RESOLVED that the board of county commissioners hereby waives the provisions of SDCL 10-23-28.1 that prohibits the sale of tax certificates.
