PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

July 27, 2007

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in special session on Friday July 27, 2007, at 10:45 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen and Dayle Hammock present.  Commissioner Jim Schroeder absent.  


The Meade County Commission met regarding Union negotiations.


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following resolution:
RESOLUTION

To Raise Limit on Reservation of Funding for Capital Improvements.

WHEREAS, county commissions are empowered to authorize capital improvement projects, and;

WHEREAS, major capital improvement projects must be funded over several budget years, and;

WHEREAS, SDCL 7-21-51 for such projects limits the accumulation and disbursement of funds to a maximum of $500,000 and a maximum accumulation and disbursement period of not to exceed 60 months, and;

WHEREAS, the cost of many capital improvement building projects exceed the amount of $500,000, and in fact, can be in the millions of dollars, and;

WHEREAS, the time frame from start to finish to fund and complete a capital improvement project can exceed 60 months, and; 
WHEREAS, the current limitation of SDCL 7-21-51 forces counties to borrow monies and pay interest on such monies, and;

WHEREAS, SDCL 7-21-51 curtails the incentive and ability of counties to perform long range economic and financial planning;

THEREFORE, the South Dakota Association of County Commissioners proposes that legislation be introduced in the 2008 South Dakota legislative session which would raise the limitation for accumulated funds for capital improvement projects to $5,000,000 and the time limit for completion of the project from beginning to end be changed to 84 months.

JOINT RESOLUTION

BETWEEN

MEADE COUNTY,

PENNINGTON COUNTY,

CITY OF BOX ELDER, 

CITY OF RAPID CITY,

TO ACT AS PROJECT SPONSOR OF THE

EAFB, BOX ELDER DRAINAGE, I-90 CORRIDOR

MULTI JURISDICTIONAL BULK SEWERAGE TREATMENT

FEASIBILITY STUDY

FUNDED BY THE SOUTH DAKOTA 

DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENT AND NATURAL RESOURCES

WHEREAS:  Meade County, Pennington County, the City of Box elder and the City of Rapid City have worked together to form the Moving Forward with Ellsworth Steering Committee, and

WHEREAS:  These same jurisdictions support the concept of regional approaches to mutual goals such as economic development, water and sewer development, and

WHEREAS:   Governor Rounds has included $100,000 in his 2007 Department of Environmental  and Natural Resources – DENR budget for the purposes of exploring multiple jurisdiction approaches to water and sewer development, and
WHEREAS:  a local Project Sponsor is needed to facilitate use of the DENR funds and a limited, project specific, joint powers agreement between Meade County, Pennington County, the City of Box Elder and the City of Rapid City has been determined to provide the needed Project Sponsor requirement, and
WHEREAS:  The City of Box Elder is facing an important near term decision about expanding its sewer lagoon, and

WHEREAS:  Ellsworth Air Force Base is facing an important near term decisions about expanding its sewer lagoon, and

WHEREAS:  It has been determined that a joint study would be valuable to determine the feasibility of building a regional bulk sewerage mechanical treatment plant east of Box Elder in the Box Elder drainage basin that would treat sewerage for both the City of Box elder and Ellsworth Air Force Base, and potentially qualified bulk users further west up the Box Elder Drainage Basin, and
WHEREAS:  Ellsworth Air Force Base has secured required matching funds for the DENR grant to pursue this joint feasibility study effort, and

WHEREAS:  Rapid City, Pennington County and Meade County desire to explore more cost effective ways to treat sewerage and protect ground water in their respective jurisdictions.

NOW THEREFORE:  Under the joint powers provision s of the State of South Dakota – Meade County, Pennington County, the City of Box Elder and the City of Rapid City doe hereby resolve to serve as Project Sponsor for funds advanced by DENR to do a joint study with Ellsworth Air Force Base on the feasibility of building a mechanical sewerage treatment facility east of Box Elder in the Box Elder drainage basin for the eventual use of multiple qualified bulk users.

STIPULATIONS:

1. The project shall be known as the EAFB, Box Elder Drainage, I-90 Corridor Multiple Jurisdictional Bulk Sewerage Treatment Feasibility Study Project.

2. The members of the Moving Forward With Ellsworth Steering Committee and its voting structure will provide active direction to and administration of the project on behalf of this joint powers resolution.

3. Meade County shall serve as Project Coordinator volunteer on behalf of the Joint Powers Resolution and shall serve as official representative of the Project Sponsor for purposes of executing actions connected with the EAFB, Box Elder Drainage, I-90 Corridor Multiple Jurisdictional Bulk Sewerage Treatment Feasibility Study Project.

4. EAFB will make all decisions regarding its role in the Feasibility Project independently of the DENR Project Sponsor.

5. The duration of this Joint Resolution for cooperative undertaking is limited to this project and until such feasibility study is completed and presented to each of the various governments involved, when at such time this specific joint powers agreement will terminate.
6. The only property to be acquired by this Joint Resolution is the final completed feasibility study and it shall be jointed owned by the governmental entities herein with EAFB.

7. There is no binding expectation for any member of the joint powers agreement to participate in any formal way in developing a multi-jurisdictional bulk sewerage treatment facility.

8. The joint powers agreement is limited in scope to the feasibility study effort.

9. Arrangements will be provided so all DENR funds flow directly to pay approved consultant invoices with out any member of the Joint Powers Agreement having to take possession of DENR funds.

10. All appropriate accounting of expenses and payment of funds will be provided for by the Project Coordinator, under the supervision of the Joint Powers Agreement.

11. Project Coordinator’s activities will be supervised directly by the Joint Powers Agreement.

12. Because of said supervision, the Project Coordinator volunteer will be held harmless for his activities on behalf of the Project Sponsor.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the respective duly authorized representatives of the parties hereto represent formal action has been taken by their individual jurisdictions resolving in the affirmative the elements of this joint powers resolution on or before the date associated with the appropriate signature.
