The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on August 1, 2007, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin to add an additional dispatcher for the 2007 Sturgis Motorcycle Rally at the rate of $10.50 per hour.


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following resolution:

RESOLUTION

RESOLVED: That in order to provide a coordinated effort and response to an emergency situation, the Meade County Board of Commissioners deems it advisable and in the best interest of Meade County to approve updates and revisions of the Emergency Operations Plan for Meade County. These include the addition of the Continuity of Operations Plan.

Hearing was set for temporary campground applications at 10:00 a.m.  Director of Equalization Appraiser Rae Schneider came before the Board to present applications.  Top 50 Rally Promotions is applying for a permit for the Black Hills UTV Rally to take place September 1st through the 3rd, 2007.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the permit.


Richard Martin, Cabbage Patch Camping, came before the Board to discuss the cleaning up of his campground.   Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Schroeder, to approve the permit for 2007 with the condition that next year the campground is cleaned completely up or the permit will not be issued again in 2008.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Wink, Nupen and Schroeder.  Voting no:  Hammock.  Motion carried.  


Director of Equalization Senior Appraiser Garet Hunt came before the Board to present abatements.  Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following abatement:


Ride N Rest LLC – pole barn destroyed by fire.


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following abatement:


Three L. Properties LLC – portion of motel destroyed by fire. 


Meade County Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee came before the Board to discuss a property taxation policy.


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following taxation policy resolution:

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, The Meade County Commissioners has currently adopted a “discretionary formula” of the assessment and taxation for all newly constructed commercial improvements with the assessed value of $30,000 or greater.

WHEREAS, SDCL 10-6-66 – 10-6-67 authorizes the board of county commissioners, at its discretion, to adopt any formula for assessed value of residentially zoned, newly platted subdivision lots for tax purposes.  

WHEREAS, SDCL 10-6-67 states the formula may include any or all of the five tax years following the filing of the plat for the subdivision, and may include all any portion, or none of the assessed valuation for tax purposes.

WHEREAS, only property zoned as residential as per SDCL 10-6-66, and consisting of (5) five or more platted lots of non-mixed use property shall be eligible, (excluding parks, r-o-w’s, & utility lots).

WHEREAS, the level of assessment for lot value only shall be 20% of market value for the first year, 40% for the 2nd, 60% for the 3rd, 80% for the 4th, and 100% of market value for the 5th year following the date of original plat filing.

WHEREAS, this formula will not apply to any subdivision previously platted, revised, or previously valued per this formula.

WHEREAS, the county hopes all eligible will avail them selves with the formula but it will be owners’ responsibility to ensure its proper use.

WHEREAS, this formula will be removed for any of the following reasons; once the lot is sold, improved with a structure (other than utilities), or if the lot has a change of use or ownership.

RESOLVED, the Meade County Board of Commissioners hereby adopts the Residential Subdivision Discretionary Formula as outlined above and in SDCL 10-6-66 & 10-6-77. The resolution shall be enforced beginning November 1, 2007.

Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the regular meeting minutes of the July 2007 meeting and the special meeting of July 27, 2007.


Meade County Appraiser Rae Schneider came before the Board to present a Notice of Intention to Add Omitted Property.    Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to add the following property to the 2006 and 2007 tax roles:

Robert Heidgerken Chairman of the Natural Resource Committee came to update the Board on committee matters.  Secretary Anita Lee presented to the Board a less restrictive cell phone tower ordinance with the idea of making it easier to come into the rural areas instead of making it harder.


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to take the matter off of the table regarding the Nasbar, Inc. transfer of the retail on-sale liquor license w/Sunday sales.   Kent Hagg presented to the Board the original license for the retail on-sale liquor license w/Sunday sales.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following transfer effective midnight August 13, 2007:

An indigent person came before the Board to ask for county assistance for utilities.  Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve $700.00 for utilities for the months of July and August 2007.


Meeting recessed at 4:15 p.m. and reconvened Thursday August 2, 2007 at 8:30 a.m. with Mallow, Wink, Nupen, Schroeder and Hammock present.


Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on Highway Department matters.


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following Utility Installation Within the Public Right of Way:


Golden West Telecom & Westcott Construction – Township 8 North, Range 13 E, Section 30 
(Upper White Owl Road).


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following Utility Installation Within the Public Right of Way:

Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners (except Hammock who abstained) voted yes to approve the following Utility Installation Within the Public Right of Way:


Golden West Companies – Township 5 North, Range 5 East, Sections 12, 13, 25 (Buffalo Road).


Tom Horan Engineering Supervisor from the SD Department of Transportation came before the Board to answer questions regarding the proposed agreement for Reconstruction of I-90 and Sturgis Road in the vicinity of Exit 51.


Discussion was then had regarding drainage at the Stagebarn School.  Dave Jagim from Brosz Engineering was also present to answer questions.  Jagim presented to the Board drainage options on the Stagebarn School property.


Motion was made by Nupen to recommend Option #1, and if not Option #2 then Option #3 to correct the drainage issues.  Motion died for lack of a second.   Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, to pursue Option #1 – Open ditch from 0 + 00 to 3 +50, pipe from 3+50 to 7+50 and open ditch from 7+50 to daylight in the interstate ditch.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Nupen, Schroeder and Hammock.  Voting no:  Wink.  Motion carried.   The Meade County Commission will then meet with the Meade 46-1 School Board regarding the same.


Hearing was set for first reading for revised Ordinance #28 – An Ordinance Providing for Prohibition of the Operation of Off-Road Vehicles in Certain Defined Highway Ditches in Meade County for 10:00 a.m.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the first reading of Ordinance #28.  Motion was made Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to set a second reading of revised Ordinance #28 for September 4, 2007 at 10:45 a.m.


Hearing was set for continued second reading of Ordinance #31 – A Communication Towers Ordinance of Meade County, SD.   Anita Lee spoke in favor of making it easier for cell towers to come into the rural areas for service.   Adam McLean addressed the Board regarding promoting the use of shared hardware on the towers.  


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the continued second reading of Ordinance #31with changes.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to adopt Ordinance #31- A Communication Towers Ordinance of Meade County, SD.


Ron Roskam came before the Board to object to the improvement of a section line on 224th Place.  Dan Wolken (via telephone) informed the Board the road would be built to County specs.  Roskam claims the road should go over further so he could have more section line property back to claim as his own.  The Board informed Roskam that the law does not work that way.   Roskam built a fence in the right of way and discussion continued on who would be responsible for removing the fence.  The Board informed Roskam that the road was approved at a previous meeting.  The Board recommended Roskam and Wolken will have to work out the fence issue.


Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon and reconvened at 1:00 p.m.  


Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer presented to the Board an application for a retail on-off sale malt beverage.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to set a hearing for September 4th, 2007 at 1:15 p.m. for the following application:
