PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

September 4, 2007

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on September 4, 2007, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve Meade County Register of Deeds Angela Ross to advertise for a three-quarter time employee to start in October 2007.

Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the County covering the costs of flu shots for Meade County employees.  Said funding will come out of the Meade County Commissioners’ budget.


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the August 1 & 2, 2007 Commission minutes with added changes, along with the August 15, 2007 minutes.

Meade County Coroner Steve Barry came before the Board to ask for approval for coroner equipment.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve Coroner Barry acquiring a cot and cot cover, along with anchoring equipment for transporting bodies and to set the vehicle rate at $1.50 when Coroner Barry’s personal vehicle is used for that purpose of transporting a body.

Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance came before the Board to discuss CMS Software.  Forrester informed the group of some upfront costs that would be needed.   Meade County Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee also was present to discuss the Vanguard software that would work in conjunction with the CMS software.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to move $5,924.00 contingency money into the computer software budget for the CMS upgrade.

Robert Heidgerken and Anita Lee from the Natural Resource Committee came to update the Board on Natural Resource matters.


Hearing was set for 10:45 a.m. for second reading of revised Ordinance #28 - An Ordinance Providing for Prohibition of the Operation of Off-Road Vehicles in Certain Defined Highway Ditches in Meade County.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to continue said second reading of revised Ordinance #28 until October 2, 2007 at 10:00 a.m.   

Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance came to update the Board on two items that can be done ahead of time before the architect starts on the Erskine and Primary Buildings.  Forrester presented a quote of $5200.00 for the surveying of the property, location of utilities, etc.  Forrester also would like an assessment to be done for contaminates, mold, etc.  Said assessment could be done in the amount of $5500.00.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the survey of the property, location of utilities, etc. in the amount of $5200.00 and the contaminants assessment in the amount of $5500.  Said projects to be paid for out of the (233) Courthouse and Jail Building Fund Budget.

Forrester also presented to the Board scaled plans of the proposed maintenance shop for the Buildings and Maintenance Department.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve bid letting for October 2, 2007 at 10:30 a.m. for the proposed maintenance shop for the Buildings and Maintenance Department.

Discussion was had regarding the County offices being able to take payments by credit card.  Both the Treasurer’s Office and Auditor’s Office would like to be able to have the software in order to do the same.  The Department Heads will work together with Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance on software/programming and keep the Board informed regarding the same.

Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon for lunch and reconvened at 1:15 p.m. 


Hearing was set for 1:15 p.m. for a retail on-off sale malt beverage application.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following retail on-off sale malt beverage application:

Greg Iversen, Les Jeffries and Annabel Aga came before the Board to discuss rally related items.  

Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve an additional $750.00 towards legal fees of the incorporation of the City of Piedmont.

Discussion was had regarding the drainage issue of the Stagebarn Subdivision/School.   Commissioner Mallow stated that the Meade 46-1 School Board voted for Option 3 wherein the Board of Meade County Commissioners voted for Option 1.   Several homeowners in the drainage area expressed their concerns about their homes and drainage.   Pictures were presented to the Board of the drainage into their yards and homes.   The Board had suggested that the homeowners get together and proceed in civil court against the developer.  The Board will also look into alternatives regarding the same.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.


Motion made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to come out of executive session and return to regular session. 


Discussion was held with the Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee on said drainage issues.  Chaffee was instructed to bring Brosz Engineering in on Tuesday, Oct 2, 2007 at 11:00 a.m., to discuss drainage issues at Stagebarn. 

Cal McGinnis, representing the Sturgis Dog Classic, came before the Board to request that the vendor fees be waived for said classic. Motion made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to waive the fees. 

An indigent person came before the Board to ask for assistance with his mortgage payment.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, to approve a one-time payment of said mortgage in the amount of $777.09.    Voting yes:  Hammock, Nupen.  Voting no:  Mallow, Wink and Schroeder.  Motion failed.

Joell Beck, Human Resources/Commissioner Assistant, came before the Board to discuss resource matters.

Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to personnel matters.

Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.

Adam McLean came before the Board to ask the Board to request an appeal on their decision allowing the cell phone tower located on the Talbot Wieczorek property.  McLean also wanted to know what the governmental procedure for doing the same was but felt he got no response from the County officials he contacted.  McLean asked that the Board listen to the complaints that were being made and whether they thought they acted correctly regarding the same.   The Board felt they did make the right decision and took the same under advisement.  

Anita Lee would like to a couple minutes of rebuttal regarding the comments of McLean.  Lee explained that land owner have property rights and she would like to see more cell phone tower service.

Joell Beck Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant continued on human resource matters.
