PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

October 2, 2007

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on October 2, 2007, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the minutes of September 4th & 5th, 2007 along with the minutes from the special meetings dated September 10, 2007 and September 24th & 27th 2007.


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the transfer of $1,519,432.00 from the general fund into the highway department fund.  Said transfer was discussed and moved in September but no motion was made at the time.   


Discussion was had regarding Title III Funding under the Secure Rural Schools and Community Self Determination Act of 2000.  Two requests were submitted to the Board, one from the Black Hawk Fire Department and the other from the Sturgis Fire Department.  


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve signing the Emergency Management FFY2008 State and Local Agreement (SLA) Between the State of South Dakota and Meade County.


Hearing was set for 10:00 a.m. for continued second reading of Ordinance #28 – An Ordinance Providing for Prohibition of the Operation of Off-Road Vehicles in Certain Defined Highway Ditches in Meade County.  


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to take the matter off of the table for continued second reading of Ordinance #28.


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the continued second reading of Ordinance #28.


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to adopt Ordinance #28 - An Ordinance Providing for Prohibition of the Operation of Off-Road Vehicles in Certain Defined Highway Ditches in Meade County.  


Bid opening was set for 10:30 a.m. for the Buildings & Maintenance Shop.  Four bids were received as follows:

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to table the matter for further review by the Architect and Head of Buildings & Maintenance Kevin Forrester.


Discussion was had regarding Stagebarn Drainage.  No further recommendations were brought to the Board.


Discussion was had on the maintenance shop bid letting.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to take the matter off of the table for further reconsideration.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to award the bid to J. Scull Construction Service, Inc. in the amount of $206,000.00 for the maintenance shop building.  Said bids are on file in the Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Office.


Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon and reconvened at 1:15 p.m.


Martin Jurisch came before the Board and presented an absolute land auction flyer regarding 444 acres in Elk Creek Properties located in Elk Creek Valley.  Jurisch wanted to keep the Board up to speed so they knew what they were attempting to do with this property.  

 
Discussion was had regarding the Piedmont Park Building.  Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester and Assistant Rick McArthur, along with Piedmont Board of Trustee Clifford Hemsher was on hand to answer questions.  Forrester informed the Board what they felt would need to be repaired on said building.   Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize Forrester to proceed with the repair of the Piedmont Park Building and to authorize Chairman Mallow to sign the Sworn Statement in Proof of Loss. 


Mark Merchen came before the Board to present feasibility study Phase 1 regarding Box Elder/EAFB for a wastewater treatment facility.


Meade County Treasurer Susan Boadwine came before the Board to discuss a refund requested by a taxpayer.  Boadwine explained that the taxpayer claimed that the Bank had a coding error and the money should be returned to the bank.  Said first half was paid by the Bank and the second half was paid by the taxpayer whom in turn thought they were paying the first half.   Boadwine explained that the same could be vouchered back to the bank when the taxpayer comes in to pay the second half.  The Board agreed with Boadwine.


Craig Shaver came before the Board to present the Bureau of Land Management, South Dakota Resource Management Plan – Scoping Comment Form.    Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize the Chairman to sign the Scoping Comment Form.


Natural Resource Committee Chairman Robert Heidgerken and members of the Natural Resource Committee came before the Board to present a draft letter to Senator John Thune regarding the National Animal Identification System.   Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, to approve the signing of the letter with the changes prescribed and forward it Senator John Thune.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Wink, Nupen and Hammock.  Voting no:  Schroeder.  Motion carried.


Discussion was had regarding Ordinance #32 regarding wind generating.  The Natural Resource Committee would like the Board to consider not being too restrictive so a facility could be built in Meade County, South Dakota.   


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to add Patty and Kris Booze to the Natural Resource Committee.


Natural Resource Committee Member Nancy Kile asked if the Buffalo Chip sign is in accordance with Meade County’s sign ordinance.  Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich said the same, at this point in time does, and that the owner of the Buffalo Chip is calling it a sculpture.


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came before the Board to discuss Union negotiation matters.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to Union contractual matters. 


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Chleborad discussed the Highway Union Contract with the Board.   Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve signing four copies of the Labor Agreement between the County of Meade and Operating Engineers Local Union No. 49 (January 1, 2008 – December 31, 2010).


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes, to into executive session for legal matters. 


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.


Motion made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Al Schaefer from Legislative Audit came before the Board to give the preliminary audit comments for FY2005 & FY2006.  


Meeting recessed at 4:30 p.m. and reconvened at 8:30 a.m. with Mallow, Wink, Nupen, Schroeder and Hammock present.

Mary Ellen and Ron Roskam came before the Board to discuss 224th Street.  Larry Gossard from Gossard Dirt Works was also available for comment.  Roskams’ claim the road was not built to spec and is only 20’ wide and wants it to be 24’ wide road.  Superintendent McGirr gave his opinion that the road looks okay and the width is fine.  The Board suggested that Gossard double check on the width and make sure the gravel is spread though out the driveway.


Discussion was held regarding Sly Hill.  Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer brought forth a memorandum by the City to the County for discussion.
