PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

November 6, 2007

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on November 6, 2007, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the October 2 & 3, 2007 Meade County Commission meeting minutes.  


Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester and Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin came before the Board to discuss upgrading dispatch equipment.  


Nancy Clarke came before the Board to discuss public safety issues on Pleasant Valley Road.  Clarke commended Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr’s Department for the work they have done.  Clarke discussed the 55 mph speed limit on the gravel road.   There are issues about children getting on/off the school bus and people walking wherein cars are not slowing down.   There is also a problem with higher truck traffic, which trucks are using the road to avoid the scales.  This in turn creates a dust problem with the higher traffic counts.   There is also a danger with trees in the right away which causes a visual problem. Clarke asked the Board if the County could mag water a portion of the road.   The Board suggested that Clarke do some follow-up on mag water prices and keep in contact with Bill Rich and Ken McGirr regarding the road and report back to the Board.


Eric Hunt from the SD Off-Highway Vehicle Coalition came before the Board to present a slide show on working together to improve opportunities for enthusiasts and communities.     Hunt would like the County to look at funding said study in the future.


Hearing was set for 11:00 a.m. for a retail on-off malt beverage application for the Rushmore Curling Club, Inc.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following application:


Rushmore Curling Club Inc., - Tract R of Rendezvous Subdivision of Section 25, Township 3 
North, Range 6 East, BHM, Meade County, SD (retail on-off sale malt beverage).


Meade County Treasurer Susan Boadwine and Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came before the Board to discuss taxation of the Twin Homes of Summerset.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to abate the four 1/24ths taxes on the Twin Homes of Summerset due to erroneously issuing tax receipts for 05-06/06-07.

Emergency Management Director Kathie Grant came before the Board to discuss the Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan.  Grant went on to say “that the Meade County Pre Disaster Mitigation Plan is the only plan that FEMA reviews and has an extensive list of requirements we must meet.


When we adopted the original plan 4 years ago there were few criteria, unfortunately like all Federal programs it has expanded.   I have started working on updating the plan as I have time.  Over the next year, I need to have a number of public meetings to explain the plan and why it is important, which is why I am here today.  


Eleven years ago the mitigation program was called Project Impact.  In that program one community per state per year was chosen and about a quarter million dollars was spent doing mitigation projects and community education.


In 2000 the program was replaced with the Pre Disaster Mitigation Program.  There is approximately $ 1 million dollars in grant funds available annually for up to 2 communities in the state.  To even apply for the grant, the purposed project must be listed as a project in the plan.  This is why it is so important for the plan to be currant and detail each community’s needs.  I anticipate that probably Sturgis, Piedmont, and Summerset will all have potential projects to be documented in the updated plan.  


Had we listed the relocating of the trailer court near Bear Butte Creek, in the last plan and applied for a grant, potentially they might have received a grant to pay for the flood mitigation in that area.


One of the things we will need is a county planning group. I have suggested to Bill and Rhea, if we could have about 6 brief meeting over the next year that should meet the requirement and not disrupt their office.  It also helps me as I will need maps and county data, and we can discuss how to best provide the required information. By using Equalization and Planning staff, we will better be able to identify potential projects, and explain them.  I hope that is acceptable to the Commissioners.”


Grant then asked the Board if they had any questions.   Grant referred to the following funding sources:

Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000

Flood Mitigation Grant

Disaster Mitigation Funds following a disaster best for Piedmont’s drainage problems


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve signing the US Department of the Interior US Geological Survey Joint Funding Agreement. 


Meeting recessed at 12:10 p.m. and reconvened at 1:30 p.m.  Commissioner Wink absent.


Head of Buildings of Maintenance Kevin Forrester came before the Board to discuss the set up of a transfer switch and installation of a portable generator.  


Commissioner Wink present.


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize contingency money to be transferred into the General Building and Maintenance budget for installation of the portable generator and authorized that the generator be filled with No. #1 Diesel in the amount of $434.37.  


Discussion was had regarding an extension of a road to be put on the designated list for Ordinance #28 – An Ordinance Providing for Prohibition of the Operation of Off-Road Vehicles in Certain Defined Highway Ditches in Meade County.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to set a revised first reading of Ordinance #28 for December 4th, 2007 at 3.45 p.m.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to proceed with resolution of issues involving sewer, roads and drainage issues between Meade County and Summerset City.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.  


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


The Board appointed Commissioner Jim Schroeder, Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester and Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin to sit on a committee to negotiate with the City of Sturgis regarding the Law Enforcement Center Building and to report back periodically with the Board.  A letter will be sent to the City asking that they appoint members to said committee so negotiations can begin.  


Meeting recessed at 4:35 p.m. and reconvened Wednesday November 7, 2007 at 8:30 a.m. with Mallow, Wink, Nupen, Schroeder and Hammock present.  


Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came before the Board to discuss Highway Department matters.


Dan Starr came before the Board to discuss health issues of his family.  There is a high dust content on Antelope Creek Road.  Starr presented a letter from the family doctor regarding his mother’s health issues in reference to the dust.   Superintendent McGirr will go out and look at the road.  It is too late in the year to put mag water down, but possibly the same could be watered and pull the mag water back up and through.  McGirr will get back to the Board after inspecting the same.


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following Utility Installation Within the Pubic Right of Ways:

Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, to approve $80,000.00 to come out of the DOE/Planning Budget in order to help pay on the Stagebarn Drainage issue.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Nupen and Hammock.  Voting no:  Wink and Schroeder.   Motion carried.


Tim Roberts with the Metropolitan Planning Organization came before the Board to present an amended agreement along with amended bylaws.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize the Chairman to sign the amended Addendum A Joint Cooperative Agreement.  Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize the Chairman to sign the amended Bylaws of the Executive Policy Committee of the Metropolitan Transportation Planning Process.


Joell Romick Meade County Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant came before the Board to discuss human resource matters.


Romick discussed changes to the Policy Handbook regarding Family Medical Leave.  The Board suggested Romick put the changes in writing and bring them back to the Board.

Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to Union negotiation matters.  


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Meeting recessed at 12:20 p.m. and reconvened at 1:30 p.m.  Commissioner Wink absent.

THEREFORE, the Meade County Commission endorses the proposed increase of bi-annual registration fees found in SDCL 38-20A-59 in furtherance of and for the purposes expressed herein.
