PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

December 4, 2007

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on December 4, 2007, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to designate the position of the Meade County State’s Attorney to be full time.  Said motion is adopted prior to January 2008 in the year of the election.  


Head of the Weed & Pest Department Nathan Jagim came before the Board to present quotes for an ATV vehicle.  Jagim found the best quote to be by Sturgis Yamaha for a Suzuki ATV.  Jagim would like to purchase the same before the end of the year.   The Board advised Jagim to proceed with the same.


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve signing the State of South Dakota Consultant Contract/Letter of Agreement for Provision of Community Health Services between Meade County and the South Dakota Department of Health.


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the November  6th & 7th 2007 Commission minutes.


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following abatements:

Joell Romick Human Resources/Commissioner Assistant came before the Board to discuss Human Resource matters.   


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the replacement of a pair of pants by an employee who was attacked by a dog.  Said receipt to be turned into the Auditor’s Office to be paid out of the Meade County Commission budget.


Romick discussed with the Board a credit card policy for the County.  The Board suggested Romick check with other counties to get a copy of the same and come back before the Board with recommendations.


Romick gave an update on the Safety meeting she attended.  Romick discussed tightening up some issues in regards to Worker’s Compensation.


Jesse Jurrens came before the Board to present a packet on the 2007 Blacks Hills UTV Rally and the statistics from the same.  Kathleen Hoskin presented a map to the Board showing that under the present trail system that there are no trails that Mr. Jurrens could attach to, to get to the National Forest.  Ray Walz also expressed his concerns that no decisions be made by the Board because the same may be premature.  Walz would like to see something from the National Forest Service guaranteeing the right of way.


Members of the Off Road Riders Association discussed the trail system.  The whole concept is to keep everything on a designated trail and to diversify multiple trail heads so people can go to several areas instead of just one.  This way people are given more options.
Commissioner Hammock advised the group that their advantages to both sides to find middle ground and to encourage economic growth.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes that the issue be sent to the Director of Planning Kirk Chaffee to be reviewed by him and personnel and to report back to the Board at the January 2008 meeting.


Hearing was set for 10:45 a.m. for supplementing the 2007 budget.  Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following resolution:

WHEREAS, Section 7-21-22 of the Code of the State of South Dakota, makes it mandatory that the Board of County Commissioners adopt and approve a supplemental budget for appropriations for such amounts as the County Commissioners deem necessary,

Joell Romick, Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant came before the Board to present a policy on the Family Medical Leave Act.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the policy regarding the Family Medical Leave Act.


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to surplus the old telephone system.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following refund:


Timi Bloomberg - $18.12 – due to be in the wrong taxing district.


Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer discussed with the Board the Meade 46-1 School District’s request to combine their election with the Primary Election to be held in the County on June 3, 2008.   Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the combining of the Meade 46-1 School District Election with the June 3, 2008 Primary Election.  


Schieffer discussed with the Board the insurance check regarding the Piedmont Library Building.  Motion was made by Nupen to distribute the remaining funds to the Park Board to complete the renovation inside the building due to the storm that had passed through Piedmont.  Motion died for lack of a second.  The same will be discussed later in the day.   


Craig Shaver from the Meade County Natural Resource Committee came before the Board to discuss committee matters.  Shaver, along with members Anita Lee and Bill Kluck, presented to the Board a Resolution Opposing the Real ID Act.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Wink, to approve signing the following Resolution Opposing the Real ID Act:

RESOLUTION OPPOSING REAL ID ACT
This joint resolution of the South Dakota Legislature urges Congress and the United States Department of Homeland Security to repeal the REAL ID Act.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of the State of South Dakota:

   Whereas, the implementation of the REAL ID Act intrudes upon the states’ sovereign power to determine their own policies for identification, licensure, and credentialing of individuals residing therein;

   Whereas, the REAL ID Act reverses policy set in South Dakota law removing the Social Security number requirement from drivers’ licenses

   Whereas, one page of the 428 page 9/11 Commission report that did not give consideration to identification issues, prompted Congress to pass the legislation which created the Real ID Act, ignoring states’ sovereignty and their right to self-governance;

   Whereas, the REAL ID Act constitutes an unfunded mandate by the federal government to the states;

   Whereas, the REAL ID Act will cost the states over $11 billion to implement according to a recent survey of 47 state licensing authorities conducted by the National Association of Motor Vehicle Administrators;

   Whereas, the Real ID Act requires states to conform their processes of issuing driver licenses and identification cards to federal standards by May 2008;

   Whereas, the National Governor’s Association, National Conference of State Legislatures, and American Association of Motor Vehicle Administrators predict state compliance with the REAL ID Act provisions will require all of the estimated 245 million current driver license and identification card holders in the United States to renew their current identity documents in person by producing three or four identity documents, thereby increasing processing time and doubling wait time at licensing centers;

   Whereas, the use of identification-based security cannot be justified as part of a ‘layered’ security system if the costs of the identification ‘layer’—in dollars, lost privacy, and lost liberty—are greater that the security identification provides;

   Whereas, identification based security provides only limited security benefits because it can be avoided by defrauding or corrupting card issuers and because it gives no protection against people not already known to be planning or committing wrongful acts;

  Whereas, reputable farm and ranch organizations have recognized the potential for database abuse of radio frequency ID programs;

   Whereas, the “common machine-readable technology” required by the REAL ID Act would convert state-issued driver licenses and identification cards into tracking devices, allowing computers to note and record people’s whereabouts each time they are identified;

   Whereas, the requirement that states maintain databases of information about their citizens and residents and then share this personal information with all other states will expose every state to the information weaknesses of every other state and threaten the privacy of every American;

   Whereas, the REAL ID Act wrongly coerces states into doing the federal government’s bidding by threatening to refuse noncomplying states’ citizens the privileges and immunities enjoyed by other states’ citizens;

   Whereas, the REAL ID Act threatens the privacy and liberty of those individuals belonging to unpopular or minority groups, including racial and cultural organizations, firearm owners and collectors, faith-based and religious affiliates, political parties, and social movements;

   Whereas, Congress passed the REAL ID Act without a single hearing in either house and without an up-or-down vote in either house;

   Whereas, the REAL ID Act thus imposes a national identification system through the states, premised upon the threat to national security, but without the benefit of public debate and discourse;

   Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved that the Real ID Act should be repealed by the United States Congress to avoid the significant problems it currently poses to state sovereignty, individual liberty, and limited government.

   Be It Further Resolved that a copy of this resolution be sent to the Majority Leader of the United States Senate, the Speaker of the United States House of Representatives, and the members of South Dakota’s congressional delegation.
