PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

January 2, 2008

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on January 2, 2008, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  

Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the minutes of the December 4 & 5, 2007Commission meeting and December 19, 2007 year end meeting.


Meade County Commission Chairman Robert Mallow passed the gavel to Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer.  Organization of the Board for the ensuing year took place.  

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Wink, to nominate Robert Mallow for Chairman of the Meade County Commission for 2008.  There being no further nominations, all Commissioners voted yes that Mallow be declared Chairman.  

The gavel was passed back to Chairman Robert Mallow.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, that Dean Wink be nominated for Vice-Chairman to the Meade County Commission for 2008.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes that nominations cease.  There being no further nominations, all Commissioners voted yes that Wink be declared Vice-Chairman of the Meade County Commission for 2008.


The Board then discussed Committee Appointments and Liaisons between the offices.  Approval of the same will take place in February 2008.
Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to adopt the Meade County Times and Faith Independent as the primary legal papers of the County, with the Black Hills Press as a secondary legal newspaper.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to set the rate of pay for election workers as follows:


Fifty Dollars ($50.00) for schooling


One Hundred Twenty-five Dollars ($125.00) for Election Day

Thirty-seven Cents (.37) per mile for mileage

Ten Dollars ($10.00) if said election worker uses his or her phone for election purposes on the day of the election.

Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to accept the salary of the Meade County Commission for FY 2008 as Twelve Thousand Five Hundred Thirty-three Dollars and Four Cents ($12,533.04).


Chairman Mallow left the meeting.  Vice-Chairman Dean Wink officiated said meeting.


Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer discussed with the Board the invoice sent to Broken Bridge Ranch LLC for the lease of pasture land from Meade County for Section 16, Township 6 North, Range 9 East, BHM.  Said invoice was in the amount of $6,400.00.  Broken Bridge Ranch LLC sent back a letter with a check in the amount of $5,120.00.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to return the check to Broken Bridge Ranch LLC and invite Pat Daly to attend the February 2008 Commission meeting regarding the same.  The Board will ask that Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad to draft a letter asking Broken Bridge Ranch LLC to come in and discuss said lease.  


Hearing was set for 10:00 a.m. for bid letting on three 4x4 vehicles for the Sheriff’s Department.  Two bids were received from Jacobson Ford Mercury, Inc. as follows:

Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve tabling the matter until Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin could review the bids and get back to the Board.

Jesse Jurrens, owner of the Top 50 Rally Park, along with his Attorney Candi Thomson were on hand to answer any questions.  Also present were members of the Off-Road Association, Forest Service and concerned citizens whom expressed their opinions.  

Commissioner Mallow returned to said meeting.  
The Board suggested to Jurrens that he have a variance drafted with a formal written request to be acted upon by the Board.  No action would be taken by the Board at this time.
Kaye Olpin and Rhonda O’Byrne from the BH National Forest came before the Board to discuss the Ft. Meade/City of Sturgis watershed area.  City of Sturgis Water Board members were present.  The Forest Service will send a letter to the Board asking if any changes need to be made and a response can be done at that time.
Meeting recessed at 11:45 a.m. for lunch and reconvened at 1:30 p.m.
Phil Anderson and Kim Plymate, Board of Trustees of the Municipality of Piedmont, and Leslie Schmitz, Municipal Finance Officer came before the Board to discuss the Piedmont Library Building and the taking over of the same.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad to draft the appropriate documents to transfer ownership of the library to the Municipality of Piedmont.



Joell Romick, Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant came to update the Board on human resource matters.

Meade County State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came to update the Board on State’s Attorney’s matters.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.

Hearing was set for 3:45 for second reading of Ordinance #28 – An Ordinance Providing for Prohibition of the Operation of Off-Road Vehicles in Certain Defined Highway Ditches in Meade County.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the second of reading of Ordinance #28.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to adopt Ordinance #28.  

Meeting recessed at 4:00 p.m. and reconvened at 8:30 a.m. with Mallow, Wink, Nupen, Schroeder and Hammock present.

Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on Highway Department matters.

THE MEADE COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

REGARDING

THE PROPOSED PURCHASE OF PRIVATE PROPERTY

DEVELOPMENT RIGHTS BY THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA

Whereas, Governor Mike Rounds in his Budget Address of December 4, 2007 indicated

that it is his plan to use $250,000 of state taxpayer monies in addition to $593,000 of Federal tax monies and $343,000 of private funds to purchase development rights from a privately owned piece of property on the west side of Bear Butte which is located in Meade County;

Whereas, quoting from Governor Rounds Budget Address, "... it may very well be a very good move to assist in calming some of the concerns about encroachment on the Bear Butte Mountain ... ;"

Whereas, the South Dakota Constitution Article 6, Section 3 states "No person shall be compelled to attend or support any ministry or place of worship against his consent nor shall any preference be given by law to any religious establishment or mode of worship.  No money or property of the state shall be given or appropriated for the benefit of any sectarian or religious society or institution."

Whereas, the purchase of the development rights does not provide access or use of the property by the public;
Whereas, the Meade County Board of County Commissioners has continuously been sensitive to including all information from all parties regarding the economic development, local customs, and cultural issues of all properties in Meade County;

Whereas Meade County Commission has sought the insights and opinions of its citizenship and has surveyed those landowners within two miles of Bear Butte and have acted accordingly in good faith to represent the overwhelming majority of our constituents;

Whereas the Meade County Commission is the protector of the common wealth and benefactor of the tax base and adamantly resists any loss of either;
Whereas the Meade County Commission believes in the principal of private property ownership as described as a "bundle of rights" whereas each stick within the bundle represents a specific right; and further that the Board is unwaveringly against the purposely stripping any of these rights in perpetuity by any governmental agency.

Therefore, the Meade County Board of County Commissioners hereby states that it is in

opposition to the use of any state taxpayer monies for the purchase of development rights or acquisition of any easements on private property which would adversely affect the highest and best use of any property;

And further, that the State of South Dakota and its agencies should not violate the provisions of Article 6, Section 3 of the Constitution of the State of South Dakota.
