PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

March 4, 2008

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on March 4th, 2008, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.


Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee came before the Board to discuss the Stagebarn drainage issues.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, to approve signing the Agreement for Voluntary Right of Way Donation with the Stagebarn School.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Nupen and Hammock.  Voting no:  Wink and Schroeder.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, to authorize the costs to complete the above aforementioned agreement, not to exceed $150,000.00.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Nupen and Hammock.  Voting no:  Wink and Schroeder.  Motion carried.


Rhonda Byrne from the Black Hills National Forest Service came before the Board to update them on Forest Service matters.


Discussion was had regarding the fencing of the property owned by Meade County described as:  Section 16, Township 6 North, Range 9 East, BHM, Meade County, SD.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to proceed with the fencing of Section 16, Township 6 North, Range 9 East, BHM with Commissioner Wink to get estimates.  If the estimates are less than $25,000.00, the Board will operate off of the estimates.  If over $25,000.00 the same will be made public notice to go out for bids.  The Board will further authorize Auditor Lisa Schieffer to do a public bid letting notice for hearing, if needed, for 11:15 a.m. April 1, 2008. 


Discussion was held on the purchase and use of a new County van.  Commissioner Hammock will get quotes for a new or used vehicle which is under the bid limit of $25,000.00 and then advise the Board at their April 2008 meeting.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to table the bid until the Highway Superintendent can further review the same.



Hearing was set for 10:15 a.m. to receive public testimony on the proposed closing of a section line right of way to vehicular travel of the following described property:


That portion of section line of Section 15, Township 3 North, Range 6 East, BHM, Meade County 
(a distance of 1129.42’).


Ray Walz thanked the Board, Highway Superintendent and Deputy State’s Attorney for coming out and walking the section line.


Bob Burns handed out a profile of the section line, which the grade does not meet the specifications of the County.  Also handed out were pictures of damage to the Stoll property.  


Jesse Jurrens, owner of the Top 50 Rally Park, asked the Board as to what is being deemed unsafe and who is being unsafe for?  Jurrens also asked the Board what their definition of vehicular traffic was.

Kathleen Hoskin asked that Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr talk about the grade.   The Board reminded the group that they would not reiterate on items that were discussed at past hearings.


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad gave his opinion on what the statute interpretation states and how vehicles are not clearly defined in this statute.  

Candi Thomson, Attorney for Jesse Jurrens, gave her opinion to the Board on what the statute and previous discussions were regarding safety.


Motion was made by Nupen to close the section line to motorized vehicle travel.  Motion died for lack of a second.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to take no action for a period of one (1) year, this time will allow the Forest Service to come forward with their future plans for the trail system in that area.  


An indigent person came before the Board to ask for utility assistance.  Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to help with a one-time utility payment in the amount of $246.79 and a second lien be placed on the vehicle of the person.  


Discussion was had regarding the rubble site renewal application of the Ghere Pit with DENR.  Warner & Delores Ghere were present.  Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad gave an outline on the process with DENR.  The current permit will expire July 29, 2008.  Chleborad then read a letter by the County Commissioners that will be sent to South Dakota DENR about comment and possible objection.
