PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

April 1, 2008

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on April 1, 2008, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


The Board set the annual wage and salaries meeting for Thursday, April 10, 2008 at 9:00 a.m.   Those who need to get on the Agenda need to contact Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Joell Romick.


Meade County Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Joell Romick came to update the Board on Human Resource matters.


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve Romick traveling to Brookings, SD June 4th-6th to attend the conference “Reaching New Heights in Human Resources.”


Sexual Harassment Training will take place April 28, 2008 from 9:00 a.m. to 10:30 a.m. and from 2:00 a.m. until 3:30 p.m.


Romick discussed with the Board the grievance procedure of the County and found that the procedure had flaws.  Romick handed out a draft of a replacement for a new procedure for grievances.   


David Plummer from the Black Hills National Forest Service came before the Board along with Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr to discuss Meade County/Forest Service Roads.   


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to approve signing the Forest Road Agreement Between the US Department of Agriculture Forest Service Black Hills National Forest and Meade County Commissioners, Meade County, SD contingent upon the changes being made to Schedule A. 


The Board received a quote from 3B Fencing for two (2) miles with labor and materials in the amount of $12,071.26 for the following described property:

Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to accept the quote of 3B Fencing with an overall completion date of sixty (60) days.

Hearing was set for 1:15 p.m. for First Reading of Ordinance #33 – An Ordinance Providing Wastewater Treatment and Water Systems.   Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the First Reading of Ordinance #33 with proposed changes and set the Second Reading of Ordinance #33 for May 7, 2008 at 2:45 p.m.


Hearing was set for 1:30 p.m. for First Reading of Ordinance #34 – An Ordinance Providing Building Code and Construction Enforcement.   Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the First Reading of Ordinance #34 and set the Second Reading of Ordinance #34 for May 7, 2008 at 3:15 p.m.


Hearing was set for 1:45 p.m. for First Reading of Revised Ordinance #10 – An Ordinance of Meade County Providing Criteria for Accepting Roads on to the County Highway System or the County Secondary Highways or Local Feeder Roads together hereinafter referred to as “County Roads” in Meade County.   Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Revised First Reading of Ordinance #10 with proposed changes and set the Revised Second Reading of Ordinance #10 for May 7, 2008 at 3:45 p.m.


Robert Heidgerken, along with other members of the Resource Advisory Committee, came to update the Board on resource matters.


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Scoping Request regarding the Bureau of Land Management and to authorize Chairman Mallow to sign the same.


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, to approve the following resolution and to send the same on to the SD Game Fish & Parks:

RESOLUTION ON WOLF POLICY IN MEADE COUNTY

Whereas, Wolves are scheduled to be removed from the Federal Endangered Species List on February 28, 2008, and

Whereas, Mike Kintigh of the South Dakota Game Fish & Parks Department says wolves will be migrating into South Dakota from Minnesota and Wyoming, and that wolves pose a much greater threat to livestock than mountain lions do (KEVN News, Jan. 13, 2008), and

Whereas, South Dakota Codified Law 40-36-1 requires the Department of Game, fish, and Parks to cooperate with federal agency to control wild animals injurious to livestock, poultry, game, land, and the public health, and

Whereas, South Dakota Codified Law 40-36-3 requires the Department of Agriculture to cooperate with counties, associations, corporations, or individuals if such cooperation is necessary to control injurious animals pursuant to SDCL 40-36-1, and

Whereas, since the late 1980s, over 1400 wolves are estimated to have been killed in the Northern Rockies but the population has still increased about 24% a year, (Associated Press, Rapid City Journal, Feb. 22, 2008) and

Whereas, the Contingency Plan for Responding to Gray Wolf Depredations of Livestock in South Dakota says South Dakota has no suitable habitat for wolves and that South Dakota is not critical for the recovery of the species. Their basic criteria are:

1. Presence of adequate prey

2. Minimum contiguous area of 3,000 square miles with less than 10% private land

3.  Absence of grazing livestock

4.  Sufficient isolation to support 10 breeding pairs,

 Also that South Dakota has no suitable area to relocate a problem wolf and that neighboring states are unlikely to take a depredating wolf, and

Whereas, Eastern Wyoming classifies wolves as predators and wolves in Minnesota are not listed as endangered,

Therefore, be it resolved, that Wolves be classified as an injurious predatory animal with the coyote, and that they are to be removed by anyone, without regard to license or season, if they threaten livestock, pets, or humans in any way.

Therefore, be it further resolved, that the South Dakota Department of Game, Fish, and Parks, and the South Dakota Department of Agriculture make it their policy to list wolves as an injurious animal, with the coyote.

Therefore, be it further resolved, that wolves not be listed as a game animal in South Dakota.
