PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

May 6, 2008

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on May 6, 2008, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the minutes from the April 1st & 2nd Commission meeting, along with April 8th, 10th, 14th and 24th special meetings.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes that the remaining funds in the amount of $3,176.44 be disbursed to the Piedmont Parks Board contingent upon a receipt/letter indicating satisfactory repair of the Library/Municipal Building.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize Chairman Mallow to sign the State of South Dakota General Contract/Letter of Agreement for Provider Services Between Meade County and the South Dakota Department of Health.


Hearing was set for 10:00 a.m. for a camping license hearing for Top 50 Rally Park.  Tina Vower came before the Board to give them an overview on the same.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to grant a variance for the issuance of the Top 50 Rally Park permit for August 25, 2008 through September 5, 2008 and that variance include no requirement for showers, fresh water connections and RV sewer connections.  All units must be self-contained.

Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to allocate $1000.00 to the Sturgis Economic Development.  Said funds to be distributed out of the Commissioners budget.  


Duke Energy, represented by David Lust, came before the Board to request a temporary meteorological tower to be placed on the Harvey Beug property.
