Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came before the Board to discuss a request for a waiver of a vending license for Bikers Against Drunk Drivers.  Lynn Rich (via speaker phone) was on hand to answer any questions.  The Board explained to Rich to present to the Auditor’s Office his application along with his 501C-3 showing that they are a non-profit corporation.
