PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

July 1, 2008

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on July 1, 2008, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Nupen, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the minutes from the June 5th & 6th, 10th, 17th, 23rd and 24th, 2008 meetings.


Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc came before the Board to discuss the Meade County - Erskine School remodel.  


Richard Martin, owner of Cabbage Patch Campground, via telephonic conference, asked that the Commissioners approve his temporary campground application even though it was not turned in on time.  The Board discussed with Martin the debris that is on his place and the clean-up efforts he has put into place since last year’s meeting regarding the same. Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, all Commissioners voted yes that the campground permit be denied based on the history documented in the Director of Equalization and Auditor’s Offices, along with the documented photographs of debris and complaints from property owners.
