PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

August 12, 2008

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on August 12, 2008, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.  


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc came before the Board to discuss the Meade County - Erskine School remodel.  


Penny Thorpe came before the Board to request the Commission travel the Piedmont Trailhead.  


Meade County Director of Emergency Management Kathie Grant came before the Board to discuss the disaster declaration process. 


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the minutes of July 1 & 2, 2008, July 17, 2008 and July 25, 2008.    


Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon and reconvened at 1:15 p.m.


Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester came before the Board to discuss a Community Room use policy.


Motion was made by Wink, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to personnel matters.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Wink, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Ernie Foss Jr. came before the Board to discuss subdivision noise in Northdale.  


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came to update the Board on legal matters.


Chleborad along with interested parties discussed the McFarland/Ghere section line issue.  Present were Attorney Bob Haivala along with his clients Warner & Delores Ghere, Attorney Travis Jones representing Gerald McFarland, Mike McMahon, Planning/Zoning Coordinator for the City of Box Elder Engineer, Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich and Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee.  McMahon presented to the Board Resolution 08-25 urging the Meade County Commission to reject any proposal to open and develop 150th Avenue and Resolution 08-24 a resolution to support the renewal of the Ghere Construction Rubble Site permit by the State of South Dakota.  Chleborad updated the Board on litigation matters regarding the same.  It has been suggested that the two parties try to work out an agreement.


Discussion was had regarding the Ghere DENR Permit.  Most complaints are traffic issues from the increase of trucks.  The Board would like to here more from a proposal that will be given Wednesday morning regarding the same.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Schroeder, to move Jesse Sondreal to 28G on the wage scale.  Voting yes:  Schroeder and Hammock.  Voting no:  Mallow, Wink and Nupen.  Motion failed.  


Meeting recessed at 5:15 p.m. and reconvened Wednesday, August 13, 2008 at 8:30 a.m. with Mallow, Wink, Nupen, Schroeder and Hammock.


Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on highway department matters.


Karen Hoffman came before the Board to discuss the opening of 224th Street so debris from the houses being torn down on Ellsworth Air Force Base could be taken straight out to the Sundstrom/McFarland rubble site.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve Brosz Engineering to produce a rough estimate of improving 149th Street for one mile and to bring a report back to the Commission later in the day.

REGARDING OPPOSITION TO INITIATED MEASURE #10

Whereas, Initiated Measure #10 would prohibit any county from paying dues to any association that lobbies;

Whereas, it is far more efficient and cost effective to join together with our fellow counties through the South Dakota Association of County Commissioners  for coordinated communication with the Legislature than to have each county stand alone;

Whereas, the costs to the taxpayers of having each county monitor, report, and travel to Pierre to participate in the Legislative Session would be much greater than any dues to the South Dakota Association of County Commissioners;

Whereas, coordinated communication with Legislators leads to more efficiency in the Legislative process and has saved millions of dollars in taxpayer funds;

Whereas, restricting the ability of South Dakotans to support candidates and communicate with their elected public officials is a violation of their right to freedom of speech;

Whereas, the measure will be challenged in court and will most likely be found to be unconstitutional, costing millions of dollars in taxpayer money;

Whereas, Initiated Measure #10 does not limit State government-paid lobbyists, out-of-state lobbyists, or corporate lobbyists, but only stifles coordinated voices for local control;

Whereas,  Meade County finds that county officials throughout South Dakota are dedicated, honest and ethical people with the best interests of their counties in mind and that counties take great pride in providing open, honest government to our citizens; 

Whereas, the thousands and thousands of South Dakotans who do business with the State, Cities, Counties, and other governmental entities should not be penalized for providing such services;

Whereas, civic groups who work to better their community, and often require local funding to provide their services should not be prohibited from communicating their needs to local public servants;

Whereas, the forces supporting Initiated Measure #10 will not reveal the source of their funding, leaving the reasonable assumption that out of state special interests are once again attempting to hijack the South Dakota ballot and abuse our initiative process;

Now, therefore let it be resolved, that Meade County strongly opposes Initiated Measure #10 and urges the citizens of South Dakota to vote “NO” on the measure.
