PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

September 30, 2008

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in special session on September 30, 2008, at 9:00 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  

Hearing was set for 9:00 a.m. to approve the Annual Budget for FY2009.  Input was taken from the citizens as to their concerns regarding the same.

Mike Howie, Amy Cammack and Cindy Matt from the Enning Ambulance came before the Board to discuss the need for a replacement vehicle.  The Board asked the representatives to check on quotes and surplus and get back to the Board.  Discussion was also had regarding an ambulance district.  
Motion made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following Resolution for Capital Project Fund:  
RESOLUTION FOR CAPITAL PROJECT FUND

WHEREAS, the Meade County Board of County Commissioners has determined the County Government offices require or will require more space than is presently available in the County Building; and

WHEREAS, the Meade County Board of County Commissioners has purchased the Erskine School and Primary Building to provide for the space needs of the County; and

WHEREAS, the Erskine School Building and Primary Building will need extensive remodel and renovation work for its intended purpose for the County; and

WHEREAS, the remodel and renovation will require significant funds for capital improvements, and will result in the purchase of services, materials, supplies or equipment; and

WHEREAS, for budgetary purposes it appears desirable and necessary to create a separate (300) Capital Project Fund for designation of funds for the capital improvements during the upcoming budget years; now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Meade County Commissioners that the Commissioners shall cause to be created a (300) Capital Project Funds within the 2009 Meade County budget for expenditure of funds for the remodel and renovation to the Erksine School Building and Primary Building and related capital expenditures.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Meade County Auditor is directed to create a separate (300) Capital Project Fund within the Meade County budget consistent with this resolution.

RESOLUTION

The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the county auditor Meade County, South Dakota.  The accompanying taxes are levied by Meade County for the year January 1, 2009, through December 31, 2009.
