PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

October 7, 2008

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on October 7, 2008, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dean Wink, Curtis Nupen, Jim Schroeder and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.  


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the minutes of September 2nd & 3rd , 2008, September 11, 2008 and September 30, 2008, with the change of adding Dean Wink’s signature to the resolution on the September 30, 2008 minutes.


Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester came before the Board to discuss training for the Maintenance Department.


Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc. came before the Board to discuss the Meade County - Erskine School remodel.  


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came to update the Board on State’s Attorney and legal matters.
