January 6, 2009

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on January 6, 2009, at 8:00 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dayle Hammock, Alan Aker, Doreen Creed, and Gary Cammack present.

Meade County Commission Chairman Robert Mallow passed the gavel to Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer.  Organization of the Board for the ensuing year took place.  

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, to nominate Robert Mallow for Chairman of the Meade County Commission for 2009.  There being no further nominations, all Commissioners voted yes that Mallow be declared Chairman.  

The gavel was passed back to Chairman Robert Mallow.

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, that Dayle Hammock be nominated for Vice-Chairman to the Meade County Commission for 2009.  Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes that nominations cease.  There being no further nominations, all Commissioners voted yes that Hammock be declared Vice-Chairman of the Meade County Commission for 2009.


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc. came before the Board to discuss the Meade County - Erskine School remodel and update the three new commissioners on the history of the same.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to adopt the Meade County Times and Faith Independent as the primary legal papers of the County.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to deny writing off the ambulance bill of Brian O’Brien in the amount of $290.00.  Mr. O’Brien requested an appointment with the Commission on Tuesday, January 6th, 2008 at 2:15 p.m.  The record shall reflect that Mr. O’Brien did not show for said appointment.      


Meade County Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester along with Superintendent of Schools James Heinert came before the Board to discuss the surplus property located in the Primary Building.  Heinert presented a list to the Board which contained surplus property that would be going to the new building, high school, etc., and the estimated value of the property remaining in the building.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to offer $10,000 for the remaining surplus property (said list of property is on file in the Auditor’s Office), subject to acceptance by the School Board.  Said funds shall come out of contingency money.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.  Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad was present.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Joell Romick came to update the Board on human resource matters.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to personnel matters.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.  


Romick read an email to the Board, regarding the Wellmark coverage in the Rapid City Regional Hospitals, from agent Ranny Duncan.  Duncan goes on to explain there are positive negotiations in place and he will continue to report to us regarding the same.  Said email is on file in the Human Resource Office.  Romick went on to state for the record “that Ranny Duncan is one of the best insurance agents in the area and has kept us up-to-date and informed.”


Romick updated the Board on the liability policy of Scottsdale Insurance.  The liability policy was underinsured for the extra County personnel that are employed in the Meade County Law Enforcement Center.  Romick informed the Board of the increased premiums and coverage for the same.  The Board took the same under advisement and will get back to Romick on which deductible to take.  


Kathie Grant Emergency Management Director presented to the Board a resolution for pre-disaster mitigation.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following resolution.

3.  The Meade County LEPC will review the plan annually, and provide any changes to the Cities in the county and Meade County.

Romick presented to the Board the job description for the soil conservation district secretaries.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the job description of the Conservation District Administrative Secretary.

Romick updated the Board on her discussion with the department heads regarding unlimited texting, (due to overage charges) and if anyone needed the same on their cellular plan.  Romick said that no department head present indicated that they needed it, but it was suggested that at each department head meeting they all review the cellular bills together.  The Board agreed to the same.


Romick discussed the Holiday policy with the Board.  Romick informed the Board that the current policy states that you need to work before and after the Holiday.  Romick would like to have the same clarified with the use of vacation/sick leave.  Romick will come back with a draft.    


Romick discussed a smoking policy with the Board and whether or not there should be designated areas.  The Board suggested that more information be gathered on the same.   


Discussion was had on the AFLAC agents coming in to the County offering insurance.  At this time AFLAC has not presented a contract to the County regarding the same.  Romick informed the agents that they cannot interfere on County employee time, but can set up in the break room for employees to come in on their time.  Said recommendation has not been followed by the AFLAC agents.  The Board took the same under advisement and will discuss it at a later time.  

Meeting recessed at 5:30 p.m.  


Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on Highway Department matters.


Dave Jagim from Brosz Engineering and Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr explained to the Board members what each of the departments do and how they work together.  Jagim gave a background on how long the company has been in existence, what their company offers to Meade County and the number of employees.  


