Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize payment of the three (3) new sheriff vehicles which were bid in December and will be arriving in mid-February 2009, said payment not to exceed $80,000.00. 


Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc. and Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance came to update the Board on the Meade County – Erskine/Primary School remodel.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to set the opening for asbestos abatement bids for March 3, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  


Glen Haines Mayor of the City of Faith, Debbie Brown City Finance Officer and Don Duper Utility Foreman came before the Board to meet the new Commissioners.  Mayor Haines asked about some road issues that are one mile north of the City which is partially Meade County to the Perkins County Line and east 1 ½ miles of the City, which is not County maintained.  Also present was Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr.  The Board asked why the City of Faith does not take in the mile of road north of the City.   The Board was informed that the City of Faith could annex but the residents in that area do not want to be in the city limits.   McGirr informed the Board there has been an agreement to mag water from the end of the oil to the Perkins County Line and that the City of Faith contributed $1000.00 each year for the .8 tenths of a mile.  Faith takes care of the grading and snow removal.   McGirr stated that in the spring the County would like to reshape the road that is north of the City.  

McGirr gave rough estimates on what it would take to gravel both areas along with man power, fuel, etc.  McGirr estimates the same to be about $50,000.00.   McGirr suggested that it was the County’s intent to reshape and pull up the shoulders on the road north of the City and maybe the same would not need as much gravel.  

The Board suggested that the City of Faith put something together in writing and present it to the Board and the same will be revisited at that time.  


Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon and reconvened at 1:30 p.m. 


The Board then went on a tour of the Meade County Jail.    


Meade County State’s Attorney Jesse Sondreal came before the Board to discuss vouchers for the end of the year and the process of the same.   


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came to update the Board on State’s Attorney’s matters.

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to set a hearing for March 4, 2009 at 10:00 a.m. for Gerald McFarland for improvement of the following section line:

Commencing at the south edge of the Elk Creek Road right-of-way, south along the section line on the east side of Section 17 and on the west side of Section 16, Township 3 North, Range 9 East, BHM, Meade County, SD proceeding south approximately 1,980 feet (extension of Ketelson Loop).

Meeting recessed at 5:15 p.m. and reconvened at 8:30 a.m. with Hammock, Aker, Creed and Cammack.  Commissioner Mallow absent.


Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on Highway Department matters.


McGirr informed the Board that work is continuing on the plans with Sly Hill and that McGirr is working on the agreements with the Bureau of Land Management.

McGirr gave an update on the Little Elk Creek Bridge.  The Board instructed McGirr to get in touch with Jay Grubl regarding contract and insurance information on the work to be done on the same.

McGirr informed the Board that the Department of Transportation may want possible use of Avalanche Road and what options would be available for the same.   The Board gave McGirr approval to negotiate a contract with DOT regarding work to be done on Avalanche Road.

McGirr discussed the issue of upcoming mag watering for 2009.  The Board would like to put off any final decisions until the March meeting. The Board asked McGirr and Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich to do some studies on traffic counts, etc. for future use.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve travel expenses for the Highway Superintendent to attend two (2) separate training sessions in March 2009. 

Dave Jagim from Brosz Engineering presenting estimated price quotes on Elk Vale Road, New Underwood Road and Erickson Ranch Road.  

*The following motions are set by the Board and will reflect the Highway Superintendents feelings of priority.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve financing for the engineering for the Erickson Ranch road project between Elk Creek Road to Mill Road, said dollar amount not to exceed $18,015.27.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve financing for the engineering for the reconstruction of New Underwood Road between Elk Creek Road to Red Top Road, said dollar amount not to exceed $24,258.48.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve financing for the engineering for the reconstruction of New Underwood Road between Red Top Road to the Pennington County Line, said dollar amount not to exceed $35,658.47.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve financing for the engineering for the roadway shaping, base course and asphalt surfacing between Elk Creek Road to Pennington County Line, said dollar amount not to exceed $20,463.44.

Jean Howe along with Margaret Powles, via telephone, requested approval for placement of a sign for Little Johns Memorial Park & Campground.  Said meeting will be rescheduled after letters have been sent and legal notice being given of the same.   Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to set a hearing for March 4, 2009 at 11:00 a.m.

Meade County Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich came before the Board to ask for an appointment to be filled on the Meade County Transportation Committee.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to appoint Linda Rausch to the Meade County Transportation Committee.

The Board revisited the issue of the appointment to the Metropolitan Planning Organization Technical Coordinating Committee.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to appoint Linda Rausch to the Metropolitan Planning Organization Technical Coordinating Committee.

Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Joell Romick came before the Board to discuss Human Resource matters.  Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve putting the seasonal employees of the Weed and Pest Department on a pay scale. Due to the training and certification required by this position, the wages will be set at Pay Grade 1, Step A for the first year. The second year will be moved to Step D and moving up one step thereafter for all consecutive years of employment.  The steps will include the annual cost of living raise. 

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize providing training to Department Heads on improving employee bad behavior. All Department Heads are highly encouraged by the Board to attend the meeting and the Board requested that Romick report back to them on attendance. After discussion, the motion was modified by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to provide lunch contingent on the fact that discussion is held immediately following the meeting. 

Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich and Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr presented issues regarding Mill Road right-of-way.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes, to authorize the Chairman to sign a contract to approve the expenditure of payment (not to exceed $20,000.00) to the Department of Transportation to provide all appraisals for Mill Road and North Deadwood Avenue. 

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session for personnel matters.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and resume regular session.

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes, to authorize the purchase of a secure atomic time clock for the Tri-County Soil Conservation Office in Faith at the cost of $280.00, said funds to be paid out of the Commission Budget.

Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon and reconvened at 1:00 p.m.
