PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

March 3, 2009

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on March 3, 2009, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dayle Hammock, Alan Aker, Doreen Creed and Gary Cammack present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin came before the Board to discuss the replacement vehicle that was ordered off of the Jacobsen Ford-Mercury bid for his fleet.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize payment to Jacobsen Ford-Mercury in the amount $26,104 for one (1) new 2009 Explorer 4 x 4 as a replacement vehicle for the Sheriff’s fleet.   Said amount is based on a prior bid from December 2008 and falls within the one (1) year time frame.  Payment will be made upon presentation of a correct invoice to the County.  

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve an automatic supplement to the Sheriff’s budget in the amount of $18,154.00 (check #6388010090) and $6,166.66 (check #6374009082).  Said payments are from insurance companies of the parties that damaged Sheriff’s Department vehicles during recent snow storms.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to amend the following motions:

“Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to take the matter off of the table regarding the Sheriff’s Department vehicle bids.  Motion was made by Schroeder, seconded by Nupen, all Commissioners voted yes to approve purchasing three (3) 2009 Ford Explorer 4WD for the price of $26,464.00 as follows:

“Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin came to inform the Board that a sheriff’s vehicle was totaled in an early morning accident by another driver that had rear-ended the Deputy.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to purchase a replacement vehicle from the bid letting on December 2, 2008 as follows:


One (1) new 2009 Explorer 4 x 4 at the price of $26,464.00 from Jacobsen Ford Mercury”.
Said amount to be $26,104.00 instead of the original bid of $26,464.00 due to a change in the options of a spot light.  

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve changing the lab tech fees from $40.00 to $50.00 effective March 1, 2009.


Merwin discussed a grant that was applied for by Kathie Grant Emergency Management Coordinator for a generator.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the match of $3,363.87 for the generator.  Said funds shall be taken out of the 911 budget.    


Meade County Head of Weed & Pest Nathan Jagim came before the Board to get approval for replacement of an engine in the 1999 Ford F-350 weed truck.  Jagim received the following quotes:

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize the replacement of an engine in the 1999 Ford F-350 and to go with the quote of Kimbell’s Auto Repair not to exceed $5,500.00.   


Bid letting was set for 9:30 a.m. for sealed bids on the asbestos abatement for the Erskine Building.  Two (2) bids were received as follows:

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to defer the matter until 10:00 a.m. for Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc., Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance and Dave Anderson of Anderson Environmental to review the same. 

Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came to discuss the possibility of permits regarding the Erskine Building.  


Craig Shaver came before the Board to discuss the Erskine Building Project.  Shaver again asked that the Board slow down on the project due to the economic times.  Shaver asked the Board what would happen if the housing market and evaluations drop or what would happen if pipeline is delayed or dropped and what would happen if legislation is passed causing a shift in Ag.  Shaver asked that the Board please answer the question of what is the downside to putting the same on hold if any of above happens.  The Board expressed varying opinions and took the same under advisement.

Discussion of the asbestos abatement bid was brought back before the Board.   Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the bid of Horsley Specialties, Inc. in the amount of $31,250.00.

Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc. and Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance came to update the Board on the Meade County – Erskine/Primary School remodel.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to set May 5, 2009 at 2:00 p.m. for the opening of sealed bids on the Erskine Remodel Construction and to authorize the required legal notice.  

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, to direct the architect to design a raised dais in the Commission Room for the plans of the Erskine Building.   Voting yes:  Aker, Creed and Cammack.  Voting no: Hammock and Mallow.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize the architect to incorporate two (2) sites for time capsules.  One for a fifty (50) year capsule and another for a hundred (100) year capsule.  

Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich came before the Board to have a section of Foothills Road name changed to Bowtie Drive.  The same affects mainly (2) two residents by old Exit 51. Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to changing that isolated section of old Foothills Road between 79 and I-90 (old Exit 51) from Foothills Road to Bowtie Drive.  

Discussion was had regarding a bus turn around at 150th Street.   The road is on the County system but the bus will not go down that road without a turnaround.   Aker expressed concern about why this was not done with the developer at their expense.   Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, not to pursue discussion on creating a turn around at 150th Street as it pertains to the County expense.  Voting yes:  Aker and Creed.  Voting no:  Mallow, Hammock and Cammack.  Motion failed.  

Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon for lunch and reconvened at 1:15 p.m.  


Lee Axdahl 911 Coordinator from the Department of Public Safety Office of Emergency Management came before the Board to give a summary of what his department does and the direction of the same.

Marv Kammerer came before the Board to discuss zoning.  Kammerer had a complaint on how the Director of Equalization Office needs to be more specific on its agenda items for the Commission meeting.  Kammerer would like to talk revisit the discussion of the January minutes regarding the approval of the $30,000.00 for the Future Land Use Development – Ellsworth Neighborhood Area.  Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee explained how the funding was handled and that the same will be reimbursed back to Meade County.  

Alan Olson expressed his concerns regarding the funding and where the grant was coming from.  Olson informed the Board that it has been referred to as three different grants.  Robert Heidgerken expressed his concerns and informed the Board that it is their job to help them protect their property.   Craig Shaver asked the Board and Chaffee, that by doing this land use study, do we have to agree to their findings because we are accepting the $30,000.00.   The Board informed the group that this in no way would be considered an acceptance to their findings by being reimbursed the $30,000.00.

