PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

April 7, 2009

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on April 7, 2009, at 8:30 a.m. with Robert Mallow, Dayle Hammock, Alan Aker, Doreen Creed and Gary Cammack present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the acquisition of a tower from Western Communications not to exceed $12,000.00 to be paid out of 911 Funds.  *It is noted that Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester contacted three vendors and only one responded.   


Discussion was had on the County’s annual auction.  It is noted for the record that the County will not have an auction sale in May of 2009.  


Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc. and Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance came to update the Board on the Meade County – Erskine/Primary School remodel.


Commissioner Hammock left the meeting.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to set a special meeting for May 13, 2009 at 1:00 p.m. for bid openings on the Erskine Building and set a special meeting for May 27, 2009 at 1:00 p.m. to award bids.  


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came before the Board to discuss the Mutual Operation Agreement between the City of Sturgis and Meade County for the Law Enforcement Center Building.    Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize the Chairman to sign the agreement.  


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to set a hearing for the following package (off-sale) liquor license:  

Full Throttle Saloon & Campground, LLC, Lot B of Brennon Subdivision of the NE1/4, Section 12, Township 5 North, Range 5 East, BHM, Meade County, SD – package (off-sale) liquor)
Said hearing will be set for May 5th, 2009 at 3:30 p.m. in the Community Room of the Meade County Courthouse.


Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon for lunch and reconvened at 1:15 p.m.


Commissioner Hammock returned to the meeting.


Blasé Emerson from Black Hills Council of Local Governments came to update the Board on local government programs and answered questions of the Board.


Hearing was set for 1:45 for the following transfer of a retail (on-off sale) malt beverage license:


Tatanka Hill Campground - Golden Arrow Subdivision, Tract 2-3, Section 15, Township 3 
North, Range 7 East, BHM, Meade County, SD to Barrelhouse, LLC.
Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the transfer of a retail (on-off sale) malt beverage license to Barrelhouse, LLC. 


Hearing was set for 2:00 p.m. for Little Jon’s Memorial Park & Campground sign application.  Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich along with Jean Howe came before the Board regarding the same.  Rich informed the Board that the sign is actually fifty-five (55) square feet and not the original eighty-two (82) square feet that was on the application and therefore does not fall under approval of the Commission instead the same can be approved by Planning.  The Board informed Rich and Howe that instead of it going back to Planning, the Board could approve it at this hearing to save time.  The Board took comments from the audience.  Speaking in objection to the same was Ms. Margaret Paulos.  Mr. Edward Bearden had questions regarding the same.  


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the fifty-five (55’) square foot on-premise sign of Little Jon’s 


*Let the record reflect that the members of the Joint City/County Board are Alan Aker, Bob Mallow and Kirk Chaffee. 


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.  Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad was present.  


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve and authorize the States Attorney office to contract Pennington Co. Title or similar organization outside of Meade County to assist with definitions/research regarding the application of Full Throttle Saloon and Campground LLC application for a package off-sale liquor license.  Said hiring/assisting work to be taken out of the contingency budget.  


Veteran’s Service Office Jerry Lolley came before the Board to present House Bill 1025 in regards to the basic salary schedule for the County and the reimbursement of the same.


Stacey Hadrick Meade County Extension Office Farm Administrator, Penny Nester Livestock Coordinator and Rebecca Poelstra 4-HCoordinator came before the Board to give an update on some of the programs that they have been doing this past fall and winter.   


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to set a hearing May 6, 2009 at 2:30 p.m. for the following vacation of plat of Deborah A. Thomas:

Lot 22A (10.002 acres) and Lot 22B (9.072 acres) of Buffalo Ridge Estates of Section 17 Township 3 North, Range 7 East, BHM, Meade County SD be vacated back to the original plat being one (1) lot consisting of 19.067 acres.  

Renee Keech, Karen Bielefeldt and Jared Fullner came before the Board, on behalf of the Wonderland Homes Water Committee, to ask if the County could either have the road widened or a sidewalk put in from Wonderland Homes to the I-90 Interstate Bridge.  The Board advised the group of the possibility of forming a road district.  Said group will take the same under advisement and get back to the Board.


Meeting recessed at 5:00 p.m. and reconvened at 8:30 a.m. with Mallow, Hammock, Aker, Creed and Cammack present.


Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on Highway Department matters.


Ross Lamphere came before the Board to discuss drainage and road issues on Glencoe Road.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize the Meade County Highway Department Superintendent Ken McGirr to proceed in cooperation with the City of Sturgis and adjacent landowners in the improvement of the drainage and road surface on Glencoe Road on a one-time basis.  


Discussion was had on the Bear Butte Road slide.  McGirr would like to go out for bids to get the same fixed as soon as possible.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to set a hearing for May 6th, 2009 at 10:15 a.m. for opening of bids on the repair of MC3-T (01) Bear Butte Road.


McGirr updated the Board on Little Elk Creek Road Bridge.  The work is complete except for the gravel surfacing and minor fencing.  The same will be done as soon as the weather permits.  


McGirr discussed the possibility of setting up sand bag equipment regarding flood mitigation.  The Board commended McGirr for his efforts and asked that he proceed with the same regarding planning for future flooding.  


McGirr presented to the Board a review on STIP Funds from 2010 to 2013 for Meade County.  The same detailed the location, project number and the type of improvement.   


Discussion was had about right of way purchases in the County.  Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad and McGirr gave an interpretation of SDCL 31-19-42.  The Board took the same under advisement and will follow up on the same and with how the language of the law needs to be cleaned up.  


Discussion was had on a proposed policy for cars that are parked in the roadway while the plows are out plowing snow.   The Board advised the State’s Attorney’s Office to draft a proposed policy on the same.  


Hearing was set for 10:15 a.m. for mag water bids.  One bid was received from Z & S Dust Control Systems as follows:


$.62 cents per gallon


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the bid of Z & S Dust Control Systems.


No representative showed up for the 10:30 a.m. meeting for a request for improvement of section line hearing by Gerald McFarland.


Neil Rowett and others came before the Board to discuss the proposed Bear Butte Valley Water System.   At this point in time they are not sure of the name and wanted to come before the Board to discuss their organizational structure.   Also on hand was George Van Sickle with SD Rural Water.  Van Sickle explained the process of forming the same and what the residents and the County would need to do to start the procedure.


Paul Wilson came before the Board to discuss the proposal of North High Meadows Road District.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve allotting $2,000.00 for the formation of the same.   


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the minutes of the Commission meeting held March 3, 4 & 5, 2009.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the income guidelines for indigent care.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes that the Register of Deeds March 2009 Statement of Fees in the amount of Nineteen Thousand Five Hundred and Thirty-one Dollars and Twenty Cents ($19,531.20), as well as the Auditor’s Account with the County Treasurer be approved as follows:
