PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

May 20, 2009

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in special session on May 20, 2009, at 8:30 a.m. with Robert Mallow, Dayle Hammock, Alan Aker, Doreen Creed and Gary Cammack present.  


Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc. and Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance came to update the Board on the Meade County – Erskine/Primary School remodel bids and to do a work session with the Board regarding the same.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, to include in the project ABI#1 (Entry Canopies) in the amount of $173,500.00.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Hammock and Cammack.  Voting no:  Aker and Creed.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to not include in the project ABI#2 (Modular Walls).

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to include in the project ABI#3 (Metal Shake Roofing) in the amount of  $52,600.00.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to include in the project ABI#4 (Misc. Site Improvements) in the amount of $44,900.00.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to “no change” AB1#5 keeping the interior light shelf already named in the bid.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the color of canyon brown for the metal shake roof.


Motion was made by Creed to poll Commissioner Aker, Mallow and Cammack if a change order is needed.  Motion died for lack of a second.  

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, that we authorize the architect and Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester to expend, not in excess of $5,000.00 at their discretion when an immediate decision is required on the Erskine Building.  If a further decision is needed in an amount exceeding $15,000 approval will be needed by one Commissioner.  

Motion was rescinded by Hammock and Cammack.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes that we authorize the architect and Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester to expend, not in excess of $10,000.00 at their discretion when an immediate decision is required on the Erskine Building if a further decision in needed in an amount exceeding $10,000 additional approval will be needed by one Commissioner.  


Meade County State’s Attorney Jesse Sondreal and Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came to update the Board on legal matters. 


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to special session.  


Commissioner Creed said the Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer should be informed the Board was back in session.   It was reported back to the Board that Auditor Schieffer had already left for lunch at 12:00 noon.  Commissioner Administrative Assistant Joell Romick was directed by the Board to assume the Auditor’s responsibility.

Commissioner Aker raised a point of order, stating that even though the State’s Attorney’s Office was advising that the matter the Commission had discussed in executive session had been properly disclosed on the public agenda, he (Aker) disagreed and wished to provide a more specific notice to the public, even if the notice which had been given was legally sufficient.  Commissioner Aker stated his opinion, that taking up the matter at this time would erode confidence with the public and among the Commissioners and asked the Commission to put the matter on a later agenda to allow for public input.  Commissioner Aker stated he had been aware of the matter for less than two hours and stated he would leave the room if the Commission proceeded with discussion and/or action on the matter.
 State’s Attorney Jesse Sondreal also raised a point of order and asked for a short recess while he conferred with Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad.  Both examined the posted agenda to formulate an opinion whether the matter had been properly noticed.  Commissioner Chairman took no formal action on either Commissioner Aker or State’s Attorney Sondreal’s points of order.

Discussion ensued on whether to place the matter on a future agenda.  Commissioner Hammock stated he wished to make a motion regarding the matter.  At that time Commissioner Aker asked that the record reflect that he was leaving the meeting.  

Commissioner Creed asked that the record reflect that she concurs with fellow Commissioner Alan Aker that this was not properly noticed as a regular meeting.  That the main emphasis of today’s meeting was to discuss the Erskine remodel specifics.  Although an executive session with a one word “legal” explanation was listed as an agenda item, it was only after we went into executive session did it become apparent that immediate Commission action was expected on taking legal action on a matter with insufficient information, input or time for consideration.

Commissioner Creed also stated for the record she is opposed to exploring possible lawsuits against other Meade County officials or Governmental jurisdictions, we have more important duties.  

Commissioner Creed left the meeting.  


Meade County State’s Attorney Jesse Sondreal explained his office’s stance that even though two Commissioners left they would still be considered voting members and it would take a quorum of three to pass a motion not a quorum of the three remaining members at said meeting.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes (except for Aker & Creed who left the meeting) to go into executive session due to legal matters.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes (except for Aker & Creed who left the meeting) to go out of executive session and return to special session.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners (except for Aker & Creed who left the meeting) to adjourn.  12:38 p.m.
