The Board of Commissioners also requests that the Meade County State’s Attorney’s office review such proposed contracts and agreements prior to commission action, as a matter of course.


Comments were taken from the Department Heads regarding the same.  Aker would like to see whether this should be discussed further or if anything should be done at all.   The Department Heads gave input to the Commission and Commissioner Aker will present a re-draft of the proposed policy.


Kim Cook and Tish Linard from Experience Works came before the Board to discuss what Experience Works is about.  Cook explained that the program takes seniors that are 55 and over with income qualifications and puts them into training programs to eventually go out into the work force.  Cook would ask that one of their participants come into the County for training.   The Board took the same under advisement.
