PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

July 6, 2009


The Board of Meade County Commissioners met July 6, 2009 to take their annual Meade County road tour with Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr.  Commissioners Robert Mallow, Dayle Hammock, Doreen Creed and Gary Cammack along with Human Resource/Commissioner Administrative Assistant Joell Romick were present.

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on July 7, 2009, at 8:30 a.m. with Commissioners Robert Mallow, Dayle Hammock, Alan Aker, Doreen Creed and Gary Cammack present.  

The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Meade County Chief Deputy Tom Wilts came before the Board to discuss rally hires.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve, for the purposes of the 2009 Motorcycle Rally, to add over and above the normal staffing the following hires:


Twelve (12) temporary deputies @ $15.25 per hour


Twenty-five (25) correctional personnel @ $11.50 per hour


Five (5) communications personnel @ $11.50 per hour


One (1) court house security @ $11.50 per hour


Three (3) correctional culinary personnel @ $11.05 per hour

and to authorize the Meade County Sheriff or command staff to bring on any additional needed personnel in the event of a critical incident, which at this time may be unforeseen.  


Commissioner Cammack amended said motion to include that the permanent staff be paid the same as any temporary staff hired during the rally.  Commissioner Hammock seconded the amendment to the motion.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Hammock, Creed and Cammack.  Voting no:  Aker.  Motion carried.


Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc. and Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance came to update the Board on the Meade County – Erskine/Primary School remodel.  Discussion was had regarding current issues involving geotechnical quotes.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the estimated quote of $5,865.00 from American Technical Services, Inc. out of Black Hawk, SD to perform the geotechnical testing on the Erskine School Remodel.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the expenditure of $10,563.00 to resolve the issue with a low-bearing wall in the basement area of the Erskine Building.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the proposal to relocate the vestibule bearing wall in the amount of $8,569.00.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the expenditure of $2,887.00 for columns at the second floor non-bearing wall.  


Motion was made Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the verification of our architect to authorize the expenditure of the additional masonry restoration in the amount of $5,560.00, with potentially additional masonry work as needed.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the acquisition of the described used DVRS equipment from Lawrence County and the same to be used during the Erskine project and in various other locations on the County campus, and that said expenditure will come from the computer budget.

Commissioner Aker left the meeting at 11:00 a.m.


Discussion was had regarding County clean up.  


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve $35.00 per diem for the Weed Board.

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the First Reading of Revised Ordinance #25 with the amendments to the definitions and in regards to State Statute, also the amendment that the Meade County Sheriff’s Office be named as the enforcement office.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to set a hearing for August 12, 2009 at 3:30 p.m. for Second Reading of Revised Ordinance #25.  


Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, that if the retired Register of Deeds Angela Ross decides she (Ross) needs to retain legal counsel relative to the current lawsuit that is underway that those legal fees will be paid for by Meade County.  Voting yes:  Creed, Aker and Hammock.  Voting no:  Mallow and Cammack.  Motion carried.  


Meade County State’s Attorney Jesse Sondreal and Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came to update the Board on State’s Attorney matters.  Sondreal informed the Board that he has money in his budget to hire additional help during the rally and wanted to let the Board know that he will need two (2) additional employees during the rally.  


Discussion was had regarding the 640 acres owned by Meade County located east of town.  Mr. Pat Daly would like to lease the same from the County.  Cammack would like to get permission from the Board to start the process and to review a new rental agreement with the Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad.   The Board informed Commissioner Cammack to proceed with the same.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the May 27, 2009 special meeting minutes, June 2, 3 & 4, 2009 regular commission meeting minutes, June 16, 2009 & June 25, 2009 special meeting minutes.  


The Board of Meade County Commissioners set up Tuesday, August 25, 2009 as a work session day for fiscal year budget 2010.  Said meeting will start at 8:30 a.m.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to return the Two-Hundred Dollar ($200.00) application fee of Monkey Rock USA LLC due to the change in the law that took effect July 1, 2009.


The Board opened up the floor to take testimony on The Patch LLC.  *All testimony will be on the original transcript of the court reporter.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the retail on-off sale malt beverage license of The Patch LLC.


Meeting recessed at 4:40 p.m. and reconvened Wednesday July 8, 2009 at 8:30 a.m., with Mallow, Hammock, Aker, Creed and Cammack present.


Ross Lamphere along with Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came before the Board to discuss the Kickstart/Glencoe/Lamphere entrance.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, that in the spirit of cooperation the County would split the cost of asphalt for safety purposes on the high traffic area not to exceed $100.00. Voting yes:  Mallow, Hammock and Cammack.  Voting no:  Aker and Creed.  Motion carried.  


Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on Highway Department matters.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following Utility Installation Within the Public Right of Ways:


Arle Radway- Township 7, Range 16, Section 32 (Plainview Road)


Gary Lillie and Joe Price of Autumn Meadows Road District came before the Board to inquire about the safety issues on Erickson Ranch Road because the asphalt patching is breaking up.  


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, to direct the Highway Department Superintendent to research whether the engineering done on Erickson Ranch Road would qualify for STIP funds.  Voting yes:  Creed and Aker.  Voting no:  Mallow, Hammock and Cammack.  Motion failed.  


Discussion was had regarding mag watering of Little Elk Creek Road.  The Meade County Highway Superintendent will have people in the area and the same will get mag watered later in the week or early next week.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Sturgis branch of Brosz Engineering as the consultants for all Meade County Road Projects to include DOT projects involving federal highway funds.  


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the bid of Corr Construction Services, Inc of Hermosa, SD as the low bidder with a proposal of $444,402.85 for BRF 6401(03), PCN 5722, Meade County Structure & Approach Grading.   


Neil Rowett along with George Vansco of the South Dakota Association of Rural Water Systems came to update the Board on the Bear Butte Valley Water, Inc.  Rowett wanted to update the Board on what has been going on with the Bear Butte Valley Water, Inc.  Rowett would ask that the Board grant a $3,000.00 allocation for bonding and insurance, etc.  Rowett informed the Board they currently have $1,500.00 but the same will be used for a matching fund for the project.  


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, to allocate $2,000.00 to the Bear Butte Valley Water, Inc.


Discussion was had regarding the same and Commissioner Hammock asked that the Board reconsider and allot $3,000.00 because of the complexity of the same and what the project will bring to the Community.  


Commissioner Aker amended his motion to allocate $3,000.00 to the project, Commissioner Creed seconded the amendment.  All Commissioners voted yes to approve the allocation of $3,000.00 to the Bear Butte Valley Water, Inc.   


Discussion was had with the Meade County Highway Department Superintendent Ken McGirr regarding clay/dirt content on gravel roads.  


Brandon Jones on behalf of Tom Carter requested a formal hearing date for improvement of section line located between Sections 4 & 5, Township 3 North, Range 6 East, BHM, Meade County, SD.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to set a date for hearing on August 12, 2009 at 8:30 a.m.  


City of Sturgis Fire Chief Ron Koan came before the Board to discuss the possibility of acquiring 10,000 square feet of land located at the County Highway Shop for a possible future rural fire station.  Koan informed the Board that he applied for a grant under the stimulus package and if successful the funds could be used to build a rural fire station.  The Board took the same under advisement and informed Koan to keep them updated.


A request was presented to the Board regarding an indigent person requesting assistance for dentures.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to deny the assistance request due to the person being over the income guidelines.  


Deb Kopetzky came before the Board to ask that the Board waive the vendor fees for the Threshing Bee.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the waiving of the vendor fees for the 2009 Threshing Bee.  


Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon for lunch and reconvened at 1:00 p.m.


Robert Heidgerken and Anita Lee came to update the Board on Resource Advisory matters.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, authorizing the Chairman to sign the letter in support of passage of S604, The Federal Reserve Sunshine Act of 2009.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Hammock and Aker.  Voting no:  Creed and Cammack.  Commissioner Creed would like the same to be of record that she (Creed) voted no because she feels it is outside the scope of the Resource Advisory Committee.


Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, that I (Creed) believe that if we are sending letters to Congressional Delegations and that the letter meets the request, if it was an unanimous opinion of the Board, and that if it is not unanimous I think it needs to say the majority.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Aker, Creed and Cammack.  Voting no:  Hammock.  Motion carried.
Meade County Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich, along with Jennifer Phillips, Planning Inspection II and Planning Secretary Shellee Kuper came before the Board to present plats and variances.

Matt Hawkins – wanted to address the comments and would like to give the history on the campground and what their plans are for the future of the campground.

Hearing was set for 4:00 p.m. for Second Reading of Ordinance #10 - An Ordinance of Meade County Providing Criteria for Accepting Roads on to the County Highway System or the County Secondary Highways or Local Feeder Roads together hereinafter referred to as “County Roads” in Meade County.  

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Second Reading of Revised Ordinance #10, with proposed changes. 

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to adopt Ordinance #10.

Commissioner Aker left the meeting at 4:06 p.m.  

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Lower Tier Debarment Certification of West River Electric Association, Inc.  

Hearing was set for 4:30 p.m. for the tabled matter of the Box Elder Annexation public hearing.  Present from the City of Box Elder were Mayor Al Dial and Planning and Zoning Coordinator Michael McMahon were on hand.   

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to take the matter off of the table.
