PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

August 25, 2009

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in special session on August 25, 2009, at 8:00 a.m. with Robert Mallow, Dayle Hammock, Alan Aker, Doreen Creed and Gary Cammack present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc. came before the Board to discuss the preliminary analysis for the UJS/Meade County Courthouse.   Also present was Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance, Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich, Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin and Fourth Circuit Judge Jerome Eckrich.  

Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came before the Board to discuss the Highway Department Budget for Fiscal Year 2010.  


Discussion took place regarding John Deere Motorgraders.  Present was Scott Clyde, Sales Professional from John Deere.  

Chris Lien and Pat McElgunn came before the Board to discuss funding in the 2010 Fiscal Year Budget for the Ellsworth Task Force.  The Board took the same under advisement.

Dave Boone, City of Sturgis Manager, and concerned citizens came before the Board to discuss the Sly Hill Project.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, to authorize Chairman Mallow to co-sign a letter with a representative from the City of Sturgis to request that Darin Bergquist from SD Department of Transportation or a designated person meet with the citizens, City Council and County Board Members to respond to questions regarding Sly Hill.    

Commissioner Creed suggested a formal amendment to the motion to include that Meade County will share with the City of Sturgis the local match for this project.  Commissioner Aker seconded the formal amendment.  Voting yes to the amendment: Creed and Aker.  Voting no to the amendment: Mallow, Hammock and Cammack.  Motion failed.  

Voting yes to the original motion:  Mallow, Hammock, Aker, Creed and Cammack.  Motion carried.
 
Discussion was had regarding the proposed road design in the amount of $100,000.00 for 131st Avenue.  Abstaining from the discussion was Commissioner Hammock.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock.  Hammock then explained he would not second it because he would not comment on it.  Seconded by Cammack, to take the funds for 131st Avenue out of the Equalization and Planning Budget (line item “professional services and fees”).  Voting yes:  Mallow, Aker and Cammack.  Voting no:  Creed.  Motion carried.  

Discussion for Fiscal Year Budget 2010 ensued.


Commissioner Creed asked that Sturgis Public Library Board Member Terry Hermann come in to discuss some additional questions regarding the Library Budget for Fiscal Year 2010.  Sturgis Public Librarian Julie Moore was present via telephone to answer questions of the Board regarding the Piedmont and Sturgis Library.   The Board had asked if $15,000 for Piedmont and $43,000 for Sturgis would suffice.  Moore took the same under advisement and would come in to see the Board at their regular September meeting.  


Meeting adjourned.  The next regular meeting of the Meade County Commission will be September 1st & 2nd, 2009.
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
