PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

August 11, 2009

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session in Faith, SD on August 11, 2009, at 9:50 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dayle Hammock, Doreen Creed and Gary Cammack present.  Commissioner Alan Aker, absent.


Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on Highway Department matters.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following Utility Installation Within the Public Right of Ways:


West River Electric – Township 2 North, Range 9 East, Section 4, Meade County SD (150th 
Place).

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Agreement for Voluntary Right of Way Donation Project No. BRO 8047(22).  


Discussion was had on a policy in response to requests for equipment operators to help in fighting fires.  Direction was given for McGirr to get with Human Resource/Commissioner Admin. Assistant Joell Romick and come up with a policy to be reviewed at the next Commission meeting.  McGirr was also directed to get firefighting training and safety costs gathered as well.  


McGirr asked for direction from the Board when County residents are requesting speed limit changes.  The Board directed McGirr to send requests to Commissioner Assistant Romick and the same will be put on the agenda.  


City of Faith Finance Officer Debbie Brown, on behalf of City of Faith Mayor Glen Haines, came before the Board to discuss firefighting equipment and personnel.  Discussion was had on using Meade County Highway equipment for fire-fighting incidents.  The Board suggested that until a policy is completed by Superintendent McGirr and Commissioner Assistant Romick, the Faith dispatch will need to contact Meade County dispatch who will request equipment from McGirr or a Meade County Commissioner.  


The City of Faith also asked the Board for the possibility of law enforcement help during their Centennial Stock Show in August of 2010, which is the same time as the official weekend of the Rally.  The Board informed Brown they would talk to Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin, but the same was probably not a possibility because law enforcement was needed for the Rally.  


Discussion was had regarding Cemetery Road in Faith, SD.  McGirr informed the Board the same was still on the list to be fixed.  

Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon for lunch.

Meeting reconvened at 1:20 p.m.


Meade County Human Resource/Commissioner Admin. Assistant Joell Romick came before the Board to discuss human resource matters.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to move Kay Andrews in the Register of Deeds Office from a ¾ time employee to a full-time employee effective August 10, 2009.   

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the pay grade change of Civil Process Server from a Grade 4 to a Grade 6, due to overlooking the position when the Correction Officers and Dispatchers were changed January 1, 2009.  Pay grade change will take effect immediately.  


Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the raise in life insurance from $10,000 to $25,000 and to go with Hartford Life Insurance policy, as quoted, beginning January 1st, 2010.  


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to personnel matters. 

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve Bill Pugh in the Maintenance Department to receive a two pay step increase from a 14B of $14.42 to a 14D of $15.30 effective 8/18/09.  

Meeting recessed at 2:15 p.m. and reconvened in Sturgis, SD Wednesday, August 12, 2009 at 8:30 a.m. with Mallow, Hammock, Aker, Creed and Cammack present.


Hearing was set for 8:30 a.m. for improvement of section line of Tom Carter.  Shannon Vasknetz, representing Tom Carter, came before the Board regarding the same. Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following request for improvement of section line:

Tom Carter - Sections 4 & 5, Township 3 North, Range 6 Eat, BHM, Meade County SD (100’ South)

Hearing was set for 9:00 a.m. for Second Reading of Ordinance #31 - A Communication Towers Ordinance of Meade County, South Dakota.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Second Reading of Ordinance #31.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to adopt Ordinance #31- A Communication Towers Ordinance of Meade County, South Dakota.

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the minutes of the July 1st, 2009 special meeting and the July 6th & 7th, 2009 regular Commission meeting.  


Sheriff Ron Merwin came before the Board to discuss hail damage to the patrol vehicles and a vehicle that was damaged in a collision.  The same will be turned into insurance and repaired.  Merwin discussed with the Board jail commissary money and what the same gets used for in the jail.  Said account is audited by the SD Department of Legislative Audit.  Merwin then presented to the Board a check for surplus funds  from the account in the amount of $15,000.00 to go into the General Fund.  
The Board asked if Sheriff Merwin would look into law enforcement showing a presence at the Centennial Faith Stock Show in August 2010.  Merwin will take the same under advisement.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the application for tax exempt status for Weston Heights Paving District, Lot B of Lot 23, Block 5 (Weston Heights Subdivision).

*Commissioner Hammock will abstain from the following discussion.


Commissioner Aker opened discussions regarding the connecting of 131st Avenue with Cardinal Place.  Commissioner Aker informed the group that the road is needed.
Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, that Meade County construct a county-spec gravel road connecting 131st Avenue with Cardinal Place to be located within the section line, except for right-of-way to be acquired at Alkali Creek and that Meade County hire Brosz Engineering to design the road at a cost not to exceed $100,000.00, and that Meade County negotiate for the acquisition of the right-of-way at Alkali Creek. 
Concerned citizens voiced their opinions both in favor and against said proceeding with the proposed extension of said Highway 79.  Questions were raised to the Board about the funding of the same.  

 Abstaining: Hammock.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Aker and Cammack.  Voting no:  Creed. Motion carried.  

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve setting a hearing for September 1st, 2009 at 10:45 a.m. for the following Retail (on-off sale) Malt Beverage Application:


McKee’s Pub & Grill – Lots 23 & 24, Tract I, East Law Addition, Section 8, Township 2 North, 
Range 7 East, BHM, Meade County, SD.  


Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc. and Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance came to update the Board on the Meade County – Erskine/Primary School remodel.

Voting yes:  Hammock, Aker and Creed.  Voting no:  Mallow and Cammack.  Motion carried. 


Meeting recessed at 12:10 p.m. and reconvened at 1:00 p.m.  

Robert Heidgerken, Anita Lee and Craig Shaver from the Resource Advisory Committee came to update the Board on committee matters.

Said District shall be and is hereby declared to be an incorporated Road District to be known as North High Meadows Road District, all pursuant to SDCL 31-12A.

DISASTER RESOLUTION FOR GRASSHOPPER INFESTATION

WHEREAS, a large portion of Meade County is agricultural land comprised of grazing and crop production land, and

WHEREAS, the moisture and high foliage in 2008 coupled with the recent moisture has created an environment conducive to extensive grasshopper reproduction, and

WHEREAS, the grasshopper population is having an enormous effect on the production  capabilities of the agricultural industry, which in turn severely affects the entire local economy, and

WHEREAS, the lack of adequate County resources to combat the huge grasshopper population, coupled with the Countywide infestation is causing extensive damage to grazing land, hay production areas and crop production, and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Meade County Commissioners declare that current overpopulation of grasshoppers has created a natural disaster within Meade County, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that both farmer/ranchers and local businesses may be eligible for any and all available assistance under Farm Services Agency and Small Business Administration Agency retroactive to January 1, 2009,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board of County Commissioners for and on behalf of the citizens of Meade County, request that the Governor of the State of South Dakota petition the Secretary of Agriculture to declare Meade County a disaster area.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that an Emergency exists in Meade County and this Resolution shall be in effect from and after its publication and this action is necessary for the preservation of the public health and safety.
