PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

September 1, 2009

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on September 1, 2009, at 8:30 a.m. with Robert Mallow, Dayle Hammock, Alan Aker, Doreen Creed and Gary Cammack present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve paying for Meade County employee’s flu shots at the County Health Nurse Office.  The County Health Nurse will announce the date when employees can come in to have their flu shots.


Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer read an invitation to the Meade County Commission and Department Heads from Robin Shrake, Chairperson Sturgis Mustang Rally, to attend the 3rd annual Sturgis Mustang Rally over the Labor Day Weekend.  


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the minutes from the August 11th & 12th, 2009 Commission Meeting.


Hearing was held at 10:15 a.m. for the 45-Day Comment Period for Title III Funds.  Members of the Sturgis Volunteer Fire Department Dave McCarthy , Cindy Swenby, Chris Grubl and San Monahan were on hand to present a proposal for a ¾ ton Chevrolet Suburban with Mattrax (rubber treaded tracks).

Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, that we fund $22,500.00 of Title III Funds for the ¾ ton Suburban with Mattrax, contingent on them supplying data for percentage of use in the Forest.   Voting yes:  Creed.  Voting no:  Mallow, Hammock, Aker and Cammack.  Motion failed. Discussion ensued regarding waiting on other departments to turn in their requests.


Pete Reinert came before the Board to discuss a road issue and the possibility of the County blading and/or possible snow removal.  The Board will discuss the same during the Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr’s time on Wednesday.  


Hearing was set for 10:45 a.m. for a retail on-off sale malt beverage license for McKee’s Pub & Grill.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following retail on-off sale malt beverage license:


McKee’s Pub & Grill – Lots 23 & 24, Tract I, East Law Addition, Section 8, Township 2 North, 
Range 7 East, BHM, Meade County, SD.  


Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc. and Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance came to update the Board on the Meade County – Erskine/Primary School remodel.  


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the quote of Sacrison Paving and Short Construction for paving of the parking lot east of the Maintenance Shop in the amount of $21,687.00.  Said expenditure to come out of the 233 Fund.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the expenditure of $4,684.00, as an extra on the Erskine Project, to repair masonry at the base of the old boiler room which was discovered during the course of construction.



Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon and reconvened at 1:00 p.m.


Julie Moore, Sturgis City Librarian along with Board Member Teri Hermann and Patricia Ball, Volunteer Library Director for the Piedmont Library came to discuss the Budget for Fiscal Year 2010.  


Motion was made by Creed to increase the allotment to the Piedmont Public Library for Fiscal Year 2010 by $10,000.00.  Motion died for lack of a second.


Carol Johnson came before the Board to discuss a tax loan for taxes to be paid in Fall River County.  The Board advised that the County does not do tax loans.  


Stan DeBolt came before the Board to ask for assistance forming the Madison Trail Road District.   Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to allot $2,000.00 for the proposed Madison Trail Road District.  


Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Admin. Joell Romick came before the Board to discuss human resource matters.  


Discussion was had regarding the inclement weather policy.  Motion was made by Aker, Chairman Mallow passed the gavel to Vice-Chairman Hammock and seconded the motion, that beginning January 1, 2010 the County will do away with the personal day.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Hammock and Aker.  Voting no:  Creed and Cammack.  Motion carried.
