PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

November 3, 2009

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on November 3, 2009, at 8:30 a.m. with Robert Mallow, Dayle Hammock, Alan Aker, Doreen Creed and Gary Cammack present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to put in two memorial benches, one bench will be located on East Spruce Street and the other will be located in front of the Sturgis Police Department.  Said benches are in memory of Reserve Sturgis Police Officer Terry Williams.

Meade County Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Joell Romick came to update the Board on human resource matters.  


Romick informed the Board that the State of South Dakota declared Christmas Eve Day, December 24, 2009 as a holiday.  According to the Meade County Policy Handbook, if the State declares a holiday the County will also acknowledge that holiday.  Therefore, the Board agreed that December 24, 2009 will be a full day (8 hour) holiday instead of a half-day (4 hour).   Commissioner Hammock would like the record to reflect that it costs the County approximately $36,000.00 for every additional holiday that we add.  


Romick presented to the Board grant information from the SDML Worker’s Compensation Fund for EMS services.  

Romick informed the Board that she would like to have benefit meetings on the following dates for the Meade County employees:  


November 10, 2009 from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m.


November 12, 2009 from 2:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m.


November 18, 2009 from 2:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m.


November 20, 2009 from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m.

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to require the employees of Meade County to attend the benefits meetings as scheduled, also with an additional note to the Union Steward advising him of these meetings.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to personnel matters.  


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Discussion was held on the County’s cellular plan and the different plans and costs of the same.  Wayde Walther from Verizon Wireless came before the Board to discuss the County’s government contracts at the present time and what his company can do in the future regarding the same.    

Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc. and Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance came to update the Board on the Meade County – Erskine/Primary School remodel.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the expenditure of no more than $15,000.00 to waterproof the north end of the east wall of the Erskine Building.    


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the expenditure of  $16,418.00 for RFP#4 (Structural Modifications) to the Erskine Building. 

Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad and Deputy Director of Equalization Rhea Crane came before the Board to discuss a records retention policy.  

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve signing The Common Records Retention and Destruction Schedule Guide for South Dakota Counties.  


Commissioner Hammock left the meeting.


Romick discussed with the Board renewal information for next year’s Wellmark Blue Cross Blue Shield healthcare insurance.  Romick informed the Board that there was an increase of 14.76%.

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, to approve keeping the percentages as they are at 90% and 75% and make the deductibles $500.00, $750.00 and $1,000.00.  Motion and second was withdrawn by Aker and Cammack.  

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, to leave the co-pays the same at 90% and 75% and that we eliminate the $250.00 deductible for single/$500 family and substitute it with $500 for single/$1000 for family.   Voting yes:  Mallow, Aker and Cammack.  Voting no:  Creed.
Commissioner Creed stated for the record “I will vote no because of the County’s discrepancy in the dollar contribution it makes for single versus family policies.”  
Romick will go over said benefits and the amounts at the scheduled benefit meetings for the employees of Meade County.   


Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon and resumed at 1:00 p.m.

Commissioner Hammock returned to the meeting.  


Deb Wicks from the Tri-County Soil Conservation District along with the Tri-County Soil Conservation Board members Dave Fischbach, Harold Waterland and Larry Stomprud came before the Board to discuss the conservation district secretary position and the past history of the same.  On hand was Angela Ehlers Executive Director of SD Conservation Districts to answer any questions the Board may have, along with Shannon Lensegrav from the Elk Creek Soil Conservation District and Elk Creek Soil Conservation District Board Member Dale Lundgren.  

Discussion was had regarding forming a grant committee in Meade County.  No decision was made at this time. 


Hearing was set for 1:45 p.m. for supplementing of the FY2009 Budget.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following supplement:
RESOLUTION ADOPTING SUPPLEMENTAL BUDGET FOR MEADE COUNTY, SD


WHEREAS, the County of Meade, South Dakota, did not provide sufficient revenue by the final adoption of the budget for the year beginning January 1, 2009, and ending December 31, 2009, necessary to enable the county to conduct the indispensable functions of government, and 

WHEREAS, Section 7-21-22 of the Code of the State of South Dakota, makes it mandatory that the Board of County Commissioners adopt and approve a supplemental budget for appropriations for such amounts as the County Commissioners deem necessary,

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to set a hearing for December 2, 2009 at 3:00 p.m. in the Meade County Courthouse Community Room.

Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came to update the Board on State’s Attorney matters.


Discussion was had regarding code enforcement for the County.  Present was Meade County Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich and Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad to give a report on the same.  

Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich presented to the Board a Commercial Wind Generator Facility Application Form.  Present was David Lust representing Duke Energy.  The legal description is as follows:

Harvey A. Beug – Section 1, Township 5 North, Range 7 East, BHM, Meade County, SD (13814 Alkali Road). 
Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the permit.   

Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer came before the Board to discuss minute taking and motions.  Schieffer explained to the Board that is was difficult to be able to transcribe minutes verbatim on a system that will not pick up a certain range of voices.  Schieffer also informed the Board that she would like to know, at the time of discussion, if something needs to be specifically placed of record, not after the minutes have been sent out, then go back and listen to lengthy tapes.  Discussion ensued about writing motions out so there was no margin of error or changing of the same.  Schieffer asked if the Board would have a problem with her sending them to the paper to be published and if the Board wanted additions or corrections they are made and placed of record at the next regular meeting of the Commission.  The Board in general had no problem with the same.  The Board then suggested that Schieffer get together with Meade County Head of Maintenance Kevin Forrester to research a better transcribing system for the County
Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the minutes of the October 6th & 7th, 2009 regular Commission meeting along with the October 20th, 2009 special meeting.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to set a hearing for December 1, 2009 at 1:00 p.m. for bid letting of three (3) new Sheriff Department vehicles. 

Meade County Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Joell Romick came back before the Board to discuss renewal rates for Delta Dental Insurance.   Romick informed the Commission that there was a 9.4% increase regarding the same.   Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, to offer to pay 75% of the family’s cost and 100% of the singles.   Voting yes:  Aker and Creed.  Voting no:  Mallow, Hammock and Cammack.  Motion failed.  

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve accepting the Delta Dental plan as presented by Romick.  Romick will go over said benefits and the amounts at the scheduled benefit meetings for the employees of Meade County.   


Discussion was had on Title III Funding.  After review of the new regulations for Title III funding, done by Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad, none of the requests from the Sturgis Fire Department or the Black Hawk Fire Department comply with said regulations.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session for personnel matters.  


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.  

Meeting recessed at 5:10 p.m. and reconvened Wednesday, November 4, 2009 at 8:30 a.m. with Mallow, Hammock, Aker, Creed and Cammack present.

The meeting regarding the 131st Avenue Extension was moved to the Community Room of the Meade County Courthouse.

Commissioner Hammock made of record that he will be abstaining from the discussion and vote regarding the same.


Dave Jagim from Brosz Engineering was called upon by the Board to present the update regarding 131st Avenue.  Jagim informed the Board that there were two options that were made available and explained the same to the Board.  (*Maps of Options 1 & 2 are on file in the Meade County Auditor’s Office.)

Concerned citizens voiced their opinions in opposition to the same stating that two Commissioners had a vested economic interest in said extension.  


The question was asked as to why the options did not follow the motion as to going up the section line.   Commissioner Aker informed the Board that one of the landowners is the controlling authority on the land and offered to the County the option of a deviation of the section line to benefit him as well as the County with no cost to the County.  If that proves not to be the offer Aker would oppose paying for right of way acquisitions and would want to get back more closely to the section line.  


Commissioner Aker went on to say that this could be a great cultural and economic impact on tourism for people going to Bear Butte or to Fort Meade.  Also Aker feels this would be a great benefit to the kids that attend high school at Sturgis Brown High from the Piedmont Area.  


Commissioner Cammack felt that the same would be a benefit for everybody and that commerce will occur in that area and benefit commuters with jobs in the Black Hawk area and Rapid City, and a huge plus to safety and emergency vehicles.


Commissioner Creed opposed stating that the County has massive demands for millions of dollars on other issues.  The County did not buy motorgraders this year because funding was not there.  The County has had a proposal asking that 6 to 7 million be put into the existing courthouse building.  Creed asked how can we have all these known costs and then want to build a road.


The same was called back to the Board for a vote on the options.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, to direct our Planning Department to work with Brosz Engineering to get the necessary right-of-ways to build Option 1.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Aker and Cammack.  Voting no:  Creed.  Abstaining:  Hammock.   Motion carried.   


Jess Nelson and Michael Deutsch from Blucksberg Paving District came before the Board to re-visit the sanding issue discussion from the October 2009 Commission Meeting.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to provide the salt sand mix that has been provided to date to Blucksberg at the County’s expense and with the understanding that in going forward we would be willing to provide the transportation of the product to the storage site at our convenience.  Said agreement to be reviewed annually.  

Commissioner Aker offered an amendment to the motion, to state as a policy of Meade County that we will provide also the material to any road district in Meade County as long as they own their own sanding equipment and have paved roads.  Commissioner Creed seconded the amendment.   Commissioner Aker withdrew his amendment.
Commissioner Aker offered a seconded amendment to the motion, that it is within the policy of Meade County to provide sanding material to any road district in Meade County as long as there is a storage facility okayed by the Meade County Highway Superintendent, sanding equipment approved by the Meade County Highway Superintendent and that they have partially paved roads.  Commissioner Creed seconded the amendment.  Voting yes: Aker, Hammock and Creed.  Voting no: Cammack and Mallow.   Motion carried.  

Meade County Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich came before the Board to continue discussion from last month’s Commission meeting regarding the name change for Sturgis Road.   It was suggested that from Peaceful Pines south that the name Black Hawk Road be used as an extender off of the original Black Hawk Road.   The Board also discussed the names of Stagecoach Way, Black Hawk Service Road or Sturgis Road Service Road for the other portion to be named.  Commissioner Aker suggested honoring Christopher Soelzer by naming that portion after him.  The Board suggested Creed check with the family to see if that portion of Sturgis Road could be named in memory of Christopher Soelzer.   

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the changing the name of Sturgis Road (from Peaceful pines south) to Black Hawk Road.


Linda Daknis and concerned citizens came before the Board to discuss the condition of Avalanche Road.   Daknis explained to the Board that the traffic has increased due to the development in Lawrence County right next to Avalanche road and that the road has not been graveled in a long time.  Daknis and others referred to the Meade County Transportation Plan wherein Avalanche Road is listed as a top priority for fixing.   Daknis and others would like to know why the asphalt was originally milled up on that road and what the traffic counts are regarding the same.
Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr addressed why the asphalt was milled up due to the failure of the road.  McGirr expressed that this was before his time as superintendent but received the information from fellow workers.  McGirr explained that a traffic count was done between June 24 and July 2, 2009 and the daily count was 924.   Discussion took place as to when resources become available Avalanche will be worked on according to the transportation plan.

Daknis asked the Board as to why the County can spend over a million dollars to build a gravel road off of 131st Avenue but cannot, according to the Meade County Transportation Plan, take care of a top priority road.  The Board will take the complaints and suggestions from the concerned citizens under advisement.  

Andy Mitchell, Jim Delzer and Jim England from Rolling Dice Road District came before the Board to request gravel from the County for their district.   The Board felt they could not help the district at this time and took no action on the same.  
Meade County Appraiser Rae Schneider came before the Board to present an application for add-omitted property.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following add-omitted property:

Marv Kammerer came before the Board to discuss an easement issue.  

Meade County Commission will not take a lunch hour instead will be doing a working lunch.
Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on highway department matters.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following Utility Installation Within the Public Right-of-Ways:

McGirr informed the Board that on November 17th, 2009 at 1:00 p.m. will be the final walk off on Sly Hill Road.  


Robert Heidgerken and Anita Lee from the Resource Advisory Committee came to update the Board on committee matters.    The Committee presented to the Board a resolution addressing Legislative Oversight of Gubernatorial Board Appointments.  

Commissioner Creed stated for the record that “we have a process for submitting resolutions concerning state legislative actions and our fellow Commissioner Dayle Hammock sits on that State Committee. We consider such resolutions in the summer. They are then acted upon by the district association and ultimately by the commission association at its annual convention in September. The timing on this and other similar proposed resolutions should be considered for submittal at that time.”


Commissioner Hammock explained that if that resolution was to go to the Black Hills Association for approval then that is the time, but a resolution that is brought to just the Commission can be brought at anytime.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, to adopt the Resource Advisory Committee resolution addressing Legislative Oversight of Gubernatorial Board Appointments as follows:

WHEREAS, the protection of private property, individual rights, and liberty lie in a balance of power among the three governmental branches, and 

WHEREAS, the legislature has passed laws creating executive regulatory boards and commissions without concurrent legislative influence over appointments to those boards and commissions, and

WHEREAS, the proliferation and increase in power of executive branch boards and commissions has resulted in rule-making and policy formation with the power of law but without legislative oversight,

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Meade County Commissioners requests the legislature to enact a law requiring legislative approval of all executive board and commission appointments.
