PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

December 1, 2009

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on December 1, 2009, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dayle Hammock, Alan Aker, Doreen Creed and Gary Cammack present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the minutes of the November 3rd & 4th, 2009 regular meeting with noted changes, November 9th, 2009 and November 19th, 2009 special meeting minutes.


Meade County Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Joell Romick came before the Board to present a job description for the Commission Administrative Assistant.   Discussion was had regarding the need for the same.


Travis Lipp from the SD Field Office BLM Fire Management came before the Board to discuss prescribed fire burns on BLM land.


Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance came to update the Board on the Meade County – Erskine/Primary School remodel.  


Meeting recessed at 11:36 a.m. and reconvened at 1:00 p.m.


Hearing was set for 1:00 p.m. for the bid opening of three (3) new Sheriff Department vehicles.  One bid was received as follows:

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to table the matter regarding the Sheriff’s vehicles that were bid for 1:00 p.m. so the Sheriff can review the specifications and availability of the products in comparison to the State bid.   The matter will be addressed again  Thursday, December 3, 2009 at 2:00 p.m.


Cindy Swenby, San Monahan and Derrick Linn, Board Members of the Sturgis Volunteer Fire Department, came before the Board to discuss an allocation from the County in the amount of $22,500.00 for a ¾ ton Chevrolet Suburban with Mattrax (rubber treaded tracks).  The Sturgis Volunteer Fire Department had previously come in with the proposal to request Title III Funds for the same but under the parameters it did not qualify.   Discussion ensued about the percentage of calls the SVFD responds to as far as City versus County.  Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker to approve the amount of $22,500.00.  A substitute motion was offered by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to table the matter until Thursday, December 3, 2009 at 8:00 a.m. to review our current budget and fiscal year 2010 budget.  


Tom Haggerty with Haggerty Music Works and Head of Maintenance Kevin Forrester came before the Board to discuss recording equipment for the County.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, to proceed with the matters as presented regarding the recording software equipment, which is not subject to the bidding guidelines, for Phase 1 not to exceed $14,000.00.   Motion was withdrawn.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize proceeding with Phase 1, with the projector eliminated from the phase of the project, and the dollar amount not to exceed $11,000.00.


Scott Sabers and Cheryl Eisenbraun from Sturgis Economic Development Corporation came before the Board to introduce new President Liz Larkin.   Larkin gave the Board a brief background on herself and looked forward to working with the County Commission.  


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came to update the Board on State’s Attorney matters.   Discussion ensued about agenda items and open meeting regulations.  


Chleborad addressed the Board regarding review of a County pasture lease with Broken Bridge Livestock.  Chleborad has been working on the same with Attorney Eric Bogue.   Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to table the matter regarding the proposed Broken Bridge pasture lease.  


Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich came before the Board to present a review of special area Zoning District #1 (Summerset area).


Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich came before the Board to discuss the renaming of Sturgis Road (from Peaceful Pines Road in Black Hawk-North to a road called Cheryl Lane).   Present were Al and Delaine Johnson.  Mrs. Johnson thanked the Board for them considering naming a street after the late Cpt. Chris Soelzer.  Mrs. Johnson informed the Board that a banner will be displayed with Cpt. Chris Soelzer’s name, hometown, where he was killed and the date.  The Board informed Johnsons that the new Erskine Building will have a display case and asked them to get back to the Board if they would like the banner to be displayed within. Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the name of Cpt. Soelzer St. for that portion of Sturgis Road. The Board will also look into announcing a public ceremony when the street sign is to be put into place.

Paul Bisson, Leslie Snoozy-Kaitfors and interested parties, representing the SEDC & Greater Sturgis Lifecare Foundation, appeared requesting the Board earmark some of the recovery zone economic development bonds to help finance senior living units.  The Board indicated support of the proposition, but requested further investigation into the matter before any commitments were made.
