PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

December 22, 2009

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in special session on December 22, 2009, at 8:00 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Dayle Hammock, Alan Aker, Doreen Creed and Gary Cammack present.  

Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin came before the Board to discuss the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 JAG Awards.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Chairman signing the application for the 2009 JAG Award in the amount of $43,562.00 to fund the lap top computers for current stand alone and linked usage.  The funding is provided by the Department of Justice.  

Troy Dobyns came before the Board for rental assistance in the amount of $525.00.  Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, to approve the assistance based on past history.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Hammock, Aker and Creed.  Voting no:  Cammack.  Motion carried.  

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following resolution:

Resolution For Capital Project Fund
Whereas: The Meade County Board of County Commissioners had previously, by Resolution, determined the need for additional space for county offices; and

Whereas:  The Meade County Board of County Commissioners had previously, by Resolution, agreed to purchase the Erskine School Building and Primary Building to meet the needs of the county, and have purchased such building; and

Whereas:  The remodel and renovation of the Erskine School Building and Primary Building will require significant funds for capital improvements and will result in the purchase of services, materials, supplies and equipment; and

Whereas:  for budgetary purposes it appears desirable and necessary to create and continue to fund a separate (300) Capital Project Fund for designation of funds for the capital improvements during the upcoming budget years; now

Therefore be it resolved by the Meade County Board of County Commissioners that the $1,000,000.00 be moved from the General Fund 101 (cash) into the Capital Project Fund (300) for the continued remodel and renovation of the Erskine School Building and Primary Building.

Passed this 22nd day of December, 2009 by a unanimous vote of the Board of Commissioners as indicated in the Minutes of the Board of County Commissioners.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to do an auto supplement on the following budget:

General Government Building (161) in the amount of $9,182.00.  Said funding from a Security Grant done through the UJS.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Chairman to sign the agreement between Meade County Commission and the SD Department of Health, Community Health Services.   

Discussion was had regarding the bids on the two 2010 Chevrolet Tahoes for the Sheriff’s Department.  Apparently, the State Bid from Beck Motors could offer some of the options and others were included in the price.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to modify the options changing the total price of $27,203.00 to $28,021.00 as follows:
