PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

February 2, 2010

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on February 2, 2010, at 8:30 a.m., with Gary Cammack, Alan Aker, and Doreen Creed present.  Commissioner Robert Mallow and Commissioner Dayle Hammock were absent.

*The record will reflect that Gary Cammack will be acting as Chairman.


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following Resolution Declaring a Disaster:

RESOLUTION DECLARING A DISASTER

WHEREAS  Northern Meade  County, South Dakota sustained severe damage due to a devastating ice storm on   January 20th  and January 21st    of 2010    which downed electrical power transmission lines, and utility poles, resulting in a  power outage leaving farms, ranches, and the City of Faith, without electrical power for many days of freezing weather.  

Further the power outage resulted in an inability to pump water, by the Tri-County Water System, which supplies Faith with water; and

WHEREAS area jurisdictions such as City of Faith    and power cooperatives, specifically  Grand Electrical            Cooperative, have committed all available resources and taken all possible actions to alleviate the existing emergency; and

WHEREAS the efforts of the utility companies and power cooperatives to restore service have also resulted in extreme economic loss and expenses for the City of Faith, Grand Electric Cooperative, and residents of Northern Meade County; and 

WHEREAS the total costs for storm repair are not yet fully known but estimated to be extreme and local resources are not adequate to cope with the situation; and 

WHEREAS the resulting damage and destruction endangered and threatened the health, safety, and welfare of the public and the financial stability of the local governing units and the utility companies and power cooperatives generally; now therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of  Meade      County Commissioners does hereby declare a winter storm disaster emergency and respectfully requests the Governor of the State of South Dakota to declare  Meade   County a Disaster area and to request a Presidential Declaration of Disaster in order that assistance from state and federal agencies may be made available to   City of Faith and Grand Electric Cooperative and other utility companies, residents and communities affected.

Commissioner Robert Mallow, via telephone, was present for the following discussion on the Sheriff’s Department dispatch radios.


Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin came before the Board to discuss dispatch radios.  Merwin presented a quote from Western Communications Inc.  This will upgrade the whole system in dispatch for a cost of $293,835.91.   Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Mallow, all Commissioners voted yes (Commissioner Mallow was asked individually as to his vote via speakerphone) to approve the quote of Western Communications Inc.   Said funds to be taken out of the 911 reserves.


Commissioner Robert Mallow left the telephonic conference.


Merwin discussed with the Board the IamResponding Program.  Merwin presented the pricing and subscription fees.  Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the expenditure of $650.00/year for a five (5) year subscription for the IamResponding Program.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the January 5th & 6th, 2010 Commission minutes.  


Commission meeting was moved downstairs to the Community Room regarding the agenda item – Commissioner 2010 pay increase.


Commissioner Robert Mallow, via telephone, was present for the following discussion on the Commission pay increase.


Commissioner Creed began with an opening statement thanking everybody for coming.  “I sent out a press release indicating that I was going to make two motions for today.  I am going to end up just making one for today and I am going to withhold one until March.  I am going to withhold making the motion about setting a compensation committee until that point in time, because as you can see we are missing two commissioners today and I want us to have an open dialogue on that and for Mr. Mallow he is on the phone with us.  He is vacationing right now and Mr. Hammock’s mother suffered a severe illness the other night and he is at her side.”  

“So when I ran for office I promised I would represent the views of my constituents even when they might be possibly different than mine on occasion and although I have received less than 10 or 15 personal contacts, aside from our media thing the other night, relative to this matter I do believe that the public sentiment is definitely not in favor of that raise.”


Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Mallow, that effective February 1, 2010 that the Commissioners’ salary be set at $991.00 per month which would be exactly the same wage that it was in FY2009.  

Discussion was then open to the public comment.

Bill Cissell – Not in favor of 86% raise it would be better if it were more in line at a 2% or 3% raise.

Karen Mueller – Unacceptable due to the way of the economy.  

Marv Kammerer – Glad that the lines of communications are open and that the same is getting rescinded.

Nancy Kile – Brought up the additional benefits of health insurance of $9,000. 

Charlie Wheeler –  An 86% increase was not necessary.  

Bruce Bowen – Like the record to reflect the Board’s intentions if there is another motion to raise the salary.  Bowen also would like to be able to vote in all Commissioner races not just his district.

 Dale Mack -  If inflation is low and employees get 2% why would you give yourself an 86% raise.  

Mac McGillvray – It doesn’t cut per capita per person for a raise that high and is in support of Creed’s motion.

Jessie Levine – Wondering where the funding was coming from.  

Nancy Hilding – Asked the Board to do the math as to hours per week of work and the amount of hourly rate given them.

Adam McLean –Want you to do a good job and we want you to be paid adequately but not to the point of doubling.  There is room for improvement.  . 


The same was brought back to the Commission.  

Commissioner Aker responded to said questions. “I think there was some questions directed at me that I have said or done so I will try to speak to those.  One question on mail boxes (email) being full, I can tell you that Doreen’s mailbox system is not set up.  She needs technical support.  It is not that a lot of people are calling Doreen or me, but I have been able to answer those and as was said I don’t think our mail boxes (email) were full.  Most people email now anyway.  I see more and more email from when I was in an elected office before and I like that because you can actually get into the numbers and give a more thoughtful answer.  It is not true that our health insurance, to speak to Nancy Kile, is costing the County $9,000.00 a year.  I think it is more like $6,000.00 dollars and if I am wrong I will say so.  I would like us all to have the same set of facts, because we are not entitled to our own facts.”

Commissioner Aker asked Meade County Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Joell Romick to speak to that.  Romick went to check on the same.

“Charlie Wheeler mentioned something on that we go by phone calls.  I have to correct you.  I don’t base my vote on how many calls I get.  Everyone who wins office or runs in an election and they hold up their hand and they promise to follow the constitution.  So my first question before I vote is does State Statute allow it, does the SD Constitution allow it, and does the US Constitution allow it. Second thing I always ask myself on every vote I take up here, are we treating everyone the same?  Are we giving someone a road because we know them or because the traffic count really justifies a road?  And yes I do pay attention to what the public comment is and what the calls are.  That is not always going to be decisive in how I vote and I think it is fair for my constituents to know.  I won’t always vote based on the phone calls I get.  There are other things I think about and if they don’t like that then they need somebody else sitting in this chair because I am not going to change on those things.  Bruce asked about stating our intention.  I don’t think there is any intent to deceive anybody.  I made a motion for $24,000 pay.  I am on record.  It doesn’t have to be my way or the highway.  When you are on a Board of five (5) people, anything we do has to be agreed upon by three of us so I don’t think that is the only place we could set it.  I could support a lot of different numbers, but I am on record and I will stand by the motion I made and defend it and answer to it.  I am not running away from the motion I made.  I will be on record however we vote here today.  I will always be upfront about why I voted and how I voted.  The issue on at-large elections I do have to answer Bruce and I did answer Bruce.  If Bruce has a road he wants me to look at, you call me up and I will come look at your road or whatever issue you have that involves county government.  I think the others have been the same yet.   Yes we represent districts, but I care what we spend in the whole county and I care that everybody is being treated like a customer when they walk into this building because you all own this building and if you are ever not treated like a customer, please call me and tell me because I am interested no matter if you are my constituent in my district or not.  Dale Mack mentioned the discussion at the County Shop.  That was an employee meeting and since I signed up as a county employee for county benefits I was there in that capacity.  I didn’t go there to make a speech to the county highway people, but I was there and they asked me why did we get a 2% raise this year instead of a 3% raise because we always thought we were supposed to get a 3% raise or COLA.  I just said COLA means cost of living increase and this year if we really followed that the raise for them, the general county employees, would be zero.  That is what happened to people with social security because the cost of living didn’t go up I think it actually went down this year and that is the only point I made in explaining why it was 2%.  I said state employees didn’t get 2% and a lot of our neighboring counties did not get 2%.  I want Meade County’s pay to be good enough to keep good people and I think we have great employees.  I am very comfortable with voting to give a 2% raise when other counties and the state didn’t.  But if we are going to say why did you not give a 3%, I think it ought to be noted there is no guarantee or no plan that it is always going to be 3%.  I don’t know that it will be 3% in 2011.  I didn’t know when I took out my petition what this paid, but I knew when I took office what it paid.  I swore the oath any way and I knew that our legislators are under paid and that most of our county commissioners around the state are under paid.  I base that on what happens in other states and I base that on ability to attract people to run for office.  I base it on the fact that this is a half time job.  The further we get to zero on our pay the more people can’t be sitting on this side of the table.  I would like people who work for a living to be able to sit on this side of the table.  I do not know what the magic number is, but if we go year after year with a zero percent increase every year, as our motion is, we are going to make it a little harder for a few more people to ever consider the possibility of sitting on this side of the table and I think that is a mistake.  The other point made, Mack mentioned the County is a laughing stock.  I have talked to some people that think we are a laughing stock if we think that a living wage in this county for a half time job is $13,000.00.  If people think that, independent of what we do as a Commission, I beg you to reconsider what a living wage is.  Young people are listening as to what we do today.  This is probably going to be the most public, most reported on action taken, as far as raises, in this half of the state and there are seniors in high school today that are deciding whether they are going to stay in this state folks.  I would like more of us to be a little more cautious of the message that we are sending to those high school students as far as what kind of money South Dakotans think is enough to live on.  I agree that we could be a laughing stock, but I am looking at it a different way it is too low, and not only that we are chasing our most ambitious young people out of our county and out of our state.  Jesse asked where the raise would come from.  You called it a slush fund and you can, it is the commissioner contingency fund.  We have always had that fund and that is where the raise would have come from.  Angry young people, Jesse mentioned there were angry young people at the meeting and I must have been at a different meeting because everybody seemed pretty calm and reasonable and thoughtful. It could be me my working life.  When I was 20 years old my job was to tell big burly loggers to go back up the hill and do their work better, so my definition of an angry person might be different then your definition of an angry person. It seemed pretty civil to me.  Nancy asked about how many hours we work a week.  I haven’t done a complete count and I don’t think you can do it for one month.  Some months it is way different.  When we do our assessment appeals we are going to work a lot of hours that month.  We are anticipating it is more than 20.  Never in my life have I considered, after I worked 40 hours, that I worked a full week.  It has always been 80 or 60 in my life.  So when I say this is a half time job I am talking 30 and I stand by that.  I spend I know of at least on the average 30 hours a week on this job.  Finally Adam mentioned about us wanting people to think we put in a lot of time.  It really isn’t important to me that you believe me that I work 30 hours.  It is just important to me that you believe we listen to you.  That when I vote on our 19 million dollar budget that I am really looking carefully and that I respect that it is money that we took away from you by force and you feel like a customer when you walk into this building.  Those are the things that are important to me.  I do have a couple of other remarks on the idea that, and I have heard this at the forum the democrats put on and today, that people think this ought to pay more.  They think 86% is too much and I respect you and I hear you but I am telling you it doesn’t work that way.  I don’t know of a county or a level of government in the state that has done their raises this way.  Last time the State Legislator raised their own wage was decades ago and I will tell you why that is and it is not pleasant people.  They do not like to vote for themselves to get a big raise.  It is rare.  I am going to observe to you that the motion on the table isn’t to scale back our raises but to put it to zero and I think that is going to give you a flavor of how this is going to be.  I don’t think we are going to have a lot of you people back here next January, when we set our pay, asking us to please consider giving your self a 10% raise.  That doesn’t happen.  So I don’t expect that we will have a phased in increase.  I think having decided not to do it this year, that it will be several years before the Commission looks at a big increase again because that is the history and it doesn’t have to be that way.   Maybe we will look at it, but if you look at how counties, cities and states do this people sitting at tables like this do not like every year to give themselves a 10% raise.  If you think we need that the next five years I am telling you that is not very realistic.  It is probably not going to happen.  So every year we are going to make it less and less as possible for a working person to set at this table and I think that is unfortunate and that is why I am going to vote no on the motion that is before us.”  . . . “I thank you all for your comments, I hear you, and the most common thing I have heard is yes raise it, raise it gradually, and I respect that you would at least agree with me partly on that.  

Commissioner Assistant Romick said the yearly benefit for health insurance for the Commission is $33,000.00.  Auditor Lisa Schieffer explained the same ranged between $4,300 to $9,000.00 per person.  Commissioner Aker explained when taking the average it would be right around $6,000.00.  
Commissioner Cammack commented “If anyone wants to get a hold of me, I read every email I get.  I respond to some emails as I see necessary.  If you really want to visit with me, pick up the telephone and give me a call.  I am available five maybe six days a week so just bear with me on that.  As far as the number of hours that we put in, there is not a day that goes by that personally I don’t put in at least two to three hours a day and then when we have our meeting days I leave my house by 6:30 in the morning and I don’t get back until 7:00 this evening.  The amount of time put in on this job, and the truth is, there is Commissioners who put in a whole lot more time than I do because some of the folks have really dedicated themselves to making sure that they keep up on all the law enforcement things and that sort of thing.  During the initial motion on this, I did vote no.  I also want to make it fairly clear that I am in favor of a more incremental raise for the Commission and so with that I will call the question.”

A roll call vote was then taken. Voting yes:  Cammack, Mallow and Creed.  Voting no:  Aker.  Motion carried.  Meade County Commissioner Robert Mallow disconnected from the meeting.  


Meeting recessed at 11:15 a.m.  The Meade County Commission attended the Sturgis Economic Development Committee Luncheon and Planning meeting.  Meeting reconvened at 2:30 p.m.

Meeting recessed at 5:00 p.m. and reconvened Wednesday February 3, 2010 at 8:30 a.m. with Cammack, Aker, Creed and Mallow (via telephone).


Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on Highway Department matters.


Motion was made by Mallow, seconded by Aker, to approve the following Utility Installation Within the Public right of Way:


West River Electric – Township 3 North, Range 9 East, Section 16. 

A roll call vote was then taken. Voting yes: Cammack, Mallow, Aker and Creed.  Said vote was unanimous.


McGirr presented to the Board a copy of the bid from Beadle County awarded to Huron Tank and Culvert.  McGirr informed the Board that he would like to purchase off of the Beadle County bid to buy product from Huron Tank and Culvert.  The record will reflect the same.  Said Beadle County Commission minutes and bid will be on file in the Meade County Auditor’s Office.


Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Mallow, to have the acting Chairman Gary Cammack sign the Amendment Number 1 to Agreement Number 613497 (Sly Hill) to change the amount of emergency relief funds available to Meade County from $205,000 to $236,567.10.  A roll call vote was then taken. Voting yes: Cammack, Mallow, Aker and Creed.  Said vote was unanimous.

 
Motion was made by Mallow to approve awarding the bid to A-G-E Corporation for project #BRO 8047(22), PCN H140.  Commissioner Aker offered a substitute motion to accept the low bid and instruct our Planning Department to prepare a document granting the easement for the actual location of the road to the next junction.  Substitute motion was withdrawn by Aker.  Aker seconded the motion presented by Mallow.  A roll call vote was then taken. Voting yes: Cammack, Mallow, Aker and Creed.  Said vote was unanimous.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, to instruct the State’s Attorney’s Office and the Planning Department to research the issue of prescriptive easements on county roads and get back to the Board.  A roll call vote was then taken. Voting yes: Cammack, Mallow, Aker and Creed.  Said vote was unanimous.


Discussion was had regarding bridge re-inspection. Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, to approve Brosz Engineering for said inspection work.  A roll call vote was then taken. Voting yes: Cammack, Mallow, Aker and Creed.  Said vote was unanimous.


Superintendent McGirr then gave the Board a review on Surface Transportation Program (STP) funding.  


Public hearing was set for a stop sign location on Pleasant Valley Drive.  Superintendent McGirr gave the Board some history regarding the same.  Input was sought from Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin and homeowners from that area.  


As discussion took place, Nancy Hilding handed to the Board SDCL 1-25-1 and SDCL 1-25-1.1 citing that the Board was in violation for having a telephonic conference with Commissioner Robert Mallow and that he was voting on items.  Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad informed the Board that notice was given and that the Board is individually asking Mallow by roll call vote which is in the parameters of the law.    

Hearing then resumed.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, that the same be declared a three-way stop sign.  A roll call vote was then taken. Voting yes: Cammack, Mallow, Aker and Creed.  Said vote was unanimous.

Commissioner Mallow disconnected from said meeting and reconnected via telephone when the meeting moved downstairs to the Community Room for discussion on 131st Avenue. 

Commissioner Creed gave an opening statement.  “This morning we had dialogue with our County Highway Superintendent about the financial needs of the County relative to its road projects.  The County Auditor has also shared information with us concerning the financial availability of those funds to fund additional projects in the County.  I want to site two roads specifically.  One, is the New Underwood Road which has been on the drawing board and planned far before I ever assumed a position on this Board.  It looks like in the next couple of years the County using STP funds will probably be able to accomplish that.  The same token we have Erickson Ranch Road, which is in Southern Meade County, which has failed.  Again, the County had indicated we would like to do some repair work on that road this year but there are not the funds available right now to accomplish that.  We will be looking at that in our 2011 Budget.  The longer it goes the more costly it is going to become.  For the past several years, in order to accommodate the remodel of the Erksine Building, funds have been diverted from the Highway Fund to help build and remodel that building without putting the County in debt.  So as a result, we have needs that have not been addressed or have been put on hold until those funds are available.  So it has become abundantly clear that no matter how meritorious this particular road would be there simply is not the funding available in which to accomplish that within the foreseeable future. Probably within the next 5 to 10 years with five at a minimum I would surmise.” 

Motion was made by Creed that the engineering design work on 131st Avenue  discussion  be immediately suspended and that the future discussion relative to this road be addressed at the Meade County Transportation Committee.  Commissioner Cammack passed the gavel and seconded the motion.  

The Board asked if Dave Jagim from Brosz Engineering give an update as to the status of the same.  Jagim informed the Board that they had suspended their engineering work on the same the first part of December 2009.  The survey work is accomplished and a rough alignment is sketched out through that area.
Commissioner Aker asked Jagim as to why the work was suspended?  Jagim replied that they were looking for direction on how to proceed with defining the right of way from the Commission.   Aker commented that when you suspended the work you were aware that we hired your firm to work on this segment between 131st and Cardinal Place. The Board then asked to hear from the Highway Superintendent as to whether Commissioners instructed him or what happened here that your interests were diverted to the New Underwood Road Project.  Commissioner Aker explained that we had a vote and we had a dollar amount and it was a pretty specific work order so we are hearing today that the work order was not done in accordance with the vote we took.    Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came before the Board to discuss the same. 


The same was then open to public comment.

Jim Walczak - from Buffalo Chip presented a packet to the Board.  Spoke in favor of the same.

Nancy Hilding – map shows other deviations, wants clarification on November 9th meeting, and is opposed to road.

Jim Burgess Black Hills Harley Davidson Sturgis Harley Davidson – decrease of business in Sturgis due to gridlock, losing vendors, and is in favor of the road for commerce and economic development.

Marvin Kammerer – not responsibility of County Commissioners to support the rally.

Brenda Janovy – this is a Meade County taxpayer issue this is Meade County taxpayer’s money.  

Tim Udager – asked the Auditor Lisa Schieffer if the road is on the budget for 2010 and is there money to build this road? Schieffer answered no to both questions.
Mike Sanborn – in favor of road and will use it the first day it is open.

Barb Lindberg – venues make money on us, listen to your constituents.

Dave Janovy – don’t want a major highway going past their front door.  Has County looked at putting the road through the BLM?
Marty Trupe – it relieves traffic congestion.

Marcia Johnston – tough to come up with property tax and in a financial crunch think about what your constituents are saying.  Fix the roads you already got.

Rod Woodruff – pay some of the highest property taxes in the County, other property and other development could be brought about by this road and is in favor of the same.

Rod Baumberger – like to know the total cost of the total road, has that been determined yet?.

Ed Picardi – same people that are in favor of this road are not in favor of annexation.  This should be placed on the ballot for the people to vote on.

Ezra Pauley – (inaudible, spoke from back of the room).

Robert Yantis – prudent to have other accesses as a safety factor.

Morris Peterson – if you can’t take on new roads or new maintenance how can you build a new road.  High school students will not want to be on a gravel road.  Fix the roads that need to be used year round.
Discussion was brought back to the table.

Commissioner Creed commented “First of all as I told you Woody last night, you and Wally, you did a very good job on your new web site on 131st and I didn’t expect anything less then a very good job on this, which you have done.  You always have your ducks in a row.  I did go through and I did count up the number of Meade County residents as I am sure you have.  All that being said, I do recognize that all of this area benefits from this greatly from the other 82% of the people who do not live in this area because   they do contribute to our tax base and they do contribute to our economic development.  There is no doubt about that.  All that being said, even if this room was packed and every one of you wanted this road, no place in here have we been able to determine how that would be possible to build and how it could be paid for.  That is one huge key ingredient to all of this dialogue that has not been able to be addressed.  The state has no money, the county has no money, the feds said (Obama said) we are going to give you all this highway money and he got a lot of PR on that the last year or so.  In fact, at the time, we got all enthused.  We had money signs in our eyes and we hired Dave to start engineering several different projects.  We thought New Underwood would go, Erickson Ranch Roach would go and another one Elk Vale would go.  These had to be shovel ready.  Well the money came and the state said all the counties in the state get to divide 8% of that money and we are putting it into our little STP fund.  Now that STP fund that the county has right now, even with all of that, is about 1.3 million and as Ken told us this morning just because you have that fund down in Pierre, doesn’t even mean that you are going to be able to get it.  Next month we are going to have the individual from DOT that controls those funds come and talk to us because even though you have it doesn’t necessarily mean you get it because of strings attached.   Meade County was fortunate for years that we had the missile silos here and the Air Force took care of some of the maintenance of so many roads in Meade County, but apparently then even the old commissioners could not find a way to build more roads.  We do not have the money, maybe in five years but it doesn’t help you today.”  

Commissioner Aker commented.  “I believe there were some questions for me.  We did have a motion naming a dollar amount that could be spent on design of this road and delineating where that road would stop and start.  It was pretty specific.  So I don’t think there is any confusion.  If this motion on the table does not pass, then the implication is that our road engineering firm is instructed to design the road.  They are authorized to spend up to $100,000.00.  I have to tell you we already have spent some of that money.  You know there is a principal in government that, I would like to help and I would like to see be a little respected in Meade County, the Supreme Court calls it stare decisis, which means if you decide something think very long and hard about changing your mind, because we decided to that every dollar that we spend up here we took from you under threat of taking your property if you don’t pay.  To go and spend your money is a serious thing and we have spent your money designing this road and that bothers me a lot if we waste that money.  I submit that whether or not we build that road now or in five years I am hearing a lot of sentiment that we can build it later then we ought to at least finish what we started and get the thing designed.  It seems wasteful to me that if we are going to build it in the next five years to suspend the design work.  We have county staff that has been negotiating with landowners on right of way. We have offers from landowners for free right of way.  It seems so irresponsible to me to suspend work when you have those kind of things already started and a waste to county staff time and a waste of county tax dollars and that is on my mind when I have a motion like this.  Total cost, we don’t know for sure until the design work is done but we have a preliminary estimate of 1.6 million or so on this segment.  Total cost of building the rest, and I know I will be quoted on this and I am not an expert I have been here a year, but I do listen.  This morning we heard our Highway Superintendent give us a guess, and I am going to repeat a guess, that paving eight miles of New Underwood Road, if we do it fairly soon, will cost the county two million dollars.  Okay that is the number I will give you.  What would it cost to pave this road?  I don’t think it is eight miles, but I don’t know what that two million dollars will look like in five years or in ten years.  I am not saying this ought to be paved the year after the connection is made.  I would like to see some traffic counts.  I would like to see how the mag water works.  I would like to see how the whole road works before I vote to spend more money on this.  I would like to see how we are doing on other roads.  That is a decision to be made later, and we can actually make a better decision on what to spend on this road, after we make this connection.  If it is needed two months of the year or two weeks and not the other fifty, that will be part of the decision that I make at that time.   I think every commissioner that is here at that time will want to know what does the traffic justify, what does the property tax increase justify.” 

“Tim Udager asked if this was in the budget.  I guess I have an announcement the County Auditor does not decide what roads we build and does not decide what we spend our money on.  We did a lot of work on the Avalanche Road this year and that was not in our budget.  We did work on Sly Hill and that was not in our budget.  Our County road budget, just so you all know and understand, has a capital projects component and the 2010 budget has capital projects in it.  We didn’t name what capital projects.  The answer to the question is this road in our budget?  No, no road is.  Are capital projects in our budget?  Yes, in fact we have money left over from last year’s county road budget that we never spent even though we did Avalanche and Sly Hill.  We had motions on the floor that nearly passed to spend 1.5 million on new road graders last October.  Some of my colleagues, and I was one of them, that thought we had the money to do that, but we didn’t do that.  So there isn’t enough money in the county budget to do everything all five of us would like to see done that is true.  We do have choices to make.  It isn’t responsible to say no to every project because your project doesn’t get the money.  We have to choose which projects to do and when.  To say there is no money or no budget to do this project, is not accurate.  Am I listening to constituents?  Yes, I have had calls.  You know the people that are for this road and the calls I get are more for getting the road then for not getting the road.  I answer every call and every email.  I don’t know why that is but maybe they are busy at home or at work, maybe they are further away.  You know people who live in Vale I want them to spend money in Meade County.  I care how our roads work for them just as when I drive through Butte County I hope they care how their roads work for me.  We are all in this together and we need to move people and goods as quickly and as cheaply as possible.  Have we considered the BLM?  Yes, we have heard that it would be very unlikely that the BLM would grant permission to build a road.  I  have looked at the economics of it and the transportation planning aspect of it and even if they would I don’t think I would be in favor of it.  You want a road like this to have developable property on each side of it.  You want it to have an exit where you can have some developable growth.  That exit at the National Cemetery is never going to have a gas station or a fast food place there.  It is federal land and a cemetery.  That wouldn’t be a responsible lay out to roads and if you look at our transportation plan I think the consultant that you paid for, your dollars went to pay to get a plan, told us that the exit you want to connect with is the Pleasant Valley exit.  To me that has already been discussed and I think that is kind of obvious.  About the vote of the people?  Yes, you know I sit up here I think it is your money.  I think the best way we will know what should happen is if this is put to a vote, I can’t do that.  That would take someone deciding they would like to have that happen and making the effort.  I will sign a petition if someone has one to put this to a vote because I would like it to be put to a vote. There was one other issue about this meeting we had with the DOT.  I have said it before and I guess I will repeat myself at every meeting.  No one at the State Department of Transportation told us that if we built this road there will never be federal dollar for this road.  I will tell you why.  Put yourself in their position.  They don’t know what the federal laws are going to be in 10 years or 20 years.  That is all predictions.  You don’t know how the courts are going to interpret different laws.  I can tell you this though, every state highway in South Dakota, and they are spending money on state highways today in South Dakota, every one of them was built and laid on in the pioneer days or later before their was an environmental impact statement and they became state highways.  You can do an environmental impact statement on a road that already exists.  It happens all the time.  If this ever becomes a state highway and they want to spend money on it, they will do an EIS and they can.  I hope we can put that issue to rest.  Thank you for showing up and your input.”  


Commissioner Creed added “First of all I would have to agree with Alan I would not be in favor of going though BLM land either.  I think it would be a waste of county resources to build a road through areas that could not be used later for further economic development.  Saying that I have to disagree with something else, but I have to disagree with you on one other point and that is you’re right we don’t normally or we did not say we were going to budget anything for Sly Hill and for Avalanche, but those were emergency situations that came up.  All that being said, this bypass road would take all the money that we have got planned for all the different roads in Meade County and it still wouldn’t cover it.”   

Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer asked the Chairman to make a statement for the record.  “Although I agree Mr. Aker that I do not have the approval to do roads.  These are my constituents.  My books are open to the public for you to view at any time.  I can show you any fund and I can show you any capital project and I would like you to know that.  Thank you.”

A roll call vote was then taken. Voting yes: Cammack, Mallow, and Creed.  Voting no:  Aker.  Motion passed.  Commissioner Robert Mallow disconnected from the meeting.

The Commission then moved back upstairs to the Commission meeting room. The Commission will do a working lunch hour.  

Commissioner Aker discussed with the Board road improvements around the area of the new Piedmont school.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to direct the Planning Department to seek preliminary cost estimates on the streets around the new Piedmont school, not to exceed $5000.00, after they have the MPO data.  


Attorney Dale Hansen came before the Board to present an Order on Petition to Create the Valley View Road District.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Order and direct the Meade County Auditor to proceed with the election of the same.   

Resource Advisory Committee Members Robert Heidgerken, Craig Shaver, and Anita Lee came to update the Board on resource committee matters.  Discussion was had regarding a proposed letter being sent to Langley Air Force Base regarding the Powder River Training Expansion Project.  Commissioner Aker offered the committee to do the same in a two part letter addressing their concerns.  The Resource Advisory Committee will bring the same back to the Board.  Mr. Shaver gave an update on the Animal ID legislation.    

Meade County Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee, Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich, along with Jennifer Phillips, Planning Inspection II and Planning Secretary Shellee Kuper came before the Board to present plats and variances.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following variance:


Candis Roth – renewal variance to have a second residence on Tract TR of Roth Subdivision in 
10-3-6.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to defer the matter of a variance request of Stacey Phillips and Court French, with the provision that the neighbors get new notification 14 days prior at their expense.  Said variance was for a daycare business on Lot 21E of Rendezvous Ranch Subdivision in 25-3-6.

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following final plat, with the stipulation that all signatures are gathered on the plat no later than Monday, February 8, 2010:
