PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

March 18, 2010

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on March 18, 2010, at 8:00 a.m., with Gary Cammack as acting Chairman, Dayle Hammock, Alan Aker, and Doreen Creed present.  Commissioner Robert Mallow absent.

Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc. and Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester came before the Board to discuss a change order request regarding the Equalization/Planning Offices located in the Erskine Building remodel.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the change order not to exceed $15,000.00.  

Meade County Treasurer Susan Boadwine came back before the Board to discuss making a final decision on a lease from Pitney Bowes for the mailing machine located in her office.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, to approve the lease of the DM525 at the rate of $343.29 a month.  Voting yes:  Cammack, Hammock and Aker.  Voting no:  Creed.  Motion carried.   
Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the acting Chairman to sign the lease agreement with Broken Bridge Livestock LLC.  
Commissioner Aker discussed with the group an update to the transportation improvement list.    Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, to formerly by resolution submit the following five roads for approval by the MPO:

Anderson Road
Erickson Ranch Road
Elk Creek Road
North Deadwood Ave.

Peaceful Pines 

Commissioner Aker offered an amendment, Creed seconded the same, to add the following two roads also to the list:

Elkvale Road

Second Street (Piedmont)

Voting yes:  Cammack, Hammock, Aker and Creed.  Motion carried.

Discussion took place of adding Avalanche Road to the State STP list.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed to add the same to the State STP list.  Commissioner Creed after further discussion withdrew her second.  Said motion died for lack of a second.  
Discussion then took place of weight limits on Sidney Stage Road.  Byron Morgan (via telephone), and Carolyn Smith of Mountain West LLC, along with Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr where present for said discussion.    Morgan explained that they are an industrial business that hauls product this time of year and just experienced an enforcement action on said road.  Mr. Morgan was concerned that the enforcement could cost his business a lot of money and could shut them down.  McGirr explained to the Board that it does cause damage when these trucks are hauling overweight and enforcement officers have been down in that area. 
Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, that this year only we remove the spring weight limit on Sidney Stage Road.    Commissioner Aker then amended motion, Hammock seconded the same to include a bond of $100,000.00 to be obtained by Mountain West LLC.   Commissioner Aker then deferred the same until 3:00 p.m. Hammock seconded the motion to defer, all Commissioners voted yes to defer the matter until 3:00 p.m.  
Meade County Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich came before the Board to discuss an agreement between the City of Rapid City and Meade County for accomplishing the Rapid City Area Transportation Planning process.   Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize the acting Chairman to sign the same.  
The Board of Meade County Commissioners then moved the meeting downstairs to meet with Department Heads for a long range/future work session.  Commissioner Mallow joined via telephonic conference.
The meeting was then moved back to the Commission room to discuss the deferred action of weight limits on Sidney Stage Road.  Commissioner Mallow joined via telephonic conference.  Also present was Byron Morgan (via telephone), and Carolyn Smith of Mountain West LLC, along with Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr.  
Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, to request our Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr to enter into a haul road agreement with Mountain West LLC, after receipt of a road condition report from Brosz Engineering, and further request that such a haul road agreement have a $250,000.00 bond for a period ending June 1, 2010.  Roll call vote was taken.  Voting yes:  Hammock, Creed and Aker.  Voting no:  Mallow and Cammack.  Motion passed.   (Commissioner Mallow disconnected from the meeting).

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock to adjourn.  Motion was withdrawn.  Discussion took place of a non-agenda item.  The Board was informed that no action could be taken since it was not on the agenda.  The same will be placed on the April agenda.  

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to adjourn.
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
