PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

March 2, 2010

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on March 2, 2010, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Gary Cammack, Dayle Hammock, Alan Aker, and Doreen Creed present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters. 


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to personnel matters.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.   


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Commission minutes of February 2 & 3, 2010.


Meade County Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Joell Romick came to update the Board on Human Resource matters.


Discussion took place regarding a policy to appoint elected officials.  Romick would like direction from the Board on appointing elected officials, interviews, etc.  The Board asked that the State’s Attorney’s Office look into the statutes and Romick proceed with a policy regarding the same.


Romick brought before the Board a letter from the SD Department of Revenue and Regulation stating that Jon Olson has met all requirements to hold the professional designation of “Certified Appraiser Assessor” effective February 1, 2010.


Romick discussed, at the request of Commissioner Creed, payroll and direct deposit for the employees of Meade County.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, to mandate direct deposit for Meade County employees.  Meade County State’s Attorney’s Jesse Sondreal and Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad gave a legal opinion regarding the same.  Voting yes:  Creed and Aker.  Voting no:  Mallow, Cammack and Hammock.  Motion failed.  


Discussion was had requesting CPR masks for the offices.   Romick asked if the County could purchase 12 masks to be placed in the offices and within the defibulator located in the lobby of the Meade County Courthouse.  Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize Romick to purchase CPR masks not to exceed $300.00 and to leave the same up to the discretion of the Auditor as to what budget it will come out of.  


Romick discussed the audio training on media management.  Romick would like to buy the CD for $99.00, so if more people would like to do the training they can.  Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed, to authorize Romick to purchase the CD and have it available in her office for training.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Cammack, Hammock and Creed.  Voting no:  Aker.  Motion carried.   


Commissioner Aker discussed with the Board that he would like to step down as the delegate to the Black Hills Council of Local Government and asked that Commissioner Creed be appointed to the same. Commissioner Creed has served on this Board before and has knowledge regarding the same.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to have Commissioner Creed take the place of Commissioner Aker as a delegate to the Black Hills Council of Local Governments.    

Jason Roberdeau of Williams & Associates Architecture Inc. and Kevin Forrester Head of Buildings and Maintenance came to update the Board on the Meade County – Erskine/Primary School remodel.   Roberdeau presented to the Board the current issues at hand and updated the Board about the windows for the Building.  Said supplier cannot meet the specs as intended.  Also present were James Benning, owner of Ainsworth Benning and Loren Hansen, Construction Superintendent.  Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad gave his legal interpretation regarding the same.  The Board will take the same under advisement and no action will be taken at this time. 
The Board also asked if Roberdeau could get pricing on putting two windows in the hallway of the Commissioners’ meeting room instead of a wall.  Roberdeau will check on the same and get back to the Board on Wednesday.


Meeting recessed at 11:45 a.m. and reconvened at 1:15 p.m.

Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer expressed her concerns with the Board and Mr. Riggins about requesting a combined election in a timely manner with an agreement presented to the Board for their approval.  The Board informed Mr. Riggins to draft an agreement and get the same back to the Board for approval.  Mr. Riggins assured the Board that all future elections will be noted on a calendar and be done in a timely matter.  


Liz Larkin came to update the Board on Sturgis Economic Development Committee matters. 


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to contractual matters.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.  


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came to update the Board on State’s Attorney’s matters.


Discussion was had regarding consideration of communications service agreements with the City of Faith and the City of Summerset.  Meade County Sheriff Ron Merwin and Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester were present for said discussion.  Forrester expressed his concerns and time constraints involved in the same.  


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted to sign the Agreements to Utilize Communications Services for the City of Faith and the City of Summerset.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, to refuse the request for forgiveness of a poor lien in the amount of $320.00 for an indigent person.


Charlie Wheeler came before the Board to discuss selling products in the Courthouse.  The Board asked that Romick look into other policies from other governmental agencies and bring the same back before the Board.  


Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich came before the Board to discuss setting a hearing to adopt the Ellsworth Neighborhood Area Future Land use map.   Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to set the hearing for April 7, 2010 at 4:30 p.m.  


Attorney Dale Hansen came before the Board to present the Order on Petition to Create the Madison Trail Road District.  Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to sign the Order and have the Auditor proceed with the election.


Meeting recessed at 4:45 p.m. and reconvened Wednesday March 3, 2010 at 8:30 a.m.  


Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on Highway Department matters.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following Utility Installation Within the Public Right of Ways:


City of Box Elder – Township 2 North, Range 9 East, Section 5 (Antelope Flats Drive)


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Chairman signing an agreement between the County and the State to Provide for Striping and Continue Maintenance of County Roads within Meade County.  


Discussion took place regarding the streets in the area of the new school in Piedmont.  On hand were Mr. Jim Harris and Superintendent Jim Heinert from the Meade 46-1 School District, along with Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve not more than $2,700.00 as the County’s portion of the MPO Agreement for the Piedmont Elementary School Traffic Impact Study. 


Bruce Lindholm from the Office of DOT came before the Board to give an overview on how the Statewide Transportation Improvement Programs (STIP) works and the limitations of the same.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to make a change in the STIP project that has been submitted from a grading and gravel surface to an asphalt surface (Project 6121(11) a portion of New Underwood Road) .  


Commissioner Aker discussed amendments that he would like to see changed to the Natural Resource Plan for Meade County.  Members of the Resource Advisory Committee went through the amendments with the Board and a final product will be brought back before the Board.  


Discussion took place on the pricing of two windows to be put in the Commissioners’ meeting room in the Erskine Building.  Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve two 4’x4’ windows to be placed in the Commissioners’ meeting room not to exceed $2,400.00.


Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich came before the Board to discuss the starting of the process of establishing a special zoning area around the City of Summerset.  A telephonic phone conference with the Board will take place April 1, 2010 at 9:00 a.m. to introduce a resolution and set a meeting date for public hearing.  


Hearing was set for 11:15 a.m. for Second Reading of Amended Ordinance #34 – An Ordinance Providing Building Code and Construction in Meade County.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Second Reading of Amended Ordinance #34.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to adopt Amended Ordinance #34.  


Hearing was also set for 11:15 a.m. for Second Reading of Revised Ordinance #24 – An Ordinance of Meade County, South Dakota for the Placement of Billboards and Signs. Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Second Reading of Revised Ordinance #24.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to adopt Revised Ordinance #24.  


Meeting recessed at 11:50 a.m. for lunch and reconvened at 1:00 p.m.  


Robert Heidgerken, Anita Lee, Craig Shaver and other members of the Resource Advisory Committee came before the Board to update the Board on committee matters.   Discussion was had regarding coordinating a letter on the Powder River Training Project.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, to approve the Chairman signing the same contingent upon language modifications and the spelling of a name being changed.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Cammack, Creed and Hammock.  Voting no:  Aker.  Motion carried.  


Discussion was to ensue with the Resource Advisory Board regarding the Sage Creek Indian Creek Wilderness Resolution.  On hand was Shane Simon, Grassroots Outreach Coordinator for SD Wild Grassland Coalition.  The Board asked if the same could be continued at a different time because the Commission was behind in the schedule.  Commissioner Assistant rescheduled the same for the April Commission meeting.   

Meade County Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee, Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich and Planning Secretary Shellee Kuper came before the Board to present plats and variances


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following variance:


Lauralee Hatch – renewal variance to have a massage therapy business on Lot 26, Block 2 of 
Hideaway Hills Subdivision #2 in 8-2-7.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following final plat:

Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee came before the Board to present figures on leasing a new copier.  Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed to approve the lease.  Said motion and second was withdrawn.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to authorize the Director of Equalization to purchase a copier machine not to exceed $11,000.00 to come out of the Equalization Budget.


Hearing was set for 2:30 p.m. for the proposed vacation and relocation of section line right of way for Warner and Delores Ghere.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to take the matter off of the table.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to table the matter again until April 7th at 2:00 p.m.  


The Building Committee came to update the Board on the 2011 Budget.  Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester along with Judge Jerome Eckridge discussed building committee updates for 2011 and the planning for the same in the future.   


Discussion took place regarding future capital outlay projects.  Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr discussed motorgraders for the highway department.  McGirr explained the overall situation of the blades and what the future could bring regarding the same if they were to keep the older blades going.  Also discussed was budget and funding regarding capital projects along with road maintenance.  Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer explained to the Board that her office had just gone through a two month audit and at the present time the money is just not there and, after the first half of the taxes are paid in April, the same could be looked at again.  

Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, to fund $500,000 for the Erickson Ranch Road Project.  During discussion Aker offered a substitute motion to let for bids on the Erickson Ranch Road Project.  The same was seconded by Creed.  Aker and Creed withdrew their motion and second for the substitute motion.   Motion was then withdrawn by Creed and the second was withdrawn by Aker for the original motion.  Motion was made by Creed to table all discussions of motorgraders, courthouse remodel and 131st Avenue as capital outlay projects indefinitely.   A substitute motion was made by Aker to adjourn.  The same was seconded by Cammack.  Motion was withdrawn my Aker.  The second was withdrawn by Cammack.  Original motion made by Creed died for lack of a second.

Commissioner Hammock left the meeting at 5:00 p.m.
