Robert Heidgerken and Craig Shaver, members of the Resource Advisory Committee came to update the Board on committee matters.  Heidgerken presented a Resolution Opposing the Creation of the Sage Creek, Indian Creek Wilderness Area.  


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, to adopt the resolution.  Shane Simon and Cheryl Warren from the SD Wild Grassland Coalition spoke in opposition to some of the wording that was contained in the resolution. 

Several members of the audience expressed their concerns regarding the resolution as well.  Commissioner Creed informed the Board that she felt uncomfortable casting a vote on the same without more information and reading the bill that was passed.

Commissioner Aker offered the following amendments to the resolution; Cammack seconded the amended as follows:

MEADE COUNTY RESOLUTION OPPOSING THE CREATION OF THE SAGE CREEK, INDIAN CREEK WILDERNESS AREA

Whereas, Senator Tim Johnson has introduced a bill designating 40,000 to 50,000 acres of the Buffalo Gap National Grassland east of Rapid City as Wilderness Area, and

Whereas, The Pennington County Commission, Custer County Commission, Fall River County Commission, Jackson County Commission and Governor Mike Rounds have voiced strong opposition to the Forest Service’s proposal to designate land in Indian Creek, Red Shirt, and Chalk Hills areas of the national grasslands as wilderness, and

Whereas, The South Dakota Legislature passed House Concurrent Resolution 1002 January 21, 2010, Requesting federal agencies refrain from designating wilderness or roadless areas in South Dakota, without prior legislative approval, and

Whereas, The National Forest System planning Code (36 CFR Section 219.7), The Federal Land Policy Act of 1976 (FLPMA), as well as the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (NEPA), the Endangered Species Act (ESA), the Clean Air Act, and the Soil and Water Resources Act all require federal agencies to coordinate with county resource management plans, and
Whereas, There are no apparent threats to the national grasslands. 125 years of ranching have left the land in a productive state and the South Dakota Wildlife Federation wants to assure it will “remain as it is”, and

Whereas, The National Forest System requires “protection of all forest and rangeland resources from depredations by forest and rangeland pests” and this is unlikely without motorized access, and 

Whereas, The Public Rangelands Improvement Act of 1978 charges the Federal Government with managing public rangelands so that they become as productive as possible, and

Whereas, Wilderness designation will decrease productivity on this land, negatively impacting the economic stability of the area, and

Whereas, Grazing permits have been terminated in other Wilderness Areas.

Now therefore, be it resolved,  That the Meade County Commission, stands in support of Governor Mike Rounds and the affected County Commissions, and opposes the creation of this and any future Wilderness Area designations in South Dakota.

Be it further resolved, That a copy of this Resolution be sent to each of South Dakota’s Congressional Delegation.
