PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

May 4, 2010

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on May 4, 2010, at 8:30 a.m. with Robert Mallow, Gary Cammack, Alan Aker, Doreen Creed and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Chairman signing the Agreement between the City of Rapid City and Meade County for a Contract Extension for Accomplishing the Rapid City Area Transportation Planning Process.


Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following minutes:


April 1, 2010 special meeting

Equalization minutes


April 23, 2010 special meeting

April 6 & 7, 2010 regular meeting, with the following noted additions and corrections:

Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer asked if all the signatures had been obtained and the fees paid.  At the present time the Treasurer had not signed off for the taxes being paid nor had the surveyor.  A 10 minute break was taken for counsel and his clients to pay the taxes.  An additional recess was taken in order for the surveyor to sign the plat and be paid for services rendered.   

Commissioner Creed discussed with the Board Rally issues that need to be changed.  Creed would like to see an increase in the vendor fee along with the fee being subject to change because of the Department Health charges.  Also Creed would like to hire inspectors to go out and enforce the licensing.  The Board took input from the Department Heads.  The Board will look at Ordinance #11 in October of 2010 to make the same effective for the 2011 Rally.    The Board agreed that for the 2010 Rally that the Director of Equalization Office Appraisers would do inspections during Rally Week.  


Meade County Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Joell Romick came to update the Board on Human Resource matters.


Romick presented a policy for appointment of elected officials.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Appointment of Elected Official Policy with approved changes.


Romick presented a policy for solicitation to the Board.  The Board offered suggestions for changes to the same.  Romick will bring the policy back to the Board in June.


Romick presented to the Board the Emergency Plans for Durkee Dam.  The Board will review the same.


Meade County Emergency Manager Kathie Grant came before the Board to give her annual briefing for Meade County.  


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following resolution:

Motion carried.   


Meeting recessed at 11:45 a.m. and reconvened at 1:00 p.m.  


Joyce Ehlers came to update the Board on the Freedom Memorial located in the City of Sturgis.  Ehlers went through the expenses and future improvements regarding the same with the Board.  


Kevin Forrester came before the Board to discuss the Sturgis Bam Festival which will be held July 10, 2010.  Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to allow Forrester the use of a County skidsteer.


Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to let Forrester use the County pickup (*must be County employee driving) to pull an enclosed trailer to haul bikes for the event.  

Discussion took place on a Commissioner Compensation Committee.  The Board opened the same up to the public.  Dean Flagge expressed his concerns for the formation of the committee.  After review of names submitted, the Board would like to appoint Dayle Hammock, Charlie Wheeler, Jim Schroeder, Dean Kinney, Ralph Greslin and Ron Rosenbaum to serve on said committee.  Chairman Mallow will contact the proposed members to see if they would be willing to serve on the same.

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve bridge replacement for 145th Avenue, 137th Place, Ball Park Road and Empire Place.  Replacement for the 141st Place bridge will go to the Transportation Committee for recommendation.


Neal Rowett from the Bear Butte Valley Water District came to discuss with the Board putting pipelines across right of ways.  Rowett would like an easement in the county right of way only if they cannot get a private easement.
