PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

June 1, 2010

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session on June 1, 2010, at 8:30 a.m., with Robert Mallow, Gary Cammack, Alan Aker, Doreen Creed and Dayle Hammock present.  


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Department Heads met with the Board to discuss office matters.  


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the minutes of the May 4, 5, 6, 2010 regular Commission meeting and May 21st, 2010 special meeting, with the following proposed change:


Commissioner Aker asked for a change to the minutes of May 6, 2010, to reflect that he be named supervisor of construction over the Wonderland Path Project.



Head of Buildings and Maintenance, Kevin Forrester, and Jason Roberdeau, Architect for Williams & Associates Architecture, Inc. came before the Board for discussion on the Erskine remodeling project. 


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following proposal:


RFP #33 – retaining wall modifications and mow strip $9,603.00.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following proposal as discussed and recommended by Roberdeau and Forrester:


RFP #36
 - Vestibule 100 ceiling and diffused change $59.00;


RFP #37 – Change in roof vents $1,145.00;


RFP #38 – Interior insulation at offices and commissioners and drywall at HVAC $1,773.00.


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to move the contractor’s official completion date for the Erskine remodel to September 10, 2010.  


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes for the proposed plaque and outdoor sign for the Erskine Building to be as follows:

Meade County be on the top line and be set out prominently;

Second line would read Erskine Office Building; 

On the plaque all elected officials names along with Kevin Forrester be included in the same.  


Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to go with the carpet swatch named “Dorado” for the offices in the Erskine Building.    Motion was withdrawn by Creed, along with the second by Aker.   


The Board then took a tour of the Erskine Building.  


Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon for lunch and reconvened at 1:00 p.m.  


Mike Deutsch and Jess Nelson from the Blucksberg Paving District came before the Board to discuss the sanding issue with the County.  On hand was Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr for said discussion.  The Board took the same under advisement and will let them know if there is a change in the current policy.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Chairman signing the Emergency Action Plan (EAP) for Durkee Dam.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the letter drafted by Meade County State’s Attorney Jesse Sondreal to be sent out to applicants not granted interviews for the Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant job with the County.  


Dennis Thuringer from First Interstate Bank came before the Board to discuss the details on the proposed county credit card.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve Chief Deputy Auditor Nancy Schneider to continue the process to open credit card accounts with First Interstate Bank and allow Schneider’s discretion to discontinue with any other company.


Roxy Bell came before the Board to request setup of a 5k run for One Million Against Cancer.    Bell handed out a proposed map course for the 5k run during the 2010 Rally.  The Board thought the same was a great idea but a better route may be in order.  The Board suggested possibly the parade route on the grounds of Ft. Meade VAMC.  


John T. Hughes, Attorney at Law, along with Enouch Bouhille and his wife Mary Bouhille came before the Board regarding the eviction process of their home that they rent from Meade County in Faith, SD.   Bouhille would ask the Commission to consider continuing the rental agreement.   


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, for reconsideration of the motion made at the May 2010 meeting as follows:

“Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, to proceed with preparation for eviction and to prepare the property for auction.  Voting yes: Aker, Creed and Hammock.  Voting no:  Mallow and Cammack.  Motion carried.” 

Voting yes:   Mallow, Cammack and Hammock.  Voting no:  Creed and Aker.  Motion carried.  


Motion was made by Cammack to continue a rental agreement based on $150.00 for the term of one year.  Cammack withdrew his motion.


Motion was made by Cammack that we continue the existing lease agreement with Enouch Bouhille at this time.  Cammack withdrew his motion.


The Board felt that no motion was needed to be made at this time and a new rental agreement will be looked into by the Meade County State’s Attorney’s Office.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session. 


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes that we adopt the recommendation of the union negotiation team.   


Hearing was set for 4:30 p.m. for Meade County 2010 Temporary Campground applications.  Meade County Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee presented the applications.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following 2010 temporary campgrounds:

Meade County Treasurer Susan Boadwine came before the Board to present properties that have been taken for tax deed.   The Board will physically go look at the lots and bring back a recommendation at a later time.  


Meeting recessed at 4:45 p.m. and reconvened Wednesday June 2, 2010 at 8:00 a.m. with Mallow, Cammack, Aker and Creed present.  Commissioner Hammock absent.


The Sturgis Volunteer Fire Department brought their Emergency rescue vehicle to the Courthouse for the Commission to view.  The Sturgis Volunteer Fire Department in conjunction with Meade County purchased mat tracks for the SUV.  The vehicle had been equipped with the same and was sitting in the parking lot for the view of the public.


Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on Highway Department matters.


McGirr gave his monthly review on the roads and the damage that came from the latest round of storms.


McGirr suggested that the Commission set a date to take a road tour of the roads in Meade County.  


McGirr discussed with the Board the removal of trees in the highway right of ways.  


McGirr will be meeting with the South Dakota Department of Transportation Thursday, June 3, 2010 regarding county roads in Meade County. A map comparison will be done to see what roads are on the County system.  McGirr will give an update with the Commission at a later date to see that all roads match and create up-to-date County road map.


Rhea Crane, Deputy Director of Equalization and Ed Lamkin appeared before the Board regarding his late application for a temporary campground permit in Meade County. Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to accept the application for the temporary campground. 


Meade County Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee, Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich, along with Jennifer Phillips, Planning Inspection II and Planning Secretary Shellee Kuper came before the Board to present plats and variances.

Meade County Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee came before the Board to discuss economic development.  Chaffee is applying for the US Department of Agriculture Rural Business Enterprise Grant in the amount of $99,900.00.  

Craig Shaver expressed his opinion and asked that the Board please give it some thought with the mixed economy.  Shaver stated that he is opposed to the Board taking the grant.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following resolution and appointment Kirk Chaffee as the Director of Economic Development:

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, The Board of Meade County Commissioners approve the act of applying for the Rural Enterprise Grant, (RBEG) offered by the United States Department of Agriculture Rural Development (USDA).

WHEREAS, In order to maintain, and expand Meade County’s tax base and increase employment opportunities for residents, Meade County would use the RBEG grant as an economic development tool to promote commercial and industrial growth within its boundaries.

WHEREAS, The grant request is $99,900 (Ninety-nine thousand, nine hundred dollars).

WHEREAS, The requested grant money will only be used in accordance with the rules and regulations set forth by USDA (1942G), and the Meade County Economic Development Scope of Work.

WHEREAS, The office of Meade County Economic Development shall be created to aid in the administration of the grant process. 

WHEREAS, the Board of Meade County Commissioners shall act as the directors of the office of Meade County Economic Development.

NOW BE IT RESOLVED, the Meade County Board of Commissioners hereby adopts the creation of the Meade County Economic Development and hereby grants approval for the submission to USDA for the RBEG grant. The resolution shall be enforced beginning June 3, 2010.

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to set a Second Reading for Amended Ordinance #34 for July 7, 2010 at 10:45 a.m.  


Charlie Arch and Tammy Arch came before the Board to discuss flooding of Partridge Place (off of Tyler Trail, East of 150th Place).  Arch’s provided a slide show of the flooding from 2008 to the present.  The Board will take the same under advisement and talk to the State’s Attorney’s Office regarding the developer’s obligations.   


Meeting recessed at 12:15 p.m. for lunch and reconvened at 1:00 p.m.  


Meade County Resource Advisory Committee members Robert Heidgerken, Anita Lee and Craig Shaver came to update the Board on committee matters.   Discussion took place on the revision to the Meade County Resource Plan.

Commissioner Cammack would like to re-discuss the issue of Dawn and Diane Lundin’s denial of owner occupied status and a refund for taxes.  Motion was made by Cammack, that we give a partial abatement of $534.21 for owner-occupied status for Dawn and Diane Lundin.   Motion died for lack of a second.  


Jan Hall came before the Board to discuss getting owner occupied status.  Hall explained that they have been living in the house since 2008 and was unaware of the owner occupied form that needed to be filled out.  Hall had realized that it was too late for this year and had paid her taxes but would like to receive the same for next year.  The Director of Equalization Office stated that the deadline was March 15th.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, to take no action.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Aker, Creed and Hammock.  Voting no:  Cammack.  Motion carried.   



Sandy Rasmussen City Council member for the City of Faith and Glenn Haines Mayor of the City of Faith came before the Board to discuss the Faith Ambulance needs.  The minutes reflect from 2003 that the County would work with the City of Faith on a new chassis.  The Board suggested that they look into forming an ambulance district and then come back before the Board for discussion on a new chassis.
