Commissioner Robert Mallow presented to the Board a grant agreement between the State of South Dakota and Meade County for financial assistance on H1N1 vaccinations.    Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve signing the grant agreement in the amount of $481.25.   

Meade County Register of Deeds Denise Deaver came before the Board to discuss the Register of Deeds Budget for FY 2011.

Stacy Hadrick and Penny Nester from the Extension Office came before the Board to discuss the Extension Office Budget for FY 2011.

Hadrick informed the Board that the Meade County Extension Office has been selected for a Civil Rights review from the Federal Government they will be here on July 12, 2010.

Head of Buildings and Maintenance Kevin Forrester came before the Board to present the Maintenance Budget/Computer Budget for FY 2010.

The amount is for setting up a permanent location on the maintenance tower so portable radios can be used during the rally.  The Board asked that Ron Merwin be present for the discussion.

Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, to move contingency funds to the Dispatch Budget in the amount of $3,540.00 to assist in the communications project with the City of Sturgis.

Commissioner Aker offered a substitute motion to pay the amount out of 911Funds, seconded by Creed.  Voting yes:  Aker and Creed.  Voting no:  Mallow, Cammack and Hammock.  Motion failed,

Vote then took place on the original motion.  All Commissioners voted yes to move contingency funds into the Dispatch Budget in the amount $3,540.00.  

Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon for lunch and reconvened at 1:00 p.m.

Meade County Auditor Lisa Schieffer presented miscellaneous service agency budgets to the Board for their review.
Commissioner Hammock returned to the meeting.

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes that effective July 1, 2010 Ben Petrocco of the Maintenance Department be moved to a Grade 23A (42,024) and effective January 1, 2011 be placed at a Grade 23B (43,285) all to be paid out of the E-911 Budget.  
Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to appoint Tom Doten, Jim Schroeder, Charlie Wheeler and Francie Ruebel Alberts along with Commissioner Dayle Hammock to the Commissioner Compensation Committee.  
Meeting adjourned at 2:45 p.m.
