Commissioner Creed left the meeting due to second interviews for the SEDC (Sturgis Economic Development Corporation) Director position.  


Head of Buildings and Maintenance, Kevin Forrester, and Jason Roberdeau, Architect for Williams & Associates Architecture, Inc. came before the Board to present a construction update for the Erskine remodeling project.

Commissioner Robert Mallow acknowledged that Chase Smith met all requirements necessary to hold the professional designation of “Certified Appraiser Assessor” effective July 1, 2010.


Commissioner Robert Mallow acknowledged the Board’s thanks on being a team player by letting Jennifer Philips from the Planning Department fill in while the Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant position was being filled.  


Meeting recessed at 11:30 a.m. for lunch and reconvened at 1:15 p.m.  


No action was taken at 1:15 p.m. for the Rangeland Fire Protection Agreement.  No agreement had been sent in advance for the Board’s review.  


Meade County Deputy Planning Director Bill Rich came before the Board to present a draft of the Piedmont Elementary School Traffic Impact Analysis.   Also present at said meeting were Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr and Piedmont City Mayor Phil Anderson.


Commissioner Creed returned to the meeting.


The Board asked that Bill Rich get a hold of Brosz Engineering to give a rough estimate for the traffic impact analysis for budget purposes.


Rich also presented to the Board a brochure of the new features that the Beacon local government GIS system can do which is used in the Meade County program.


Brent Teachout along with Deputy Director Rhea Crane came before the Board to get approval of a temporary campground license for Teachout Back 40 Campground.  The application was turned in late to the County.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the temporary campground license for Teachout Back 40 Campground.


Trudy Jackson along with Deputy Director Rhea Crane came before the Board to get approval of a temporary campground license for Cabbage Patch Campground.  The application was turned in late to the County.  The Board had asked that improvements be made and that Jackson come back before the Board.  Jackson presented pictures to the Board of the clean up process that has taken place at the campground.   Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the temporary campground license for Cabbage Patch Campground.


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came to update the Board on State’s Attorney’s matters.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came before the Board to discuss the legislative changes that go into effective July 1, 2010 regarding liquor laws.  No action was taken.


Attorney John Hughes, representing Enoch Bouhille, came before the Board to discuss a residential rental agreement between Meade County and Bouhille.  The Board informed Hughes that Bouhille had an outstanding bill with the County and suggested that his client pay $100.00 a month against the court-appointed counsel lien until the same is paid in full.   The Board also discussed with Hughes a rental fee in the amount of $150.00.


Nancy Deppe from Alexandria, SD came before the Board to express her concerns about the rental agreement.  Deppe is the owner of property adjacent to Bouhille.   Deppe presented to the Board pictures of the property and the condition of the same.


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad informed the Board of their options regarding renting to Bouhille and what state statute requires.  


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, to rent the house to Mr. Bouhille at $150.00, on a month to month basis, not to exceed one year.   Also that Bouhille pay $100.00 towards the outstanding balance owed to the County.    The Board asked that Bouhille have the property cleaned up and significant progress be made within 30 days. 


Discussion ensued on the same.  Deppe informed the Board that she would be interested in exercising her right to lease at a higher rental amount by authority under SDCL 7-30-14.   Commissioner Aker asked that the Board recommend not renting to Bouhille.  

Voting yes:  Mallow, Cammack and Hammock.  Voting no:  Aker and Creed.  Motion passed.  The same will be put back on the agenda in August for discussion on the possibility of leasing pursuant to SDCL 7-30-14.


Meade County Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee, along with Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich and Deputy Director Rhea Crane came before the Board to present the Meade County Planning By-Laws.  


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to personnel matters.

Motion is made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes that it is the policy of the Meade County Commission that in the Erskine Building and the Law Enforcement Center that all personal heaters will be prohibited.  


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes that all window treatments in the Erskine Building are prohibited except as installed by the building administrator and authorized by the Commission.
