PROCEEDING OF THE BOARD OF MEADE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

August 3, 2010

The Board of Meade County Commissioners met in regular session in Faith SD on August 3, 2010, at 9:30 a.m. with Robert Mallow, Gary Cammack, Alan Aker, Doreen Creed and Dayle Hammock present.   Also present were Veteran Service Office Jerry Lolley, Register of Deeds Denise Deaver, Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr, Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee, Human Resource/Commissioner Assistant Jerry Derr and Auditor Lisa Schieffer.


The Meade County Commission led the group of Department Heads in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Motion was made by Cammack seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following minutes:


Special Meeting – June 29 &30, 2010

Regular Meeting – July 6 & 7, 2010

Special Meeting – July 22, 2010


City of Faith Mayor Glen Haines welcomed the Board of Meade County Commissioners to Faith for their August meeting.   

Mayor Haines discussed with the Board a proposed Faith Ambulance District.  Haines has talked to Perkins, Ziebach and Meade Counties regarding the same and presented a map of the coverage area.    Haines will keep the Board informed as it progresses.

Haines also invited everyone back next week for the Centennial Celebration in Faith.

Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr came to update the Board on Highway Department matters.

McGirr informed the Board that the Red Owl Bridge is now open.  The detour is still in place and it will be taken out in about ten (10) days.  


McGirr gave an update on the asphalt repair being completed in Meade County along with the road striping project.  


Discussion was had regarding construction of the replacement highway shop located in Opal SD.  Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, to authorize the construction of a County Shop at the Opal school location.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Cammack, and Aker.  Voting no:  Hammock and Creed.  Motion carried. 

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to set September 8, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. for bid letting on the construction of the Opal County Shop.  

Discussion was had regarding damage to buildings due to the hail storm in 2009.  The same had been turned into the insurance company last year and the company had paid but the buildings were not fixed.  Discussion ensued on taking the depreciation of the buildings or getting the same fixed.  


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes that the County accept the proceeds from the last year’s insurance claims for the Highway and Weed & Pest Buildings, and accept the depreciation factor without fixing the same.   


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following Utility Installation Within the Public Right-of-Way:


Montana Dakota Utilities – Township 3 North, Range 7 East, Section 18 (Sunshine Valley Road).


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Aker, to prepare and mag water one (1) mile of Antelope Creek and one (1) mile of 225th Streets. 

Discussion took place regarding road stabilization versus dust control.  Commissioner Creed informed the Board that if that stretch could be mag watered then why not the roads to the concert venues.  
 Motion and second was withdrawn.    

Meeting recessed at 12:15 p.m. for lunch and reconvened at 1:30 p.m.

A lease agreement was presented to the Board between the County and Enoch Bouhille. Present was Enoch and Mary Bouhille, Attorney John Hughes via telephonic conference, and Nancy Deppe.   

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, to defer the consideration of the lease until September 8th, 2010 to further review the same and have counsel present in person.  

The floor was open for discussion.  Deppe made an offer to lease the same.  The Board informed Deppe that once the lease is in place then she can make that offer according to statute.     


Enoch Bouhille addressed his concerns regarding the same.

Voting yes:  Mallow, Cammack and Hammock.  Voting no:  Aker and Creed.  Motion carried to defer the matter until September 8, 2010. 


Meade County Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee came to update the Board on the Royal Ranch Subdivision.  Discussion took place regarding status and compliance of the road issue.  

Discussion took place regarding Planning Board Members.  The Board considered nominations for the same.  

Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, to nominate J.D. Williams to fill the unexpired term of Mr. Potts.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, to nominate Michael Greslin to fill the unexpired term of Mr. Potts.  Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to that nominations cease.

The Board voted by secret ballot.  Said results showed 3 votes for Greslin and 2 votes for Williams.  Greslin will be assigned to the unexpired term.

Chaffee presented to the Board nominations for the Meade County Economic Development Committee.

Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to departmentalize the offices at the Erskine Building by suite numbers following the department’s room number assigned.   


Rod Woodruff came before the Board to discuss the pyrotechnics show planned at the Buffalo Chip.  Woodruff explained that they have their own fire truck and staff at the location.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the pyrotechnics show at the Buffalo Chip.  

A representative from the pyrotechnic company for Rock N Rev came before the Board to get approval for a pyrotechnics show.  A pumper truck and EMS technicians will be on site.   Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the pyrotechnics show at Rock N Rev.     


The Board asked that Highway Department Superintendent Ken McGirr come before the Board and discuss the alternate route of taking traffic over Sly Hill.   McGirr is prepping the road if the same is decided to divert traffic that way.  

Nancy Hilding expressed her concerns about dust and noise next the State Park and Bear Butte. 


Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, to approve the application for pyrotechnics at the Full Throttle Saloon, based to the conversation that Commissioner Assistant Derr had with Michael Ballard.  Ballard will have adequate fire suppression equipment and a truck on site.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Cammack and Hammock.  Voting no:  Aker and Creed.  Motion carried.

Meade County Director of Equalization Kirk Chaffee, Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich, along with Jennifer Phillips, Planning Inspection II and Planning Secretary Shellee Kuper came before the Board to present plats and variances.

Discussion was had regarding the Planning Board By-Laws, name change and number of Planning Board Members.  


Monica Heller, Rapid City Community Planning Coordinator, came before the Board to present a long range transportation plan.


Mr. Delbert Cobb came before the Board to ask for some gravel to be hauled from his pit and work done on Spring Creek Road near Red Owl.    Highway Superintendent McGirr gave an update that the same was not on the highway system.  Cobb has the gravel available and would like the County to haul the gravel and place it on the road.   Gravel would then be offered back to the County, if needed, in the case of an emergency to fix roads from that pit at no cost to the County.  McGirr along with the Board agreed that the same could be done on an availability basis of Highway Department.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes for the County to cooperate with the project to gravel Spring Creek Road/South Spur (four miles) to be accomplished at the convenience of the Highway Department.    

Hearing was set for 10:30 a.m. for the application for a new Retail (on-off sale) Malt Beverage License.  Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following license for the 2010-2011 year:  

William Lore (Eagles Landing Camp) – Lot #2, NW1/4NE1/4, Section 5, Township 5 North, Range 5 East, BHM, Meade County, SD.  

Nancy Hilding expressed her concerns regarding the same.


Discussion was had regarding vendor permits for the 2010.  The Board will look at reviewing Ordinance #11- Transient Vending after the 2010 Rally.

Meade County Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich came to update the Board on Second Street and Chestnut Street in Piedmont SD.  The right-of-way survey shows that there are 10 residences that are in the 80’ right-of-way.  The Board reviewed the same with the residents and presented options to them regarding the same.  On hand were Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr and Meade County State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad.    No action will be taken at this time.

Meeting recessed at 12:00 noon for lunch and reconvened at 1:00 p.m.  Commissioner Creed and Hammock absent.

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the acceptance of real property donation between Northwest Pipe Fitting and Meade County as follows:

Lots 32, 33, 34, 35 and 36 in Block 7 of Summerset Subdivision of the City of Summerset, Meade County, South Dakota, as shown on the plat filed in Plat Book 21 on Page 341.

Commissioner Aker noted for the record that the intent of the donor and the current Commission is that proceeds from any eventual use or sale of the property would be applied to construction of a roadside pathway from I-90 to Wonderland Homes.  


Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following veteran’s exemptions:

Commissioner Creed present.


Mr. Paul Bisson from the SEDC came to update the Board on the Sturgis Economic Development Corporation.   Bisson informed the Board that Pat Kurtenbach has been hired as the new director for SEDC.

Commissioner Hammock present.


Mr. Tony Hauge came before the Board to discuss Royal Ranch Subdivision.  Hauge showed a slideshow of the flooding.  
Hauge would suggest to the Board that prior to releasing the bond that the developer be required to put in a bridge.  The culverts could not handle the overflow.   Rich will be checking with McFarland on the culverts and keep the Board advised.  So far there are no violations and the road was built to county specs.  

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to personnel matters

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.


Meade County Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich came before the Board to discuss proposed changes they would like to make to Ordinance No. 34 – Building Code and Construction Enforcement Ordinance.    

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to set a First Reading for Ordinance #34 – An Ordinance Providing Building Code and Construction in Meade County for September 8, 2010 at 11:45 a.m.  


Attorney Dale Hansen came before the Board to present an Order on Petition to Create Road District.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the Order on Petition to Create Road District for Cliff Drive Road District and direct the Auditor to proceed with the election.    


Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad came before the Board to discuss redemption of a tax certificate per SDCL 10-23-8.   Commissioner Hammock would like to review the same with the Board.  Discussion was had about the fees and employees of the County buying the same.


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, it is the policy of Meade County that employees of the Meade County Treasurer’s Office may not purchase a tax certificate until that particular certificate has been available for sale to the general public for one (1) week.   Voting yes:  Mallow, Cammack, Aker and Hammock.  Voting no:  Creed.  Motion carried.  
Commissioner Creed asked that the record reflect that she is voting no due to the minimum should be one (1) month.  
Meade County Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich presented a plat that was deferred earlier in the meeting regarding Andrew Heinle.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the following plats:

Andrew Heinle and Marty Heinle – Plat of dedicated right-of-way in Lot 8, Block 1 of Eastridge Acres, located in Lot 8 of Block 1 of Eastridge Acres in the SE1/4SE1/4 of Section 24, Township 3 North, Range 6 East, BHM, Meade County, SD.

Hearing was set for testimony for the proposed vacation and relocation of section line right-of-way for 3:15 p.m. for the following described location:

A portion of the section line that divides Section 24, Township 3 North, Range 6 East, BHM, Meade County, SD from Section 19, Township 3 North, Range 7 East, BHM, Meade County, SD.

Andrew Heinle and Attorney Dwight A. Gubbrud came before the Board to regarding the same.   Also in attendance were Meade County Deputy Director of Planning Bill Rich, Meade County Highway Superintendent Ken McGirr and Meade County Deputy State’s Attorney Ken Chleborad.

McGirr noted for the record that he is opposed to this and has reservations about the same. 
Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to accept the new dedication of right-of- way as set forth in the plat.  
McGirr again stated that the record reflect the inability to build a road to County spec in that area.  


Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to vacate the section line right-of-way as noted on the attachment to the petition.    

Shelby Nester came before the Board to discuss an improvement of a section line road.  Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the submitted road design and to setting a hearing regarding the improvement on a section line for September 8, 2010 at 4:00 p.m.

Deb Kopesky came before the Board to request waiving the flea market vendors at the Threshing Bee.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the same.


Discussion took place on diverting traffic over Sly Hill.  Motion was made by Creed to put a sign that says concert venue.  Said motion was withdrawn.


Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, to put up a sign with one pole with two signs on it.  One, for directional purposes pointing to Highway 79 and another sign underneath that which says concert venues at the Junction of Bear Butte Road and Bear Butte Lake Road.   
Commissioner Hammock offered an amendment to the motion to add another sign under that which says gravel.   Amendment to the motion failed for lack of a second.  

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to call the question on the original motion.


Voting yes to original motion:  Creed and Aker.  Voting no:  Mallow, Cammack and Hammock.  Motion failed.  

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, to place a sign at the junction of Bear Butte Road and Bear Butte Lake Road which says Highway 79.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Cammack, Aker and Hammock.  Voting no:  Creed.  Motion carried.  
Motion was made by Creed, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to legal matters.

Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.
Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Hammock, all Commissioners voted yes to amend the following motion:

“ it is the policy of Meade County that employees of the Meade County Treasurer’s Office may not purchase a tax certificate until that particular certificate has been available for sale to the general public for one (1) week.   Voting yes:  Mallow, Cammack, Aker and Hammock.  Voting no:  Creed.  Motion carried.”


Said amendment to add the Director of Equalization office to the same.  Voting yes:  Mallow, Cammack, Aker and Hammock.  Voting no:  Creed.  Motion carried. 


Fritz Lamphere, representing Glencoe Campground, came before the Board to get approval for a temporary campground license from the County.  Motion was made by Hammock, seconded by Creed, all Commissioners voted yes to approve the temporary campground license for Glencoe Campground.

Jerry Derr Commissioner Assistant/Human Resource came to update the Board on County matters.


Derr gave a request to the Board regarding the Sturgis Kiwanis for funding or a location for the food bank.  Derr will get more information and will talk with both the School and the City regarding the same and bring the matter back to the Board in September.


Discussion was had about a citizen who was placed on a five (5) day alcohol hold.  They were told the fees would fall back on the County so they went ahead and made the committal.  The policy of Meade County and SDCL 34-20A-66.1 state’s that fees are paid by the individual.  The same has been turned over to collections by the Auditor’s Office.    Discussion took place regarding the information that was given to the individual from the Sheriff’s Department.  Derr will ask the individual to come into an executive session regarding the same.

Discussion was had on the review of Meade County Ordinances.  

Discussion was held on a letter received from Lawrence County Commissioners regarding the pine beetle infestation.  Derr will draft a letter of support to all agencies concerned. 

Discussion held on delegating an alternative County office to be used during the transitional period for moving to the Erskine Building. 


Discussion was held regarding a telephonic conference call from City of Faith Mayor Glenn Haines.  Haines would like to propose the new Opal Highway Shop to be built in Faith.  The Board informed Haines they are proceeding with building the shop at the Opal School site.
Discussion took place regarding the Health Care Reform changes/compliance/reports.

Discussion was had looking for insurance request for proposals. 
Motion was made by Aker, seconded by Cammack, all Commissioners voted yes to go into executive session due to contractual matters.  
Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to go out of executive session and return to regular session.

Motion was made by Cammack, seconded by Aker, all Commissioners voted yes to adjourn at 5:30 p.m.
