ORDINANCE #19
AN ORDINANCE ALLOWING MEADE COUNTY TO OPT OUT OF THE WASTE REDUCTION TARGET SCHEDULED TO BE EFFECTIVE ON JULY 1, 1997

BE IT ORDAINED BY MEADE COUNTY that the county having reviewed and documented that the cost of recycling all aluminum, steel plastic and glass products will cost more than the true and total cost of unsubsidized landfilling of all of the a fore mentioned products, and having followed the designated opt out procedure will be opting out of the waste reduction target scheduled to go into effect on July 1, 1997.  The county will review its determination for this specific waste reduction target a least once every two years starting with the effective date of this ordinance.
