   Chairman Robert Heidgerken called the meeting to order at 6:40. Also present were: Alan Olson, Kenny and Anita Lee, Kris and Patty Booze, and Craig Shaver.

   The November minutes were read and approved unanimously.

   The December Commission meeting was discussed.  The Committee was asked to compose a letter stating the County’s position on the Powder River Training expansion project, to be used as comment on the EIS.  

   Craig was reappointed to the BLM Committee.  The BLM is currently working on a 10-year land use plan.

   A DVD with Kimmi Lewis of Colorado explaining the Pinyon Canyon Training Area expansion project was shown.  She explained how the military is working there to take the land in stages.  They only want 2.5 million acres there, but expansion projects are underway in many different areas.  The Air Force wants more than 20 million acres for the Powder River Expansion Project.

   The draft of the letter, written by the secretary, was read and improvements were suggested.  The letter will be taken to the Commission meeting in February. 

   Members were encouraged to attend the next meeting of the Meade County Planning Committee, Tuesday, January 19th, 1 p.m. pt 3 p.m., at the courthouse.  The ‘Moving Forward with Ellsworth’ document will be discussed.  This lists changes that Ellsworth wants the Commission to make to the County Comprehensive Plan, and Ordinance 20, to make Meade County more compatible with Ellsworth Air Force Base.

  An election of officers was held.  Kris moved and Craig 2nd, to keep the 2009 officers another year.  The motion was unanimously approved. Officers are: Chairman: Robert Heidgerken, Vice Chairman: Craig shaver, and Secretary: Anita Lee.
