  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Robert Heidgerken at 6:35. Robert Heidgerken, Kenny and Anita Lee, Gary Deering, Alan Aker, Henry Bruch, Nancy Kile, Craig Shaver, Ed Thompson, John DeYoe, and Robert Purdy were present.

  The minutes of the last meeting were read and approved.
  Nancy nominated Robert H. for Chairman.  Kenny nominated Craig for Vice Chairman.  Craig nominated Anita for secretary.  Since no other nominations were made, John moved for a unanimous ballet, which was approved.

  The secretary was asked to send a revised list of members to Joell for the Commission’s records.

   Robert Purdy explained his Transload Facility in Box Elder.  They transfer freight from trucks to trains or from trains to trucks.  This is an exciting addition to the local commercial and industrial infrastructure.  They are seeking interested persons to operate a grain terminal.  This would be a major boost to the agricultural economy.
   The Comprehensive Plan for the area around Ellsworth was discussed.  John Explained the $500,000 grant that was given by the Department of Defense and how some of that money has been used. Part of the overall plan includes zoning around Ellsworth.  It is a difficult job since Ellsworth wants to protect the area from what they consider ‘encroachment’, and the Counties need to protect their tax base.  The land owners want to protect their homes and income.  Since land owners’ rights is a major component of Meade County’s Natural Resource Plan, the Committee is very concerned about this process.  
   Craig moved and Ed 2nd to ask the Commission to get the meeting schedule to Bob, so that he can attend their meetings as a representative of the Resource Committee. The motion passed unanimously.  It was assumed that this group would abide by the open meeting law, since it is financed by public money.
