   Chairman Robert Heidgerken called the meeting to order at 6:45. Kenny Lee, Susan Maass, Craig Shaver, Henry Bruch, Kris and Patty Booze, Robert Heidgerken, Dennis Levin, Nancy Kile, Nancy Hilding, Ed Thompson, Fred and Rhonda McPhereson, Gary Deering and Bill Rich were present.

   The September minutes were approved as read.

   The resolution addressing legislative oversight of Gubernatorial board appointments was discussed.   Ed Thompson moved and Craig shaver 2nd to add: “that don’t have specific legislative approval in their respective enacting legislation” at the end.  The motion passed with  Nancy Kile casting a dissenting vote because she wanted more information.

   The Comprehensive Plan was discussed.  Bill Rich explained that it was a ‘work in progress’ with changes suggested by the public, planning board and the Commissioners.  

    It was suggested to remove “affected landowners’’ on page 26.  Gary Deering moved and Kenny Lee 2nd to leave it as it is.  The motion passed with Nancy Kile and Nancy Hilding dissenting.

   Ed  Thompson moved, Susan Maass 2nd to drop the word “especially” on page 35, 8th bullet point under POLICIES. The motion passed unanimously.

    Kris Booze moved, 2nd by Nancy Hilding to remove the 17th bullet point: “ Ghost platting will.........incorporated municipality” completely.  The motion passed unanimously.

     A motion was passed unanimously to add: ”Meade County may coordinate with communities and cities for joint waste water treatment solutions” on page 39, under WASTEWATER, paragraph 2.

     Nancy Kile moved and Nancy Hilding 2nd to add: “seek Heritage Designation” to “AREAS of HISTORICAL and CULTURAL SIGNIFICANCE.”  The motion failed with Nancy Kile, Dennis Levin and Nancy Hilding voting for it.

     Nancy Hilding suggested removing “and the property rights of the affected landowners. This  may require leasing of development rights from landowners.” from page 49, 4th paragraph under “SUBDIVISION AND LAND  DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCES”  Bob Heidgerken moved and Ed Thompson 2nd to leave it as it is.  The motion passed with Nancy Hilding dissenting.
