                                  November 17, 2009

   Vice-Chairman Craig Shaver called the meeting to order at 6:45.  Bill Kluck, Susan Maass, Anita Lee, Kris and Patty Booze, Henry Bruch, and Gary Deering were also present. 

   The October minutes were read and approved unanimously.

    Craig reported that the Comprehensive Plan was unanimously passed by the Planning Committee.  Several changes were made by the Planning Committee, including one suggested by Craig at Monday’s meeting.  The consensus of the Resource Committee, was that the changes helped the Comprehensive Plan to better reflect the custom,  culture, and economic diversity of  Meade County residents.  Craig's amendment was added to page 3, under ‘COMPREHENSIVE PLAN PURPOSE AND AUTHORITY’.                                 

   Gary moved and Bill 2nd to recommend passage of the Plan, as amended, to the Commission.  The motion passed with 7 votes for and Henry casting the dissenting vote.

   Bill mentioned that Congress had found more funding for the NAIS, and was pushing hard for passage.  In response to this, several bills were being prepared for the Legislature to prevent South Dakota from enacting it.  This has been tried, unsuccessfully, every year since the Legislature first passed the NAIS bill.  He thinks it has a better chance this year because 14 legislators who opposed it last year are sponsoring the legislation this year.  Dusty Oedekoven, who replaced Dr Sam Holland as SD State Veterinarian, has promised not to oppose the bills.  Dr. Holland fought very hard for mandatory NAIS in South Dakota.  The secretary was asked to rewrite the 2007 Meade County Resolution opposing NAIS, to reflect recent developments. 

   Bill also reported on a movement to designate Federal land near the Cave Hills, Sage Creek, and Indian Creek as Wilderness areas.  The consensus of the Committee was that this would have a negative impact on the lease holders and their neighbors.  No action was taken. 

   A Resolution recommending an amendment to the Ellsworth Air Force Development Authority Law, passed in 2009, will be discussed at the next meeting.
