  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Robert Heidgerken at 6:35 pm. Robert Heidgerken, Kenny and Anita Lee, Henry Bruch, Nancy Kile, Craig Shaver, Dennis and Jessie Levin, Zona Vig, Andy Johnson, Patty and Kris Booze were present.

   The Commission meeting was discussed.  The Commission rejected the suggestion of allowing involved residents to participate in the planning around Ellsworth.

   Bill Rich’s efforts on the Pipeline Ordinance are greatly appreciated by the Resource Committee and involved landowners.  If the Legislature  rejects a plan to set up a reserve account to clean up oil spills, the counties will have to do it themselves.
   The TransCanada Pipeline negotiation progress was discussed.  No offers to landowners have been made yet.  The Committee would like to know what the County can expect to receive in payment for this, or future lines.
   HB 1301 was discussed.  The Committee would like to know what Meade County would receive from Ellsworth if the Hunt housing development was demolished and replaced by homes in Pennington County.  Also, what kind of payment would the County or the landowners receive if civilian residents, living in Meade County agreed to relocate.

  Zona relayed a request from JT and Ryan Vig to write a resolution protecting the rights of Meade County citizens to own guns.  She said counties are doing this, because of the threat to gun ownership on the National level.  The Committee thought this was a good idea.  No action was taken, but JT and Ryan will come to the next meeting to discuss it.

  Nancy reported that Newmont Mining Company has a permit to mine gold in the Black Hills.

   Commissioner Dayle Hammock has requested the Committee research the hazards of 2.4.D.  The Committee will do this for the next meeting.
