   The meeting was called to order by Chairman Robert Heidgerken at 6:40.  Bob Burns, Henry Bruch, David, Patty, and Kris Booze, John DeYoe, Craig Shaver, Anita Lee, Susan Maas, Ryan Vig and Robert Heidgerken were present.

   The letter to the Commission opposing H.R. 875, The Food Safety Modernization Act of 2009, and H.R 759, The Food and Drug Administration Globalization Act of 2009 was discussed.  The Commission didn’t pass it as it was originally written.  It was decided to rewrite it with all the corrections the Commissioners had suggested and try again.  Anita found statements from the Farm Bureau expressing their opposition to these bills, but she didn’t have them at the time of the April Commission meeting.
    Susan moved and Ryan 2nd to take the revised letter to the Commission since this is a very important issue to the agricultural community. The motion passed unanimously.
   John gave a brief update on the annexation around Ellsworth. This may help Meade County, if the land is returned to the private sector.  Air Force property is not taxed.

   Alan Aker’s proposed changes to the Resource Plan were briefly discussed.  It was decided to study them next month.