McGirr gave an update on Plainview Road.  McGirr explained that they have shut down work on their project for the winter.  Gravel will be stockpiled at the Schulte’s Pit. McGirr informed that they have an agreement with DOT for $40,000 in compensation once the road id shaped and the gravel is in place.  The project will begin again in the spring after the frost is gone.


McGirr gave an update on Sly Hill Road.  McGirr confirmed that an agreement is in place for Federal Highway Emergency Funds for $205,000.00.  McGirr stated that they are waiting for the State of South Dakota’s approval of the archeological study.  Approval will be needed from the State of South Dakota and BLM before he can produce the constructions plans.   McGirr is hoping to have things in place so the same can be bid in the spring of 2009.  


McGirr discussed the Little Elk Creek Road Bridge project and the delays regarding the same.


McGirr presented to the Board the current Gravel and Asphalt Plans for 2009 and opened up discussion on the same.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve signing the Request for Assistance-Weight Limits Enforcement for Year 2009.  Said agreement is between Meade County and the SD Highway Patrol.


Hearing was set for 10:30 a.m. for the opening of fuel bids for the Highway Department.  One bid was received from Cenex Oil Company.  Said bid is on file in the Human Resource Office.   Jeff Dragseth from Cenex Oil Company came before the Board to answer questions regarding the bid.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the bid of Cenex Oil Company.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to set a hearing for a retail on-off malt beverage license application for February 3, 2009 at 3:30 p.m. as follows:


Godfathers Pizza & Casino – Tract B Revised Lofgren Subdivision, formally located in Tract B of 
Lot 10 on unplatted portion of NW1/4 of NW1/4, Section 8, Township 2 North, Range 7 East, 
BHM, Meade County, SD – retail on-off sale malt beverage.


Ellen Jenter Meade County Health Nurse came before the Board to present the quarterly report for October, November and December 2008.  Jenter informed the Board that the State of South Dakota had its first influenza death reported.   Jenter went on to update the Board that 78 employees took advantage of Meade County paying for employees flu shots.  


Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin came to inform the Board that a sheriff’s vehicle was totaled in an early morning accident by another driver that had rear-ended the Deputy.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to purchase a replacement vehicle from the bid letting on December 2, 2008 as follows:

One (1) new 2009 Explorer 4 x 4 at the price of $26,464.00 from Jacobsen Ford Mercury.



Meade County Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester had questions for the Board regarding access of the Erskine and Primary Buildings and whether or not the same should have snow shoveled and upkeep in front of the buildings.  The Board suggested fencing off the entrances and that the sidewalks be maintained for snow removal.  

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, to approve the minutes of the December 2 & 3rd, 2008 regular meeting and the December 19, 2008 special meeting.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Hammock, Aker and Cammack.  Abstaining – Creed (due to not being on the Board at the time of said meetings).  Motion passed.  

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes that the Register of Deeds December 2008 Statement of Fees in the amount of Twenty-eight Thousand Fifteen Dollars and Thirty Cents ($28,015.30), as well as the Auditor’s Account with the County Treasurer be approved as follows:

Tim Straub and other residents from Eastridge Acres came before the Board to present a petition for vacation of plat.   Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad informed the Board that the petition was not legal due to copies of signatures being attached to the petition.  Questions were brought up regarding the legal description and whether or not the petition would do what the parties intended if the same was located on a public right of way.  The Board suggested that Mr. Straub seek legal counsel in order to get the issues handled regarding the same.


Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Joell Romick brought back the issue of the liability insurance in the Law Enforcement Center and which deductible the Board would like to choose.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to go with the $25,000.00 deductible.  


Discussion was had again regarding outside companies coming in and offering insurance other than the County’s benefit program.  Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to no longer offer payroll deductions for any other insurance not offered by the County effective June 30, 2009.