Discussion was had regarding appointment to the Citizens Advisory Committee for MPO (Metropolitan Planning Organization).  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to appoint Wayne Gutzmer to the same.
Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee presented to the Board a letter written to Rick Bush, Director of Community Development regarding a proposed use-on-review request for 1109 Fifth Street, Sturgis, SD.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the letter.
Terry Lockner came before the Board to discuss cooperation of keeping off-road traffic out of the ditches on Norman Avenue.  The Board advised Mr. Lockner that Ordinance #28 - An Ordinance Providing for Prohibition of the Operation of Off-Road Vehicles in Certain Defined Highway Ditches in Meade County would need to be revised adding Norman Avenue.  Also presented to the Board for the record was an email from LeRoy Draine also encouraging no ATV traffic in the ditches.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to set a revised first reading of Ordinance #28 for April 8, 2009 at 2:30 p.m. 

Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came to update the Board on State’s Attorney’s matters.  


Lee Sammons from Sammons/Dutton LLC along with Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich came before the Board to discuss the assessment of financing options for the Meade County Transportation Plan.

DeWaynes Hayes and others came before the Board to discuss the Sturgis Kiwanis Food Pantry.  The pantry is in need to find a location that is more handicapped and elderly friendly.  They would like the Board’s consideration for the use of the Primary Building.  The Board took the same under advisement.

Michael Keffeler along with Jeremy Anderson from Power Plus came to request a lot size/setback variance to put four (4) wind towers on Keffeler’s property.  Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to grant the variance for the lot size and setback.

Meeting recessed at 4:45 p.m. and reconvened at 8:30 a.m. Wednesday March 4, 2009 with Mallow, Hammock, Aker, Creed and Cammack.  


Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on Highway Department matters.


McGirr along with City of Faith Mayor Glenn Haines came to continue the discussion from last month’s meeting of the gravel projects needed in the City of Faith.  McGirr came up with a figure of $14,000 to complete the same.  Haines informed the Board that the City of Faith would be willing to put up half of the $14,000.00.    Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed, to approve Meade County contributing 50% to the cost of upgrading the road serving the Faith Community Cemetery with the City of Faith contributing the other half, with the understanding that the City of Faith would provide the on going day to day maintenance.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Hammock, Creed and Cammack.  Voting no: Aker.  Motion carried.  

Mayor Haines invited the Commission to come up and have their board meeting in August 2009.  The Board informed Haines they will be there on August 11, 2009.

McGirr along with Kevin Howell from the Department of Transportation came to discuss Avalanche Road.  The Board discussed the options available from the March 3, 2009 pre-construction meeting.   

McGirr discussed the options on handling stimulus funds.  McGirr will be attending a conference next week and more will be discussed then regarding the funds.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize the Chairman to sign the Agreement to provide for the Striping and Continuing Maintenance of county roads within Meade County (P 000S(00)294 PCN 00BV 2009 County Striping Program).


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following Utility Installation Within the Public Right-of-Ways:


Homework Development – Township 3 North, Range 9 East, Section 16 (Elk Creek Road)


Hearing was held at 10:00 a.m. for the improvement of section line of Gerald McFarland.  McFarland informed the Board on what he had been doing in order to improve the same.  The Board informed McFarland that procedure needed to be followed before a hearing could take place.  Gerald McFarland will withdraw his request for hearing.   It is noted for the record that an email was received from Allen Olson expressing his concerns regarding the same.  


McGirr gave an update on Sly Hill.  The work will continue on the plans with BLM.  The design, plans and estimate are in the final development stages.


McGirr informed the Board that bridge replacement work is in progress on the Little Elk Creek Road Bridge.   McGirr also discussed the crack sealing on the New Underwood Road.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to set a hearing for April 8, 2009 at 10:15 a.m. for sealed bids for mag water.  


Hearing was set for 11:00 for Billboard/Sign Hearing for Little Johns Memorial Park & Campground.  Jean Howe came before the Board to request the same.  Chairman Mallow opened up the floor to the public for testimony.  Ed Bearden came forward to oppose the sign.  Margaret Powles, via phone, also expressed her concerns opposing the sign.   Discussion was also had on whether there was a rubble site on the property.  Ed Bearden stated for the record “1) at the present time DENR out of Rapid City has problems and Howes have been notified and 2) the Corp. of Engineers is on their way out there and it is on record that they gave them a warning.”
The Board discussed the issue of the unpaid taxes in 2006 and whether or not the same was exempt for that year.  Mrs. Howe said that they were not exempt but it was her understanding that the taxes were forgiven when the County acquired the right of way on a plat signed June 2008.  The Board informed Mrs. Howe that they can not forgive taxes.  The motion that was made at said meeting is as follows:

Robert Heidgerken, Craig Shaver and Anita Lee came before the Board to discuss Resource Advisory Committee matters.  

Meade County Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee, Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich, along with Jennifer Phillips, Planning Inspection II and Planning Secretary Shellee Kuper came before the Board to present plats and variances.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following variance:
